Activism of Election Commission
The Election Commission of India did not

delay in sending 'show cause notices' to

Congress General Secretary Priyanka

Gandhi Vadra and Assam Chief Minister

Himanta Biswa Sarma. The Commission has

also stopped those Rathi Yatras, in which a

circular had even been issued forcing

government officials and employees to

become 'Rath-Prabhari' and publicize the

projects of the Government of India.

However, Rajasthan Chief Minister Ashok

Gehlot gave a statement during this time that

CBI and ED keep roaming 'like dogs'.

Compared to the public statements made by

Priyanka and Himanta, Gehlot's remarks are

highly objectionable as he was cursing the

country's major investigating agencies.

Investigative agencies operate under the

Constitution and law and are answerable to

the Government of India. Congress has been

ruling the country for more than 55 years.

Did she also follow CBI and ED 'like a dog'?

Did the Election Commission not send a

notice to Rajasthan Chief Minister Gehlot

and ask for his explanation or is the action

on the notice still under consideration?

However, the Commission has considered the

statements of both the star leaders of

Congress and BJP against the 'Model Code

of Conduct'. While addressing a public

meeting in Rajasthan, Priyanka had taunted

Prime Minister Modi that he had put only

Rs 21 in an envelope in the donation box of a

temple. Actually, such taunts do not get

votes. Such public insult of the Prime

Minister is not even an election issue nor does

the public accept it. Just as various political

parties in other states are campaigning to get

mandate on their respective issues, the

Congress General Secretary should also have

limited himself to the issues.

Perhaps that is why the Election Commission

has been considered 'toothless' in many

contexts. The elections will pass, the leaders

have given the statements they had to give,

hence the politics has been played, but what

is the role of the Commission regarding the

protection of the code of conduct?

Instead of India, India's education is in the concurrent list and with the kind of politics we are seeing in the country regarding the new

education policy, it seems difficult to have uniformity in all the school books in the name of India.

But now the

story has changed. This is the reason why both the parties are missing women voters and also women leaders. Priyanka Gandhi had earlier

guaranteed to give Rs 1,500 monthly to every woman in Madhya Pradesh. He had also given guarantee of 'Padho-Padhao Scheme' of giving

Rs 500 per month to children up to eighth class, Rs 1,000 to children of ninth-tenth and Rs 1,500 per month to children of eleventh-twelfth.

Earlier, in Himachal Pradesh and Karnataka also guarantees were given from Priyanka Gandhi. Politics is being played even in giving

guarantees. Prime Minister Modi is calling Congress's guarantee an election slogan and saying that Congress is giving guarantee only to win

the elections, it will forget it after winning the elections. On the other hand, he is linking BJP's guarantee with Modi's guarantee, and saying

that it is Modi's guarantee which will be fulfilled. This is interesting politics in itself. One is saying, believe our guarantee, while the other is

saying believe our guarantee, because we have fulfilled the guarantee.

When Ashok Gehlot started giving cylinders to BPL families for Rs 500, Shivraj Chauhan

announced to give cylinders for Rs 450. Whereas in Telangana, KCR has guaranteed to provide gas cylinder for Rs 400. In both Rajasthan

and Madhya Pradesh, Congress does not have any big woman leader. But when the elections are being fought around women voters, then

it becomes necessary that the women leaders give guarantees to the sisters. Prime Minister Modi has made inroads among women voters

through toilets, Jan Dhan accounts, Ujjwala Yojana etc. In Madhya Pradesh, Shivraj Singh Chouhan has come forward as maternal uncle,

but no such association of Congress has happened in Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh. This is also being compensated through Priyanka

Gandhi. One thing is interesting. If the opposition party in the state gives further guarantees, then it is understandable, but if the party in

power talks about giving guarantees if it wins, then it should be understood what is the matter.
