CU accused in Jadrangal
Now the issue is not about disintegrating the

Central University, but about dismantling its

Jadarangal campus and this has been done.

Those who believed that only BJP was guilty

in the politics of Jadrangal complex, they

should open their eyes and see that the

Congress government is also bent upon

making it a boon for Hamirpur

parliamentary constituency. Ultimately, only

Shanta Kumar has opened his mouth,

whereas all the Congress MLAs from

Kangra are licking the candy. It is surprising

that Chaudhary Chandra Kumar, the only

minister in Kangra quota, is also sitting with

curd in his mouth, whereas once the proposal

of Dharamshala complex was saved due to

him and Sudhir Sharma. The biggest

example of how institutions can go to waste

is the fragmented chapter of Central

University. First Dhumal and then Jairam

governments were there in this ulcer and

now this is not the primary objective for the

Sukhu government too, otherwise the work

would have started long ago by depositing

Rs. 30 crores. Even if the entire university is

settled in Dehra, it does not make any

difference in the importance of such an

institution, but due to being under the

shadow of dirty politics, many floors of

higher education have been destroyed. If it

is not so, then all those leaders who kept

playing from the Dharamshala complex can

feel the victory and those who lost can feel

the blow of the political whip on the back. It

is surprising that the cricket wind which

brought light to Anurag Thakur in

Dharamshala, kept on collecting the Central

University in MP Hamirpur parliamentary

constituency.

Kangra MP Kishan Kapoor also had a

similar history, who as an MLA had first

taken his stance against CU in Dharamshala.

In Himachal, the buildings of AIIMS, IIM,

Medical College and especially the Medical

College of Hamirpur kept on rising without

any pomp, but the examinations were held

at CU in Dharamshala. Dhumal government

first razed the proposed site, then his

commander Ravindra Ravi, in the possibility

of Jadrangal, defamed the place with his

statements. The surprising thing is that while

making the land of Jadrangal a criminal,

sometimes the Central Forest Ministry

rained blows on it and sometimes it caught

it in the jaws of the Geological Survey

Department of Kolkata. Somehow the

approvals were received, now the Sukhu

government has put a lock on the payment

of Rs 30 crores even after reducing the

measurement of the land. On the one hand,

former Chief Minister and Union Minister

Shanta Kumar is hurt by the government's

neglect towards the Jadrangal complex and

on the other hand, every file is clear due to

the round-the-clock pace of work in the

construction of the Dehra complex. Amidst

all this, the history that the Central University

has collected is tarnishing the reputation of

Himachal.

From appointments to study practices, this

institute has created a special acceptance,

where the scope of one-sided thinking is

increasing in the background of ideas.

Instead of study and research on Himachal's

economy, tribal life and natural disasters, the

primary topic before the university is where

the winds of Jammu and Kashmir are

blowing. Now it has been announced that

Dharamshala Central University will find

out what difference is coming there after the

removal of Article 370 and division of Jammu

and Kashmir, Dharamshala CU will do

research on this. Dharamshala Central

University's concern for Jammu and

Kashmir is also reflected in various seminars,

whereas there are two separate Central

Universities in Jammu and Kashmir, and

there has been advocacy for another

institution for Ladakh as well. However, now

the name of Sukhu government is also being

added to the continuous politics going
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Environment: 50 years of Chipko movement, the unique

campaign has witnessed the direct participation of women.
Not only did Chandiprasad Bhatt play a big role in this movement, it is worth noting that even before Reni, at the end of 1973, a large

number of women had started uniting in this movement. This was the first direct participation of women in the Chipko movement. The last

week of December 1973 was full of hustle and bustle. This was the first direct participation of women in the Chipko movement. On December

29, Shyamadevi from Gopeshwar, who had given land for the establishment of Dashauli Gram Swarajya Sangh (DAGRASWAMS) building,

reached Fata along with other women. On December 30, 1973, the first procession of rural women took place in Rampur under the leadership

of Shyama Devi, Indra, Jethuli, Jayanti and Parvati. A meeting was held under the chairmanship of Shyama Devi and the pledge to protect

the trees was repeated. Shishupal Kunwar and Anusuya Prasad were constantly together. The women returned to their homes only after

achieving success. This was a precursor to the resistance that would occur in the next year. But this was not a new thing for women. A few

years ago, she had participated in the prohibition movement. There was more activity in Chamoli. The women there went to Tehri and

