Multinational company Apple sent an alert
to some opposition leaders that your iPhones
can be hacked. Attackers can also try to
access your phone's sensitive data, cameras
and microphones etc. Apple has sent this
alert not only to opposition leaders but also
to people who are not in public life. This alert
has also reached some journalists and
scholars. This alert has also been sent to 150
countries where Apple iPhones are used. It
is clear that this warning is global, hence the
shouting of the opposition leaders is just
politics. Apple has also clarified in its
statement that such alerts come on the basis
of intelligence signals, which may prove to
be incomplete and even wrong. The
company has talked about government-
sponsored attackers, but has not disclosed
any 'specific government'. Apple has denied
that the system deals with such hacking
threats. The company cannot even tell under
what circumstances the alert had to be given,
because by giving this information hackers
can find ways to avoid it. That means it is
clear that phone hackers could be from
China, Pakistan or any other country! Apple
has sent this warning message to opposition
leaders and 150 countries at the same time,
hence it seems suspicious and questionable.
If hacking has taken place or is being done,
it must have been done at different places
and at different times. Still, we can accept
that the Modi government has hacked the
phones of some opposition leaders and
spokespersons, but what could be the
government's concern in hacking the phones
of 150 countries and non-political faces?
What will be gained from them? More than
2 crore people use iPhone in India and there
are about 146 crore users worldwide. Are
all of them the target of Modi government
or was an alert sent to everyone? Apple
should give various clarifications in this
regard. However, as per the announcement
of Union Information Technology Minister
Ashwini Vaishnav, investigation has been
started. Apple will also be under
investigation. Apple has been asked to
provide factual and accurate information on
alleged 'state-sponsored attacks'. The Indian
Computer Emergency Response Team
(CERT-IN) will investigate and try to get to
the bottom. The minister has termed it a
conspiracy to defame the Government of]
India and the politics of opposition to divert
attention. ‘Phone theft’ is not a new issue.
There is no attack on anyone's privacy and
confidentiality. The discussion about spying
software purchased from Israel is once again
becoming vocal. However, nothing concrete
came to light in the investigation which was
conducted under the supervision of the
Supreme Court. Then the apex court had
also given the option to deposit their
respective phones with the government, so
that an internal investigation could be done
whether they were spied on or not. Then
Congress leader Rahul Gandhi also did not
submit his phone. Today again old, immature
statements are being repeated. The question
is, what could be the role of Adani in the
context of phone hacking? Whom has Rahul
Gandhi called 'parrot'? Did Adani not do
business during the tenure of Congress
governments? Were they not given
contracts? The country should ask such
questions to the Congress leader. In fact,
among those whose phones have been
accused of burglary, most of the faces are
politically irrelevant or have been accused.
What will Modi government gain by hacking
their phones? He is also not in a position to
give a political challenge to the BJP. If there
was anything concrete in Apple's warning
message, the opposition should have filed an
FIR instead of a press briefing. However,
Uddhayv faction's Shiv Sena MP Priyanka
Chaturvedi, CPM general secretary Sitaram
Yechury and Congress leader Shashi
Tharoor have raised this issue.

India: Towards the third largest economy, conditions
are favorable for strong economic growth

