Recently the rates of Consumer Price Index,

Core Inflation, Wholesale Price Index have

been announced. On average, the inflation

rate is lower than the target rate, so the

Indian government can boast that it has kept

inflation under control, but the reality is

something else.

In simple and easy words, ‘food inflation’ is

still high for the common man. Inflation is

still very high. Of course, in the language of

economics, the Consumer Price Index makes

it clear that the annual retail inflation in

October is 4.87 percent. It was 7.44 percent

in July, due to which it has been continuously

decreasing.

Core inflation has been reported at 4.28

percent, but it does not include rising prices

of food and fuel. It has been told that this

rate has been the lowest in 43 months. The

wholesale price index was down by minus

0.52 percent. It is being claimed that food

inflation came down to 2.53 percent in

October.

This inflation in the month of September was

3.35 percent. Inflation based on the

Wholesale Price Index has been continuously

below zero since April, in that sense there is

continuous news of relief on the inflation

front, but Reserve Bank of India (RBI)

Governor Shaktikanta Das considers it a

'very sensitive situation'. In fact, the prices

of food items have been the fundamental

problem and they define inflation. Some

tough and sticky factors related to food

inflation are worrying the Modi government

and the RBI ahead of the 2024 general

elections. In fact, the retail inflation of dal-

roti i.e. grains and pulses is around 10.65

percent.

It has been in double digits for the last 14

months, till September 2022. Pulses have also

become expensive by double the rate for the

last five months. Their current inflation is

18.79 percent, which has been the highest

since August 2016.  This may be directly

related to monsoon. Food inflation, estimated

at 6.61 per cent, is higher than the general

consumer price index. Along with food, there

are also vegetables, lack of seasonal supply

of which troubles the common citizen again

and again. As a result, in July-August,

tomatoes were sold at Rs 200 per kg and

nowadays onions are being sold at Rs 70-80

per kg.

If we look at our daily plate, grains, pulses,

vegetables etc. are becoming expensive. It is

another system that in one season the

farmers have to throw the crops of tomato,

onion, potato etc. on the roads or destroy

them because they do not get the expected

price. Tomatoes and onions are sold at high

prices in one season. The question is who

decides these prices? Its economics are

neither known to the common consumer nor

disclosed by the government, as there is no

fixed regulator. It is clear that vegetable

markets are 'uncontrolled' bodies, in which

hoarding and black marketing are also

inherent. In terms of grains, the Agriculture

Ministry estimates that the grain production

during Kharif will be around 66 lakh tonnes,

which is less than last year. Paddy production

may decrease from about 11 crore tonnes to

a little more than 10 crore tonnes. Kharif

season pulses production has been the lowest

since 2015. Obviously the inflation of grains

and pulses will be high. However, free ration

will continue, hence wheat-rice storage is

being improved.
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Assessment: Economy recovering from the impact

of Corona, consumer confidence is increasing
The Consumer Confidence Index (CCI) was recorded at 92.2 in September, whereas in 2019 this index was slightly above this level. It is a

matter of happiness for the Indian economy that as there are festivals everywhere these days, the confidence of Indian consumers is also

increasing towards the economy. A new report of the Reserve Bank related to consumer sentiments is in the news these days, in which it has

been said that now the economic side effects of Corona from the Indian society have reached the verge of being completely eliminated. The

data presented in this report of the Central Bank is based on a survey conducted in September. The data of this report confirms that the

Consumer Confidence Index (CCI) in September was recorded at 92.2, almost above the same level in the year 2019. That means the

country's economic policies are moving in the right direction. This survey conducted by the Reserve Bank mainly tries to know the thoughts

and feelings of Indians on five economic facts. It includes analysis of the state of the economy, current level of employment, inflation and its

effects, increase or decrease in personal economic income and various types of expenses. Another aspect of this survey is that along with

analyzing the current situation, it also tries to know the outlook of Indians towards future economic development. After the economic impact

of Corona, from the year 2020 to the year 2022, the CCI had fallen to the level of about 40 points. But these figures show that the country

