Himachal, which intends to completely green

its transport network under the six green

corridors, should put its conduct to the test.

These Diwali firecrackers have proved that

we can poison the environment for our fame,

wealth and appearance. After Diwali, air

quality information is showing that our

breath may also get stuck in the air. If the

air is deteriorating in tourist cities like Shimla

and Dharamshala, then on the lines of Delhi

we too will have to moderate our behavior

against pollution around us. Of course, the

state is declaring war against pollution by

constructing 107 e-charging stations. The

celebration of Diwali took away the applause

that the government had earned by

expressing its priorities towards the

provision of subsidy in the purchase of e-

vehicles, freedom from petrol and diesel in

government vehicles and operation of electric

buses under the State Transport

Corporation. Now the time has come when

Himachal will also have to strictly ban the

sale of firecrackers. While walking on the

path of pollution free tourism in Himachal,

many changes will have to be made,

especially the frenzy of festival or event

tourism will have to be addressed.

This is

because we do not have modern markets,

but we have lost land by creating forests on

every road. Our children may have a two-

wheeler, but no field to play. If we develop

at least one field in each of the four directions

of every city, it will provide breath and also

take our burden.

After Diwali, the whole country is looking

forward to Himachal for Christmas and New

Year celebrations. If booking of buses and

airlines, participation in the tours of travel

agencies and a strong desire to drive one's

own vehicle on the mountain roads is making

the programme, then isn't this the challenge

of Himachal? Will we be able to save Atal

Tunnel this time from the merciless testing

of vehicles? Will tourists be able to safely

escape the cities or even Shimla from the

New Year crowd? In such a situation, the

entire industry and the state will see the

youthful potential of RS Bali, who is the

Chairman of Tourism Development

Corporation and has the cabinet rank, to see

how he is able to plan and organize the

excitement of the arrival of Christmas and

New Year this time. All these celebrations

should not be limited to tourist cities only,

hence apart from all the religious places.

Time Machine: Najoomi dives into the unknown space of the stock market.
Those who flaunt their knowledge of the stock market without understanding the secrets of the market and their limitations, meet the same

fate as the self-proclaimed 'Father of the Chart' of the stock market. After all, the 17th century poet who is responsible for the exciting science

of stocks had also declared that advice on buying or selling shares, no matter how brilliant, should never be given to anyone, because it is

impossible to understand the secrets of the market. There are several computer screens on the wall. Some lines are jumping on the screen in

red and green colors. A closer look reveals that the numbers here were staggering. Various patterns are being formed and spoiled. Mountains

and valleys are being formed on the screen from the lines of the graph. Standing in front of such a screen was the self-proclaimed 'Father of

Chart' of the stock market, Naseeruddin Ansari. This stock market expert used to advise thousands of people on social networks to buy, sell

and make deals with the help of this chart knowledge. Last month, SEBI imposed a fine of Rs 17 crore on Chart's father. This astrologer

proved to be a complete fraud. Technical Analysis or the technique of charts is the astrology of stock market, commodity, forex deals. Based

on their calculations, crores of rupees move from here to there in seconds. It is said that the experts of this knowledge guess the price of

shares, oil, copper, steel, wheat etc. ahead of time. First of all we earn or save loss. There are also stories that experts in this discipline also

know how to assess the possibility of recession. Over the past few years, experts in this chart science have emerged. Many parrot astrologers

are making people do option trading by teaching technical charts on mobile app. Father Off Chart used to do the same. But the poet or

philosopher of the 17th century, to whom this exciting knowledge is attributed, had eloquently written that people should not be advised to

buy or sell shares because our ability to understand any market development is very limited. In such a situation, even a deal made on

excellent advice could lead to disaster. Who was this poet philosopher? Was the father of technical analysis born in Europe or Japan? Come

take your seats in the time machine, we are now taking off. It is said that Assyrian traders kept an old account of the prices of goods in the

