Indian cricket fans did not have much hope from the 1983 team

that India would perform any big miracle, but they kept an eye on the matches. At that time, BBC used to broadcast the matches and

matches were watched on Doordarshan in India. Jayanti Prasad tells that there used to be a lot of craze among the people about players like

Kapil Dev, Sunil Gavaskar, Chetan Chauhan, Mahendra Amarnath, Madanlal. Indian cricket lovers wanted to see captain Kapil Dev

playing. Like today, there were not TVs in every home - West Indies, England, Australia and Pakistan were counted among the most

powerful teams in the 1983 World Cup. The situation in India was similar to that of Bangladesh and Afghanistan these days. India was a test

playing country and cricket was growing rapidly here. Anil Sharma, who retired from Defense Accounts Service, says that a black and

white TV had arrived at his house. Apart from him, his elder brother, many people of the locality also used to gather at home to watch the

matches. In those days, watching black and white TV was no less than a struggle, because high antennas were installed and if the antenna

shook in between, the broadcast of the match would be cut off. A person used to stand on the roof to adjust the antenna. Anil Sharma recalls

that on the day of the final match, he was coming to Delhi from Mhow (MP). There was a strange uneasiness in him about knowing the

score. After a lot of searching, a radio was found with a person in the train. When he came to know that the Indian team was out for only

183, he was disappointed, because the score of 183 was nothing in front of West Indies, but as soon as West Indies' wickets started falling, he

became confident that India would win the Cup. Could. Even before reaching Delhi, India had won the World Cup. Anil Sharma says that

people who were interested in cricket in that period were worried about the score of the match because there was a lack of resources. A few

houses had televisions. People from the entire neighborhood used to gather there. People also remained glued to the radio. Many times

India's victory or defeat was known only after a long time. Later, when Doordarshan showed the glimpses of the final of the 1983 World

Cup, he and cricket lovers like him used to get thrilled after seeing them. The thrill was different then - India was in Group B in the World

Cup 1983. Group B also had West Indies and Australia. At that time matches were of 60 overs. India played two matches each against West

Indies and Australia. Had won one match each and lost one match each. Jayanti Prasad recalls that cricket lovers were happy with India's

performance in the group matches and as the World Cup progressed, the number of people watching and listening to cricket was also

increasing. During that time, radio and television sales started increasing. The circulation of newspapers also increased. India played its first

semi-final with host England. Everyone's heartbeat was high because the England team was very strong. India's victory over.
