Chinese
virus like
orona

The mysterious virus currently spreading in
China is a severe acute respiratory illness or
a new strain of pneumonia or a new strain
of coronavirus. Nothing is certain at the
moment. China has not given any
explanation, while on an average 7000 cases
are being reported every day. If there is
pneumonia and respiratory disease is
increasing in children, doctors do not
consider it a 'normal condition'. When did
China make an honest announcement
regarding Corona virus? Speculations
continued for a long time or some evidentiary
facts also came to light that the Corona virus
had spread from China. The World Health
Organization has not been able to confirm
till date whether the corona virus was
prepared in a Chinese laboratory or spread
naturally or was some form of biological
weapon.

However, Corona was definitely declared a
'global epidemic'. That period was extremely
frightening and tragic. There were 5.5 lakh
deaths in India alone. This is government
data. Non-governmental organizations and
major newspapers of some western countries
had estimated this number to be around 50
lakh. We do not go into the figures of how
many deaths there would have been in the
world, although such an epidemic was felt
after a century. The symptoms of pneumonia
being reported in China are more or less
similar to Corona, hence the Health Ministry
of the Government of India has sent an
advisory to the State Governments and
Union Territories to immediately review
their health services.

Make arrangements for beds, medicines,
influenza vaccines, medical oxygen,
ventilators, antibiotics, testing kits etc. in
hospitals. Also implement the revised
surveillance guidelines issued for COVID-19.
This will allow integrated monitoring of the
disease. However, it has been clarified in the
advisory that human-to-human infection or
transmission of the Chinese virus has not
been observed.

Children are the target of the Chinese virus.
In this context it seems different from
Corona, because Corona infection was
found to be 'negligible' in children. However,
the World Health Organization has asked
China to share facts related to the virus and
disease. Will China do this honestly?
However, he has told the world that there is
no need to worry. China is alert about this
virus and is making all efforts to eliminate
the virus. It is noteworthy that in the
northern regions of China, the spread of
influenza-like disease has been seen in the
same month in the last three years. So why
didn't China share these facts with the rest
of the world earlier? Information about this
virus like Corona has started coming out
since 13th November. Is it a seasonal virus
or disease? Even if so, what steps did China
take to prevent it in these three years and
what were their results? Why did China not
take any permanent solution, about which
it is now reassuring the rest of the world?
The basic virus in Corona was also similar,
due to which the average infected person was
out of breath. China should clarify what is
the situation of respiratory diseases in its
country?

There is nothing 'new' in the new law: What should be
the criminal laws in the present times and circumstances?
This broad thinking is necessary in times of change

Reforming the laws does not mean rearranging the existing provisions. While making changes, we should have a comprehensive thinking
about what the criminal laws should be like in the present time and situation. The Indian Penal Code, 1860, the Indian Evidence Act, 1872
and the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 are the three pillars of our criminal justice system. The originator of the Indian Penal Code was
Thomas Babbington Macaulay, who chaired the first Law Commission. The author of the Indian Evidence Act was Sir James Fitzjames
Stephen. Similarly, in the year 1973, the Code of Criminal Procedure (CrPC) of 1898 was repealed by passing a new law. These three laws
are used daily in hundreds of courts across the country. Thousands of judges and more than 150,000 lawyers (most of whom deal with
criminal cases) navigate these three laws almost daily. Every judge or lawyer knows that Section 302 of the IPC is applicable in cases of
murder. They know that a statement given to a police officer under Section 25 of the Evidence Act does not establish the offense against the
accused in the court. They also know that Sections 437, 438 and 439 of CrPC have provisions for granting anticipatory bail and bail. There
are many such provisions in these three laws, about which judges and lawyers have deep knowledge. Via Opportunity for Reform — Reforming
the laws is a good idea, but reform does not mean rearranging or reordering the existing provisions. While making changes, we should have
a comprehensive thinking about what the criminal law should be like in the present time and situation. Certainly the law must be in line with
the changed life values, ideals, conduct and aspirations. The essential elements of modern criminology, criminal jurisprudence and modern
studies related to punishment and prisons must be reflected in the new law. Rearranged Provisions — But what do we find in these three
Bills? Many scholars in the field of law have seriously examined these three bills. We find that 90-95 percent of the provisions of the Indian
Penal Code have been lifted and added to the new draft. 18 out of 26 chapters of IPC (three chapters had only one section each) have been
kept as they are in the new bill. The Standing Committee report also admits that out of 511 sections of the IPC, 24 have been deleted and 22
sections have been added in the Bill - the rest have been kept as they are, although they have been rearranged and their The orders have
been changed. Whereas these changes could have been implemented very easily by amending the IPC. The same story was repeated in the
Evidence Act and CrPC. All 170 sections of the Evidence Act have been added to the new bill. Similarly, 95 percent of CrPC is cut-paste.
Obviously, this entire exercise was a waste of labour, time and resources. Not only this, there will be many unintended consequences if the bill
is passed. It is no small problem that thousands of judges, lawyers, police officers, law students - even common citizens will have to face huge
difficulties. They will have to re-acquaint themselves with the laws. As far as the contents of the Bills are concerned, there are some good
things which the Government will tell Parliament, but I want to draw attention to those points in these Bills which raise questions. Important
among them are: Regressive provisions: The death penalty has been retained despite universal demand for its abolition. In the last six years,
the apex court has awarded death sentence in only seven cases. Keeping any person in life imprisonment without bail in the name of giving
him a chance to reform is a much harsher punishment. Adultery, which is considered a matter between husband and wife, has again been
criminalized. Based on this, the aggrieved spouse can sue for divorce. The government has no right to interfere in their lives. What is worse
is that Section 497 of the IPC, which was struck down by the apex court, has been brought back keeping it gender neutral. The power of the
executive to commute or commute sentences of death or life imprisonment without assigning any reason is a violation of Article 14 of the
Constitution. Solitary confinement is a cruel and unusual form of punishment. It is unconstitutional for the legislature to prevent media
reporting of court proceedings in some cases. Cases related to terrorism are thoroughly handled under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention)
Act. There is no need to bring them under the new penal code. Apart from this, it is also not right to abolish the post of Assistant Sessions
Judge, because, it will increase the burden on the Sessions Judge. In this system, the first appeal will be in the High Court, which will also
increase the burden on the High Courts. Handcuffing should only be permitted if the person being detained is violent or is likely to escape.
The Magistrate before whom the detained person is brought for remand must be satisfied as to the necessity and legality of the arrest of the
person. Section 187(2) of the new Criminal Code creates a misconception among police officers and judges that an arrested person should be
sent to police or judicial custody , I recall Justice Kushna Iyer's warning that magistrates ignore the third option of 'no custody required'.
Section 254 allows the investigating officer to give testimony through audio-visual means, a clear violation of the principle of fair proceedings
in an open public court. The new bill fails to make it clear that 'bail is the rule, while imprisonment is the exception.' As a result, Section 482
is regressive. The government's intention was to bring about some historical changes in the manner of Macaulay and James Stephen, but by
mostly copying, cutting and pasting existing laws, the said changes have become mere tributes to two colonial figures.

