The way Chhattisgarh and Madhya Pradesh

were shocked by the announcement of Chief

Ministers, there was even greater surprise

about the face of the Chief Minister of

Rajasthan. Choosing the Chief Minister is

not an internal matter of BJP-Sangh Parivar.

The Chief Minister is the architect and 'first

man' of an entire state. The problems and

sufferings of those poor, deprived, empty-

handed communities cannot be addressed by

merely making caste faces Chief Minister,

Deputy Chief Minister or Speaker. It is Prime

Minister Modi, not the BJP-Sangh

leadership, who has chosen these chief

ministerial faces. He also wants to implement

'Antyodaya' in politics, hence lesser known

MLAs sitting in the back row were chosen

as Chief Ministers.

For the post of Chief Minister,

administrative experience, collective appeal

and strategic intelligence to decide policies

and programs are also very essential. We are

not questioning the talent of the new Chief

Ministers of BJP. The question is on

democratic politics. In Congress, there is

'Gandhi family' in the name of high

command and in BJP, the leadership is only

Prime Minister Modi or to some extent Amit

Shah.

In fact, democracy and politics are being

redefined in BJP. Democracy requires that

the elected MLAs should elect their leader,

i.e. the Chief Minister, after mutual

consultation. Disputes may also arise

between them. There may be a need for

voting, but such situations are a form of

democracy. If a leader sitting at the top tells

the name of his choice to the supervisor and

on the basis of that, stalwarts like Shivraj

Singh Chouhan, Vasundhara Raje, Dr.

Raman Singh and powerful political thinkers

are pushed to the margins, declaring them

completely 'useless', So it will be called

politics of 'dislike' of the top leader. The

leaders who have been made completely

irrelevant in BJP had also established the

party with decades of hard work and with

the help of their support base. Had taught

him to reach power, why should he be

'retired' altogether? Those leaders held

positions in the party or became Chief

Ministers when Narendra Modi was not the

Prime Minister of the country. He used to be

the Organization General Secretary in BJP.

These rejected leaders have also contributed

to their development. Such politics also has

its own dangers, risks and challenges. This

statement of Shivraj seems like his inner cry

that he would rather die than ask for

anything for himself. This is the ultimate

mental state. Of course, all the elections were

fought in the face of Prime Minister Modi,

but regional satraps will also have some

contribution.
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Neighboring tourist destinations compete to woo

Indian tourists; How do we attract foreign tourists?
With long waiting periods for EU and US visas, South-East Asian countries are making fresh efforts to attract Indian tourists to earn foreign

exchange. The rapidly increasing inclination of Indians towards foreign travel is a big loss for domestic tourism and also a drain on foreign

exchange reserves. Even now, India accounts for less than two percent of the total foreign tourists in the world. At present, there is a

competition between the tourist-oriented countries of the world and the neighboring tourist destinations of India to woo Indian tourists.

While on one hand the steps of foreign tourists are moving towards India at a slow pace, on the other hand Indian tourists are moving

forward by leaps and bounds for tourism abroad. Recently, on December 4, the government told the Lok Sabha that last year the number

of foreign tourists visiting India was 85.9 lakh, while about two crore Indian tourists visited outside the country. According to the report-

2023 of Bernstein, the world's leading agency related to foreign tourism, in 2019, Indians had spent about 38 billion dollars in foreign trips

and India was ranked 10th in the world in terms of foreign tourism, whereas in this case the year 2027 By then we will be at fifth position in

the world. In fact, the main reasons seen for increasing tourism abroad by Indians at present include the rapidly increasing purchasing

power of the middle class and the increasing desire among Indians to travel abroad. Recently, Sri Lanka, Thailand and Malaysia have taken

the initiative of visa free entry to attract tourists rapidly in order to increase their tourism industry and foreign exchange earnings. At the

same time, Australia and Russia have also simplified the visa related processes and started e-Visa to attract more and more tourists. It is

noteworthy that due to the long waiting period for EU and US visas, South-East Asian countries are making fresh efforts to attract Indian

tourists to earn foreign exchange. The rapidly increasing inclination of Indians towards foreign travel is a big loss for domestic tourism and

also a drain on foreign exchange reserves. Even now, India accounts for less than two percent of the total foreign tourists in the world. Most

of the foreign tourists in the world mainly go to France, Spain, America, China and Italy. There are many such attractive tourist centers in