Saharanpur jail after their arrest. Due to the caution, activeness and organization of villagers and workers, most of the trees of Maikhanda

forest were saved. After Mandal, Chipko's second resistance was also successful. This happened due to the hard work of the workers and the

understanding of the villagers. Chandiprasad Bhatt, Anand Singh Bisht, Shishupal Kunwar, Murarilal, Kedar Singh Rawat, Shyamadevi

etc. had direct contribution along with the villagers in the first resistance of Chipko. Sunderlal Bahuguna had set out on a four-month long

padyatra from 25th October. Now the jungle fight had to reach Uttarkashi, Nainital and other places. The victory of FATA gave greater

depth and expansion to the movement. The government called the representatives of the Chipko movement in Lucknow and asked them to

give suggestions for the new forest policy. On the other hand, deforestation continued in their area. Neither the government policy changed

nor the agitators. Four trees were cut in Fata, but printing was going on for the next auction. Then information about auction of Reni and

other forests was received. On the other hand, 23 LISA units in seven districts of Uttarakhand were closed. 1,800 quintals of lees were

auctioned at Rs 150-155 per quintal. But it was available to local units at the rate of Rs 180 per quintal. But right now, not Lisa, Reni's

auction was important. In the beginning of November, 1973, Govind Singh, Chandiprasad, Hayat Singh, Vaswanand and Jagat Singh Kerni

etc. had traveled to the villages between Joshimath and Reni. In December 1973, Govind Singh, Hayat Singh, Vaswanand etc. kept visiting

villages. Govind Singh then took out a pamphlet ‘Launch of Chipko Movement’ with the slogan ‘Red mark has arrived, looters should be

careful’. In this, there was a request to get forest rights by getting organized and protesting against the colonization of the mountains and the

looting of the wealth here. Fata provided energy for retaliatory action. Work was going on in the area. As per the decision of Sarvodaya

Mandal, Chandiprasad thought it appropriate to go to Dehradun, where the forests were going to be auctioned. However, Chandiprasad

disagreed with the opposition to auctions in cities. He reached Dehradun after making a pamphlet for the Chipko movement. They knew the

limitations, but the message could reach more people. This was the beginning of a symbolic protest against the auction. The pamphlet

contained an appeal to make the Chipko movement successful by stopping the destruction of forests, stopping the auction-contracting

system, increasing rights, forming labor committees, not sending raw materials out, and providing raw materials, technology and capital to

the forest dwellers. The leaflet ended with poignant sentences: 'This is the message of Tiladi, the cry of those who drowned in the floods of

Belakuchi (the village which was washed away in the flood of 1970) and those who are devastated by the floods that occur every year due to

indiscriminate felling of forests. On January 2, 1974, Chandiprasad asked the forest officials to stop the auction from humanitarian, social,

economic and ecological viewpoint. At night he met student Bri. Sin. With the help of Manu Nishchint and Lakshmi Prasad Nautiyal, some

posters were pasted around the Town Hall. Both said that the auction should be banned. But no consensus was reached. As per the prescription

received from Gopeshwar, posters were made and put up. On January 3, 1974, Chandiprasad stood at the entrance of the Town Hall of

Dehradun. Last evening also he tried to talk to the contractors and clerks and told them that the Chipko movement will continue in Reni.

The contractors and clerks kept making fun of him. He would just point out the poster to them. The contractor-scribe would read the poster

eagerly and then go inside with a sarcastic smile. Auctions continued to take place inside the Town Hall. Reni's forest was auctioned for Rs

4 lakh 71 thousand. When everyone was coming out after the auction, Chandiprasad went inside the hall and met the clerk of the Reni

contractor. He said that tell your contractor that when they come to cut the Reni forest, they will have to face the Chipko movement. The

word 'Chipko' got stuck in the memories of the contractors and clerks that day. Chandiprasad came to Gopeshwar from Dehradun. Talked

to Ministers Shishupal Singh, Dayal Singh, Chakradhar, Dan Singh, Vishwambhar Radatt, Soban Singh and Hayat Singh in Dagraswasam.