Healthy balance sheets of banks and corporates, supply chain normalization, business optimism, strong consumer sentiment and strong
government capital expenditure are conducive to strong economic growth in India. On the strength of all this, India is rapidly moving
towards becoming the third economy. India has witnessed tremendous progress in many areas, including digitization, formalization of the
economy, better policy environment to attract investment in manufacturing and a huge increase in spending on infrastructure. Due to
continuity of policies the basis for positive development of India has been laid. India remains the world's fastest growing economy with a
growth of 7.8 percent in the first quarter of FY-24. This growth is supported by strong consumption, ongoing investment in infrastructure
and real estate sectors, sustained growth in service exports, a thriving services sector, positive consumer and business growth. The latest
estimates of the Reserve Bank have estimated real GDP growth for India at 6.5 percent in FY 2024 and 6.2 percent in FY 2025. Several
policy reforms and supports, the government's focus on huge capital expenditure, strong corporate and bank balance-sheets (including
NPAs which have been contained) have laid a strong foundation for sustained economic growth for a long time to come. Have done. India,
which was the tenth largest economy in terms of global GDP in 2014, has now become the fifth largest economy. There has also been an
improvement in terms of per capita income and it has now come down to 127th position from 147th position in 2014. During this period,
historic reforms like GST, IBC, Jan Dhan, Aadhaar, UPI and PLI schemes have taken place. Inflation has also been significantly controlled.
This is due to low increase in MSP, fortunately reduction in crude oil/commodity prices and prudential measures during Covid. Additionally,
business sentiment has improved with a sharp jump in the Ease of Doing Business index. And now India is moving rapidly towards its goal
of becoming the third largest economy. There has been unprecedented growth in infrastructure development. India has massively increased
its investment in public infrastructure. Highways have grown by nearly 60 per cent in the last nine years and investment in railway infrastructure
has increased more than four times. The capacity of ports has increased by 83 percent. The length of the metro line has increased three and
a half times, due to which more cities have been connected to the metro rail line. Under the UDAN scheme, work has been done to operate
73 new airports. There has also been huge success on the front of financial inclusion and digitalization. Thanks to 50 crore Jan Dhan
accounts opened since 2014, more than 80 percent of the people will have bank accounts in the year 2023. Direct benefit transfer was Rs
7,400 crore in 2014, which has increased to Rs 7 lakh crore in FY 2023. The government has eliminated delays and middlemen by effectively
using Jan Dhan-Aadhaar-Mobile-PAN to deliver subsidies. Unified Payment Interface (UPI) has also made tremendous progress. Growth
in automobile sales, rising electricity demand, e-way bill volumes, growth in passenger traffic, higher growth in bank credit flows to the
domestic sector and improvement in rural demand growth indicate rising consumption. The infrastructure and real estate sectors are
flourishing, which is reflected in the increase in industrial production index, consumption of cement, steel and government spending on
infrastructure. Gross fixed capital formation as a percentage of GDP has also increased. However, lower growth of the manufacturing sector
compared to the overall economy, contraction in exports and imports of goods, and lower levels of FDI, venture capital (VC) and private
equity (PE) funds into the economy, as well as crude oil and bulk electricity prices. The rise in prices raises some concerns. GST collections
have so far outpaced GDP growth. Direct tax collections in the first half of the current financial year indicate strong corporate performance.
Services sector growth reached a 13-year high in September on the back of a strong increase in new business amid strong demand conditions,
and the number of jobs continued to rise as the overall business environment improved. The latest Purchasing Managers' Index (PMI)
results brought positive news for India's services sector, with September seeing the biggest growth in business activity and new work sector
entries in 13 years. The latest data showed a substantial increase in new business from Indian service providers, the second fastest growth
since June 2010. In addition to the increase in overall sales, companies have seen increased demand from customers overseas, particularly in
Asia, Europe, and North America. As the festive season begins, consumption is expected to increase strongly. Domestic passenger vehicle
sales and GST collection figures indicate a healthy economic scenario. After facing immense challenges during the pandemic, India's real
estate sector has recorded strong growth with a huge uptick in demand. The general economic outlook with employment, income and
expenditure prospects improving further over the next one year Expected to sleep. The future expectations index (FEI) is also at a four-year
high in the latest survey round. Indian households remain highly optimistic about future earnings. They are less pessimistic about current
price levels and inflation than they were a year ago. Overall, healthy balance sheets of banks and corporates, supply chain normalization,
business optimism, strong consumer sentiment and strong government capital expenditure are conducive to strong economic growth in
India.

Agriculture: Natural farming has changed
lives, also helpful in improving the climate.

Natural farming not only improves soil, water and environment but also strengthens livelihoods and reduces greenhouse gas emissions.
Today, in many western countries, farmers with hundreds of acres of agricultural land are said to be in crisis. Even in India, farmers are in
serious trouble, but here the ray of hope is that on the basis of meaningful efforts, even farmers with small landholdings of two to four acres
are achieving satisfactory livelihood. One such effort can be seen in Terai village of Lalitpur district, Talbehat block (Uttar Pradesh). Here
the family of Bhuniya Devi and Pajan Lal Kushwaha have only two and a quarter acres of land, on most of which their entire family is doing
natural farming. They will soon do natural farming on the remaining land also. In this way, they have saved the expenditure on chemical
fertilizers and pesticides etc. By using cow dung manure and cow urine, organic pesticides etc. he has ensured that the production is better
than before. Along with maize, they do mixed farming of brinjal, yam, ginger, cacumber, fruits etc. In the remaining 300 square meter area
of the farm, they are producing vegetables and some fruits in a multi-tier system. By planting bamboo, wires, fencing etc., crops like ridge
gourd, cucumber, gourd etc. are grown on the top, and on the ground surface, crops like tomato, chilli, coriander etc. are grown and on the
third level, crops growing under the ground like radish, carrot, onion, turmeric are grown. , cultivate ginger, taro, yam etc. Around this, he
has also planted lemon, guava, mango, papaya and jackfruit trees on the ridge. In this way, while on one hand they have strengthened the
nutrition system of their household, on the other hand they have also ensured cash income. Fruits and vegetables produced through natural
farming have good demand in the market and get fair prices. By doing animal husbandry along with farming, they get an annual income of
about one and a half to two lakh rupees along with better nutrition of the family. Seeing the success of Pajan Lal, his three brothers have also
started natural farming. A part of younger brother Jagdish's farm was infertile, where the soil yielded little to no crops. But when this land
was nourished by mixing some gram flour, jaggery etc. in the manure of cow dung and cow urine, then green crops started growing on it too.
Komal Prasad Aharwar also has less land, but he also tried to improve the land in the same way. Nutrition and income have increased
through the use and production of diverse crops. Apart from this, he also earns from goat rearing. His wife Sheela runs the Natural Farming
Centre. Many farmers of Terai village say that after adopting natural farming, earthworms have started appearing in large numbers in the
fields, which keep the soil moist and make it friable. Similarly, other creatures that are friends of farmers are also increasing. Here, Srijan
and Card institutions made an important contribution in increasing natural farming under the Biwal Project.