with the world's largest population has come out of the economic decline in just three years. Despite all this, the common man of Indian

society is not very positive regarding the increase in employment. In the same survey of the Reserve Bank, more than two-thirds of the

people have agreed that the situation regarding the availability of employment is still the same as a year ago and more than 10 percent people

have not expressed their opinion regarding the increase in employment. Has given. About 30 percent of the people refused to give their

opinion regarding the increase in employment for the coming year. More than 25 percent people believed that after one year there will be a

decline in the level of employment in the Indian economy. Whereas 18 percent people believed that the situation will remain the same after

one year. The common Indian is not very optimistic about the growth of employment, there could be two reasons for this. Firstly, the

availability of jobs in the government sector is very less, secondly, there is always a lot of instability in the private sector. In the last three

decades, the unemployment rate in India has never been below five percent, but during this period the country's population increased by

around 50 crores. That means the number of unemployed is increasing rapidly every year in India. For this reason, India is known as a

country with 'economic development without employment'. Only the manufacturing sector can rid India of this problem. But the

manufacturing sector accounts for less than two percent of the country's exports, whereas the contribution of the manufacturing sector in

exports of Vietnam, which is less populous than us, is comparatively much higher. In the manufacturing sector in Asia, India now competes

not only with China but also with many small economies. Thailand, Indonesia, Malaysia, Taiwan, Philippines, Korea and Bangladesh are

also moving forward rapidly, because the cost of products of all these countries is about 20 to 30 percent less than Indian products. Moreover,

the service sector has been making a significant contribution to economic growth for a long time, but the jobs it creates are not reaching all

sections of the society. Perhaps that is why unemployment is a major problem.

World Cup 2023 Special: Wankhede

Stadium and the thrill of Cricket World Cup
In the 1987 World Cup, Wankhede Stadium hosted the India-Zimbabwe and India-England matches. India had won over Zimbabwe by 8

wickets and in that match Zimbabwe was restricted to just 135 runs. The country's financial capital Mumbai, the Arabian Sea stretches far

in front of Marine Drive and on its banks stands the famous Wankhede Stadium, where the semi-final of the Cricket World Cup 2023 is to

be played between India and New Zealand. Wankhede Stadium, built 49 years ago, has preserved many memories of cricket. It has witnessed

big scores and also seen teams faltering and on their knees. Wankhede Stadium, built in the year 1974, has also celebrated India's victory in

the Cricket World Cup of the year 2011. This ground is something like this - It is also one of the most prestigious and specially selected

stadiums of India. The special thing about most of the matches played in the Cricket World Cup at Wankhede Stadium is that the team

batting first has better winning figures here. Be it the 1987 World Cup, 1996 World Cup, 2011 World Cup or the current World Cup. In the

1987 World Cup, Wankhede Stadium hosted the India-Zimbabwe and India-England matches. India had won over Zimbabwe by 8 wickets

and in that match Zimbabwe was restricted to just 135 runs. India scored 136 runs for the loss of two wickets in just 27.5 overs, but India lost

to England by 35 runs. In that match, England had scored 254 runs and India's innings was reduced to 219 runs. In the 1996 World Cup,

only India-Australia match was held here, in which India lost by just 16 runs. In that match, Mark Waugh played an inning of 126 runs for

Australia and Sachin Tendulkar was out after scoring 90 runs for India. Australia had scored 258 runs and India was out for 242 runs. At

that time, playing first, Sri Lanka had scored 274 in 50 overs and India had achieved this target in 48.2 overs. Gautam Gambhir played an

inning of 97 runs in that match, but captain Mahendra Singh Dhoni's unbeaten inning of 91 runs is remembered more. Only one member

of the 2011 Vijay team, Virat Kohli, is included in the current team. All the other players have retired. The team playing first has made big

scores - As far as the current World Cup is concerned, so far three matches have been played at Wankhede Stadium. The team playing first

has scored big scores. On October 21, a match was played between South Africa and England, in which South Africa scored 399 runs and