Greek markets, which helped in understanding the pattern of increase or decrease in the price of any product in the future. That means if

prices had increased earlier during bad weather, the same will happen again when the weather worsens. Without going too far back, let us

go to Amsterdam, in the early 17th century. The Dutch East India Company had been formed. The world's first stock exchange for trading

its shares started functioning in Amsterdam. The Dutch East India Company was formed in 1602 for trade with India. We will take this

journey with the time machine some other time. Now meet Joseph de la Vega, who was originally from Argentina but moved to Amsterdam

at a young age. Joseph was a diamond merchant, philosopher and also wrote poetry. In the year 1688 he wrote a book. The name is

Confusion of Confusions. This is an amazing book. This creation of Vega is the world's first stock investment guide. At the time Vega was

writing this book, the Amsterdam financial world was abuzz with the stock revolution. Bulk deals were taking place in the shares of the

Dutch East India Company. Betting was taking place. Businessmen used to make different types of predictions. Joseph de la Vega, in The

Confusion of Confusions, described how the future can be predicted based on past price patterns. This was the Newton Moment of Technical

Analysis. ‘Confusion of Confusions’ is also considered the epithet of behavioral economics in financial markets. The time machine now

moves towards Japan. This was the Edo period of Japan. Japan's politics were stable under the rule of Tokugawa Leyasu. That was a period

of economic progress. This incident is from 1710. Futures deals had started in the rice market. The need to anticipate prices ahead of time

was increasing. Homma Muneshiya ran a rice business in Sakata, a northwestern coastal city in Japan. Muneshia developed a candlestick

price pattern and made a lot of money. Later other traders also started using the same candle pattern. Homma Muneshia wrote the book in

1755 – The Fountain of Gold – The Three Monkeys Record of Money. Muneshiya was the Warren Buffet of the rice market. The then

emperor made him his financial advisor. Homma also received the honorary title of Samurai. In Japan, candlestick charts are still called

Sakata charts. When we come to Japan, we also take a look at China. Here the light of Confucian rules was becoming a technique for

assessing the market. Confucius had said that no thing remains expensive or cheap for more than 100 days. This was the first chapter of

technical analysis for Chinese traders. The art of the American chart begins with Charles Dow. He was the founder of Dow Jones &

Company. He studied the prices of industry and transportation stocks listed on the US stock exchange. Dow examined every change that

took place after 1896 and presented the Dow Theory, which explains the theory of rise and fall in stock prices. Dow Jones, America's

representative stock index, is closely related to Charles Dow and his research. The study was not published while Dow was alive. William

Hamilton, editor of the Wall Street Journal, published it in 1920 and the charts became part of stock market calculations. The Art of

Technical Analysis Nicaragua  Aa is also indebted to Chief Accountant Ralph Nelson Elliott. The US government had sent Elliott to handle

the accounts of Nicaragua. He became seriously ill in the climate of Central America. Returning to America, he devoted himself to analyzing

stock prices. Elliott analyzed stock movements daily, weekly, monthly, annually for about 75 years. He had made this entire calculation of

data by hand. On this basis he presented ‘Elliot Wave Theory’. This theory was published in his book ‘The Elliott Principle’ in 1935. Elliott

Theory showed for the first time that the psychology of investors and traders plays a big role in the ups and downs of stocks. Ralph Nelson

Elliott left this world in 1948. It is said that in 1970, Robert Prechter, a young analyst at Merrill Lynch, again introduced Elliot's work to the

public. So from trading the Dutch East India Company to trading Google or Reliance, the techniques in the stock commodity markets have

changed. But the mood of the market is as unpredictable today as it was during the time of Joseph de Vega. Vega had written in his book-

'The mysterious trading of shares is the most transparent and most fraudulent business in the world. This profession is both the most

respected and the most infamous. Both fantastic and distorted. This is both the pinnacle of knowledge analysis and also the trough of fraud.

It is both a miracle of wisdom and also a center of evil. Here one gets success as well as disaster.' That is why one finds people like the Father

of the Chart here, who lost three crore rupees in the market, but was giving the mantra to people to become millionaires in weeks by reading

There are some advices from relatives which can spoil your relationship and the bonding

with your husband can become bad instead of good. The specialty of a good relationship is

the positivity present in it, which not only helps you move forward but also keeps you happy.