Hindi in management institutes: Now Indian
languages are being made the medium of
higher education, it will start from 1IM Indore.

On November 26, 1949, when the Constituent Assembly approved the Constitution, one of the two regrets that Dr. Rajendra Prasad
expressed while addressing the Constituent Assembly for the last time as the President of the Constituent Assembly was that despite wanting
to, he could not use Hindi. Could not make a constitution. About two and a half decades ago, when computers were expanding in India and
after that when technology made it possible to work in Indian languages on computers, it was meaningless to think that someday computers
would be able to dominate Indian languages too. But now this has also become a reality. Just as technology has made Indian languages not
only convenient for computers, in the same way Indian languages are now being made the medium of higher education. It is noteworthy that
Indian Institute of Management, Indore has decided that a ten-day special training program will be organized in January next year, in
which experts from various fields will train the people attending the workshop in Hindi. IIM, Indore has already announced to start
management studies in Hindi medium.

Till now, the perception about famous management institutes like IIMs has been that they can be reached through English medium.
But if there is a change taking place at the level of thinking regarding Indian languages and Hindi, then it should be welcomed. On November
26, 1949, when the Constituent Assembly approved the Constitution, one of the two regrets that Dr. Rajendra Prasad expressed while
addressing the Constituent Assembly for the last time as the President of the Constituent Assembly was that despite wanting to, he could not
use Hindi. Could not make a constitution. It would be ironic that the expansion of English education in India began rapidly in 1860 and
continued to grow thereafter.
Despite this, there was emphasis on Indian language and Hindi in the independence movement led by Congress. Yet English became acceptable
so rapidly that in less than a hundred years it became so important that it was considered essential for higher professional life and education
in the country.
The result was that the British flourished much more in independent India than in slave India. It is true that the perception regarding Hindi
and Indian languages has changed during the rule of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. But it is equally bitter truth that English still dominates
in bureaucracy and policy making. We should not forget that every language has its own culture and the historical facts associated with that
language have a greater impact on the thinking of the people who depend on it. The mindset of ruler and superiority complex which came
along with English still dominates the thinking of a large section of Indian bureaucracy educated through English medium. Therefore, the
changes that should be visible at the ground level are not visible. In such an environment, even thinking about making Indian languages the
medium of instruction in technical and higher education is an act of courage. However, managers are much more conscious of Indian
language speakers than bureaucrats.
They know that the huge middle class of the country does its daily work in its own languages. Therefore, to make their products accessible
to them, management professionals have used Indian languages as a medium. Due to this, the country's huge middle class has become a big
market for products from all over the world. Even though the management studies its profession through English medium, it has to translate
its expertise into ground reality through the employees or field workers whose primary language is Indian languages. Management sources
have been falling victim to linguistic difficulties while reaching out to the workers. The professionals who will be prepared after studying
management in Indian languages, their expression will be at the level of a worker, only then they will be able to give better results. This will
also start refuting the notion that management skills can be learned through Indian languages also. Call it a coincidence or something else
that medical studies in Hindi medium started from the land of Madhya Pradesh, now management studies related to leadership development
are also going to start from the land of Madhya Pradesh.
One thing is certain from this that the hesitation that is permanently established in our psyche regarding Indian languages will be removed.