India, which can give it a place among the major tourist destinations in view of the number of foreign tourists. There is no dearth of

UNESCO heritage sites in the country. India's culture, music, handicrafts, food and natural beauty have always attracted foreign tourists.

There is no doubt that in the last decade, the country's extensive tourism infrastructure and other tourism facilities have been shaped in line

with new global tourism thinking to improve the experience of foreign tourists. The tourism budget has been continuously increased. Rs

2,400 crore has been allocated for tourism in the Union Budget for the current financial year 2023-24. This amount is 18.24 percent more

than last year. The special thing is that during the presidency of G-20 this year, the foreign guests who came to India to participate in more

than 80 different meetings of the working group of G-20 were given a tour of the tourist places of the country and global promotion of India's

unmatched tourist centers. The government has taken full advantage of the unprecedented opportunity for proliferation. Along with all this,

due to strong government and increasing economic and political prestige across the world, new possibilities are visible for the footfall of

foreign tourists in India. To make India's tourism sector more vibrant, we will have to move forward with such a strategy so that while

Indian tourists going abroad experience domestic tourism as more profitable and accessible, the steps of foreign tourists also start moving

towards India faster. For this, the central government, states and local bodies will have to work together in a coordinated manner for

tourism development. Let us hope that the visa policy will be liberalized in the country too to attract foreign tourists and a solid administrative

structure will be created to issue a large number of visas in a short period. Only then will the country be able to achieve the target of earning

56 billion dollars of foreign exchange from foreign tourists by 2030 and becoming a trillion dollar tourism economy by 2047.

Politics of new faces: BJP follows the same

path Indira Gandhi chose four decades ago
History bears witness to the fact that this was an expression of Indira Gandhi's authoritarian ways, but what message has the central

leadership of the BJP given to the workers within the party and the general public by taking this step? Before answering this question, I

remember another incident. I remembered a cartoon by famous cartoonist RK Laxman published in The Times of India in 1982 on the

appointment of Chief Ministers and Deputy Chief Ministers in Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Chhattisgarh by the BJP. In it, the then

Prime Minister Indira Gandhi was passing by many politicians wearing traditional political attire with an umbrella in her hand. The

headline of the newspaper lying on the ground clarifies the scene, which reads, 'Search for Andhra CM continues.' In the cartoon, Indira

Gandhi is shown pointing her finger at one of the leaders and saying, 'Okay, you...there...you are the CM.' What is your name? This cartoon

was made when Indira Gandhi launched a search campaign for the Chief Minister in Andhra Pradesh. In fact, at that time Rajiv Gandhi

had publicly insulted the then Chief Minister T Anjaiah because he had welcomed the Congress leader in an extraordinary manner at

Begumpet Airport in Hyderabad. Rajiv Gandhi was so angry with him that he returned to Delhi and got Anjaiya dismissed from his mother.

That incident not only led to the Congress beginning appointing lesser-known Chief Ministers, but also led to the Telugu Self-Respect

Movement, in which NT Rama Rao emerged as a leader and eventually resigned from the Telugu Desam Party to become Chief Minister in

1983. Formed. BJP, known for taking quick decisions, took a lot of time to announce the Chief Ministers of the three states. When finally the

names of the Chief Ministers and their two Deputy Chief Ministers were revealed, there were very few people who had ever heard the

names of Mohan Yadav, Bhajan Lal Sharma or Vishnu Dev Sai. After seeing this news on television, their names were searched extensively

on Google. Apart from these, the same happened with the names of Rajendra Shukla, Jagdish Devda, Diya Kumari, Prem Chand Bairwa,