Sent the news of Reni auction to friends. Many discussions took place in Gopeshwar. In February 1974, Govind Singh once again visited the

area in the old style. This time Hayat Singh, Sudarshan Kathait, Comrade Sudama etc. were with him. Village head Jagat Singh and

president of Mahila Mangal Dal Mangulidevi in their meeting in Lata.  Including all the villagers were present. Next day there was a meeting

in Reni. On March 12, 1974, Chandiprasad sent a letter to the Chief Minister. Despite talks with the Chief Minister and discussions regarding

formulating a new forest policy, there was no impact on the government. Workers were coming and going in Joshimath-Reni area. Govind

Singh had direct contact with the chiefs and the general public. Last year he had distributed papers on behalf of all the heads. Pamphlets

were being distributed and read continuously. In January and February 1974, preparations continued everywhere. Public agitators,

contractors, forest department and the government of Lucknow were engaged in this preparation in their own ways. Everyone was busy

making their own strategy. Hill Development Corporation started two LISA units at Champawat and Tilwara from 15 February 1974. The

announcement had reached the villages of Chamoli that a demonstration would be held in Joshimath on March 15, 1974 against the

deforestation.

Education: How should Recruitment Commission be useful,

immediate permanent solution to discrepancies is necessary
The government should immediately and permanently resolve the discrepancies. Its path can be made easier by making the newly formed

commission operational. The far-reaching thinking with which the Yogi government had formed the Uttar Pradesh Education Service

Selection Commission by dissolving the recruitment board and various commissions for the recruitment of teachers, if that readiness had

remained constant, it could have yielded good results. Nearly two and a half months have passed since the notification of the new commission

was issued, but not a single appointment has been made yet. This delay is surprising because the government itself is not comfortable with

the questions being raised regarding the delay in recruitment. The Forum of the Unemployed claims that six lakh posts of teachers are

vacant in the state. However, the government does not consider this figure correct. While approving the Uttar Pradesh Education Service

Selection Commission Act on August 1, the Uttar Pradesh Cabinet had pointed out the huge time taken in recruitments. The headquarters

of the new commission is to be built in Prayagraj, which will have a total of 12 members along with the chairman. The Chairman can be one

who has held the post of Principal Secretary or its equivalent while in the Indian Administrative Service. This responsibility can also be given

to the present or former Vice-Chancellor of the University or an academician who has been a professor for ten years and has administrative

experience of at least three years. There is an obligation to have six academicians out of the 12 members. Five are to be selected from joint

director or additional director level officers of the dissolved education commissions or boards, while one member will be of the district judge

level.

There is neither shortage of capable retired IAS officers nor academicians in the state. Almost half the posts of officers are vacant. While

approving the Act, the Government had acknowledged that the quality of teachers was being affected due to variation in the level of

proficiency related to selection. There is also no uniformity in selection. Vacant posts of teachers are adversely affecting teaching and training.

Earlier there were many commissions for the selection of teachers. Now having one commission will bring uniformity, transparency and

timeliness. In fact, the situation of vacant posts and pending recruitments of teachers is worrying. The Secondary Education Minister has

told in the Assembly that out of 4,168 posts of Principals in non-government aided secondary high schools and inter colleges, 2,663 posts are

vacant. The government had said that the new commission will do teacher recruitment even in minority institutions. But, suddenly he got

permission for recruitment at his own level, due to which the very purpose of the new commission was questioned. By the way, even after the

activation of the new commission, the discrepancies related to teacher recruitment are not going to go away soon. Despite the principle of

equal post-equal merit, the selection process is not uniform. The State Public Service Commission recruits lecturers for Government Inter

Colleges and will do the same in future too. A new commission will do recruitment on this post in non-government colleges. The method of

selection of both is also different. UP-PSC makes selection through two-stage written examination, whereas in private colleges, the final

selection is done through written examination and interview. UP-PSC recruits assistant professors in government colleges only through

interview, whereas for the selection of these teachers in non-government colleges, there is both written examination and interview. UP-PSC

has not been able to complete the recruitment of LT grade teachers in government schools even after five years. In July-2018, four lakh

candidates appeared in the examination conducted for the recruitment of 10,768 teachers. Due to eligibility disputes, hundreds of posts in

subjects like Hindi, Social Science, Arts remained vacant. Among those who were selected, some became senior and some became junior. The

government should immediately and permanently resolve such discrepancies. The path of recruitment can be made easier by making the

newly formed Selection Commission operational.