England was limited to 170 runs. In the South Africa-Bangladesh match on 24 October, South Africa, playing first, scored 382 runs and

Bangladesh was out for 233 runs. Batting first here on November 2, India scored a huge score of 357 runs and Sri Lankan team was all out

for just 55 runs. On November 7, Afghanistan had scored 291 runs in 50 overs against a prestigious team like Australia and Australia's

innings faltered after losing 7 wickets for 91 runs. Although Australia managed to win thanks to Glenn Maxwell's courageous 201 runs,

Afghanistan almost won the match. The toss can play an important role in the semi-final between New Zealand and India. The team

winning the toss would like to bat first, because chasing runs is not looking easy here. Especially in the current World Cup, the teams playing

in the second innings have had to struggle. India is just two matches away from winning the World Cup 2023. Till now his journey in the

World Cup has been excellent, but the pressure of the semi-finals is not easy. Cricket fans hope that Wankhede Stadium will once again

register its name in the golden pages of India's cricket history. Three matches were played here in the 2011 World Cup. In the New Zealand-

Canada match, New Zealand had scored 358 runs and Canada was out for 261 runs. In the Sri Lanka-New Zealand match, Sri Lanka had

scored 265 runs while playing first and New Zealand could score only 153 runs, but in the final match, India defeated Sri Lanka by 6

wickets.

Analysis: Southern politics is going to be ineffective in central politics and formation of new government.
It is clear from the phase that the politics of the South is going through at the moment that the results of the Lok Sabha elections in the six

states there will be mixed and divided and they will not have a major role in the formation of the new government at the Centre. If a deep

analysis of the year 2024 Lok Sabha elections and South Indian politics is done, then two facts emerge.

Since the year 2019, many new faces have emerged in these six

states of South India. In Andhra Pradesh and Tamil Nadu, the spiritual and cinema world has had an influence on politics. Pawan Kalyan

of Andhra Pradesh and Joseph Vijay of Tamil Nadu are new faces in politics, who come from the background of cinema. The politics of

southern states is very clear. The result of Lok Sabha elections may be divided in these six states. Of course, state level parties say that

regional satraps dominate southern politics, but Congress or BJP will not be completely wiped out. Except Tamil Nadu and Karnataka, out

of the six states of South India, the remaining four states are completely different from each other. Andhra Pradesh and Telangana, both are

Telugu speaking states, but Telangana is quite aggressive. The politics of Puducherry and Kerala is also at its peak. Let us first talk about

Tamil Nadu. A big surprise is going to happen in this state in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections. Dravidian politics is fast dying and this may be

reflected in the 2024 results of Tamil Nadu. For the first time in the political history of Tamil Nadu, three new faces will decide the fate of the

winner of the Tamil Nadu Assembly elections to be held in 2026. Apart from DMK and AIADMK, who are these three new faces? BJP leader

K Annamalai, Naam Tamilar Katchi leader and former actor Seeman and the third one is cinema world's mini superstar Joseph Vijay. These

three faces will woo first or second time voters. These three can snatch 25 to 30 percent votes from Dravidian parties. Even if they are not

successful in the 2024 Lok Sabha elections, they are definitely going to do so in the 2026 Assembly elections. The absence of tall personalities

like Karunanidhi and Jayalalitha is being felt in Tamil Nadu. Who will fill this place? Whether Narendra Modi or someone with a nationalist

outlook from the BJP or Mallikarjun Kharge with the support of Rahul Gandhi. It is true that after AIADMK's exit from NDA, AIADMK

is proposing an alliance to Congress, but such an important decision of changing the party in the alliance is not possible. For this, we will have

to wait for the results of the assembly elections of five states in the first week of December. But there is only three months between December

2023 and February 2024, so the alliance cannot be tampered with or changed. The political struggle in Andhra Pradesh is also interesting,

where Jagan Reddy is maintaining his hold. His political decision and timing of arresting his arch rival Chandrababu Naidu was so right

that Jagan Reddy's YSR Congress emerged as a powerful party. Telugu Desam Party leader Naidu, instead of apologizing to Modi.