If this is not happening then it means that there are signs of breakdown somewhere in your

relationship. When family members or relatives come to know about these matters of mutual

discord, they start giving advice. But there are many such advices given by the relatives,

which instead of building the relationship, bring them to the brink of breaking. With time,

everything will be fine. You cannot sit idle by following the advice given by the relatives, that

as time goes on, everything will be fine. Everything goes well together, because sometimes

time slips away and relationships keep deteriorating. Therefore, when there is even a little

bitterness in your relationship, you should try to fix things between you. Advice to leave the

in-laws' house - When mutual relations deteriorate, the special advice of relatives is to leave

the in-laws' house.

What does medical

science say - Scientifically, it

is considered appropriate to

choose sweets with low GI

i.e. glycemic index and low

GL i.e. glycemic load. Is.

Balancing these with fiber-

rich foods and keeping

portion control in mind helps

manage blood sugar levels

effectively. Prefer low GI

sweets such as barley-based

sweets, which have a GI of 22 and GL of 11 or less. Oatmeal cookies, which have a GI of 55,

GL 9-11, and oatmeal cookies, which have a GI of 55 and GL 38, can also be a good option.

What to eat: Besan Laddus (which has a GI of 24 and GL 11) Can use. Homemade laddus

also help in controlling sugar along with high protein and fiber. You can eat sweets that use

jaggery, such as laddus made with jaggery, seeds and dry fruits. They are rich in anti-oxidants

and high in fiber and also have low GI. Coarse grain sweets like coconut, gum, millet, which

contain protein, fiber, omega and various minerals, can also be taken in diabetes. Apart from

this, fruit custard is also a good alternative to sweets, which can be made with glycemic fruits

like apple, pomegranate, cherries with skimmed milk. This is a good and fresh homemade

option for diabetes. Instead of sugar in food items, you can bring natural sweetness with

black raisins, honey, dates, figs and fresh fruits. Also, it can be made more delicious by using

cardamom, cinnamon and saffron etc. Take special care of some things - Generally, before

consuming sweets, eat things rich in protein and fiber and then consume things rich in fat

and carbohydrates. This slows down the process of absorbing sugar in the body, which helps

in controlling blood sugar. Keep in mind, consume sweets only in limited quantity, because

excessive consumption of sweets in any form can increase the blood sugar level and consuming

only home-made dishes or sweets always proves to be effective in maintaining a healthy routine.

. In diabetes, it is important to maintain a balanced healthy routine and fixed breakfast and

meal times. Additionally, daily exercise can be especially helpful in balancing the extra calories

you consume from sweets. Always consult a dietitian or health care professional to create a

plan tailored to individual health needs to promote a healthy lifestyle.

If you are worried about

adulteration in mustard oil, then before using the oil you should know whether it is pure or

adulterated. By adopting some easy methods, you can identify the quality of mustard oil at

home. Let us know the ways to identify fake and real mustard oil. Keep the oil in the fridge -

To identify adulteration in mustard oil, you can do its freezing test. For this, take out some

mustard oil in a bowl. Keep it in the refrigerator for a few hours. Then take it out and see, if

the oil appears frozen, or if white spots start appearing in the mustard oil, then understand

that the oil is adulterated. Rub the oil on the body - to check whether mustard oil is real or

fake. Take some oil in your hands and rub it well. If any color comes out of the oil or there is

a chemical smell, then the oil is fake. Barometer Test- The purity of genuine mustard oil is

according to the barometer. Oil barometer reading is 58 to 60.5. But if the reading of mustard

oil is more than the prescribed standard then the oil is fake. Therefore, whenever you buy

oil, identify from its barometer reading whether the oil is genuine or fake. Change in the

color of mustard oil - Change in the color of the oil means that it has been adulterated.

Nowadays Argemone oil is mixed with mustard oil. A poisonous polycyclic salt is found in

this type of oil, which is called sanguinarin.