Vijay Sharma and Arun Sao, who are all unsung leaders of these three states. Surprisingly, the BJP has also followed the same path that

Indira Gandhi had chosen four decades ago. History bears witness to the fact that this was an expression of Indira Gandhi's authoritarian

ways, but what message has the central leadership of the BJP given to the workers within the party and the general public by taking this

step? Before answering this question, I remember another incident. Actually, the matter is of 2014, when BJP had declared Narendra Modi

as its candidate for the post of Prime Minister for the Lok Sabha elections, whose biography written by me was quite popular at that time.

Then many journalists also contacted me for interviews etc. One of these journalists, based on a conversation with me, published my

comment along with Narendra Modi's photo and my name on the cover of his magazine, that 'Modi never forgets or forgives.' I would not

be the only one to say such thing about Narendra Modi and there would be other such leaders in the world and India too, about whom this

thing can be said. But today when the innings of Shivraj Singh Chouhan and Vasundhara Raje is over, I am remembering this quality of the

Prime Minister. At one level, these decisions appear completely personal. This could also be Modi's retaliation for Chouhan and Raje's

decision to challenge Modi in the BJP's list of prime ministerial candidates in 2011–12 and early 2013. At that time the RSS was also in a state

of confusion, because personal issues of many top leaders were coming to the fore with Modi. Ultimately Modi became the Prime Minister

and Chauhan and Raje remained the Chief Ministers of their states till 2018. Chauhan was brought back as Chief Minister in March 2020.

At the same time, when conditions were being created to topple Gehlot's government in Rajasthan, Vasundhara was far away. However,

personal differences alone cannot be considered the reason for sidelining the two leaders who were at the top of BJP in Madhya Pradesh

and Rajasthan for almost two decades. Similarly, the decision not to nominate Raman Singh as the Chief Minister of Chhattisgarh once

again was not taken because he was the chosen one of the previous generation of BJP leadership. It is noteworthy that the decision not to

declare the name of the chief ministerial candidate in any of these states was taken when there were reports of difficulties for the BJP in

Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh and equal competition in Rajasthan. This was actually a risk which Modi took. In this situation, Modi-

Shah saw an opportunity to take forward the leadership of the new generation in the three states. Despite getting a huge mandate in all three

states, the BJP leadership did not change its decision, even when many newly elected MLAs were in support of Chauhan and Raje. It is very

clear that in all three states there has been a mandate to support Modi's leadership. It is also noteworthy that the leaders who have been

selected for the posts of Chief Minister or Deputy Chief Minister do not have much influence among the general public or even within the

party. Obviously they will be grateful to Modi and Shah. But the reason behind his selection is not just his loyalty. Leaders like those chosen

in Indira Gandhi's cartoon are there in every political party. They were selected based on the caste combination of North India.This has

been done in a planned manner keeping the people in mind and the effort seems to be to please all the caste groups including upper castes,

OBCs, Dalits and tribals and the classes within them. BJP has majority in all three states. Obviously, control over the government and the

party will rest with the central leadership. This will make it convenient for Modi-Shah to closely manage the campaign during the Lok

Sabha elections. On the contrary, Congress made no effort to replace the old generation and bring forward new faces who could enthusiastically

jump into the electoral battle. While Modi and Shah, through their political astuteness, also demonstrated their resolve to bring about

change for their benefit by giving opportunity to new leadership to emerge. Despite getting a huge mandate in all three states, the BJP

leadership did not change its decision, even when many newly elected MLAs were in support of Chauhan and Raje. It is very clear that in

all three states there has been a mandate to support Modi's leadership. It is also noteworthy that the leaders who have been selected for the

posts of Chief Minister or Deputy Chief Minister do not have much influence among the general public or even within the party. Obviously

they will be grateful to Modi and Shah.
