When will Jadrangal
complex be built?

‘Anger also needs the applause of some
appreciative people, only sold out people can
walk in the crowd.” Now the country has to
be run by building a house for anger and
that is why politics likes anger. The same
anger reached Dharamshala in Himachal in
support of BJP's vocal style, then the
discussion reached the justice of Kangra. The
surprising thing is that whether the
pendulum of power swings towards
Congress or supports BJP, the perspective
of the debate towards Kangra always hinges
on the sympathy of the opposition. This time,
the Congress cabinet is weak for the BJP in
the battlefield of Kangra because even after
a year, only two leaders got a place in the
government. The argument stands strongly
in favor of BJP because this figure stood far
ahead of it in the Jairam government. Itis a
matter of fact that in the race of two plus
two, the ministers of Kangra had to leave
their posts and on the basis of seniority,
Kishan Kapoor had to go to Delhi, Vipin
Singh Parmar to the Assembly Speaker and
Ramesh Dhawala to the Planning Board.
However, BJP is again agreeing with the
sentiments of Kangra and is proving that this
political platform is losing in the innings of]
Sukhu government. The biggest issue has
been identified regarding the construction of]
Jadrangal campus of the Central University.
Why did the Jadrangal complex, which was
cleared after overcoming all the hurdles,
political explanations, forest clearances and
an endless series of geological measurements,
get stuck in the measurement of Congress?
The Aakrosh Rally not only asked directly,
it also asked for the calculation as to when
the work on the Jadrangal campus of the
Central University will start and the
expenditure of Rs 250 crore allocated for its
construction. BJP's Kishan Kapoor and
Shanta Kumar have already filed allegations
of regional discrimination against the Sukhu
government regarding the construction of
the central university. Expressing surprise,
BJP is asking that when all the permissions
have been received, the government is
making excuses for not paying the amount
of Rs 30 crore to the Forest Department. The
intellectual class is very angry over the delay
in the construction of Dharamshala complex
and has announced a big movement. In such
a situation, during the winter session of the
Assembly, the Central University will also
participate with many issues for the
opposition. Before the last winter session,
BJP had told that this time it will support
Kangra in the role of opposition.

This is the Kurukshetra of state politics
which always comes to the Tapovan
Assembly complex and reveals its address.
The presence of Assembly in Tapovan is the
Mecca of the political soil of this Kangra,
otherwise power always finds its peak in
Shimla. Virbhadra Singh had realized that
the boats of power would pass only through
the waters of Beas and this time again this
strength was being tested.

He wants to make Kangra the
tourism capital of Himachal, hence, under
the biggest project of the century, he wants
to expand Gaggal Airport as per
international standards. It is true that
Kangra's team is changing in its political

No matter who is in power, the people
of Kangra always play a major role in the
formation of the government. This time, even
though two ministers have come from
Kangra, which gives a total of ten MLAs,
the lag among the leaders continues. The
fault lies less with the Shimla government
and more with the leaders of Kangra.

Judiciary: Burden that is not decreasing, immediate
reforms necessary to avoid negative impact

According to central government data, more than five crore cases are pending in various courts across the country. More than 85 percent of
these cases are pending in the district and subordinate courts. The increasing cases have a negative impact on the availability of justice to the
common people. Immediate improvement is necessary in this. Although justice is an essential quality of all democratic systems, but in India
its importance is much more than values like equality and freedom. This is because the Constitution of India has created a balance between
democratic values and socialist principles. In this regard, it would be better to say that in India, distributive justice has been made the most
important tool to protect the rights of the individual. Distribution of resources as per need is the constitutional goal of India. The mention of
justice in the Preamble of the Constitution proves that there is no justification for political justice (protection of rights) without providing
socio-economic justice. Now the question is what should be the intention of justice? In this regard, it would be appropriate to say that though
justice should always be fair, but if it is delayed, it will become meaningless at the ground level. A major and very important reason for delay
in justice is the increasing burden of pending cases in the courts. According to central government data, as of last July, more than five crore
cases were pending in various courts across the country. More than 85 percent of these cases were pending in district and subordinate
courts. According to the Union Minister for Law and Justice (Independent Charge), as of July 14, 60.62 lakh cases were pending in high
courts and 4.41 crore cases were pending in subordinate courts. According to data obtained from the Integrated Case Management System,
as of July 1, 69,766 cases were pending in the Supreme Court. However, recently the Chief Justice of India, citing the responsibility of the
Supreme Court towards disposal of cases, has said that last year the Supreme Court of the country disposed of about 50 thousand cases and
approximately the same number of cases were registered. That means there was no increase in the number of cases pending in the Supreme
Court last year. The Chief Justice has also said that more than one constitutional bench was created in the Supreme Court at a time, so that
the large number of pending constitutional cases could be disposed of. In 1979 itself, the Supreme Court had recognized the right to speedy
trial in the case of Hussain Ara Khatoon vs. State of Bihar and included it in the right to life in Article 21 of the Constitution. The Court had
said that speedy trial is the basic element of the criminal justice system and there is no doubt that delay in trial in itself amounts to denial of
Jjustice to a person. For the first time in the world, it was mentioned in Section 40 of Magna Carta in 1215 that 'We will not deny or delay
anyone's right to justice.' Since Magna Carta is the first global charter of human rights, delay in access to justice also violates human rights.
Similarly, the Sixth Amendment of the US Constitution, 1791 also mentions speedy trial. It states that in all criminal cases the right of the
accused to a speedy trial by an impartial jury of the State and the District shall be protected. Overall, it is fair to say that speedy justice or
trial is directly related to democratic values and dignity of human rights. Now if we look at the number of judges, the Union Law and Justice
Minister has informed that the sanctioned number of judges has been increased to reduce the number of pending cases and speed up the
hearing. In the last nine years, 56 judges were appointed to the Supreme Court. Similarly, 919 new judges were appointed in the High
Courts and 653 additional judges were made permanent. The sanctioned strength of judges in high courts was 909 in 2014, which has now
been increased to 1,114. On the other hand, the sanctioned strength of judges in district and subordinate courts was 19,518 in 2014, which
has now been increased to 25,246. As far as judge-population ratio is concerned, India has 21 judges per million population. The Law
Commission of India has recommended that this ratio should be 50 judges per million population. Due to low ratio, the workload on judges
naturally increases, which not only affects judicial efficiency but also hampers the right to speedy trial. Increasing the number of judges by
the government will definitely increase judicial efficiency and will also help in speedy availability of justice. It is noteworthy that in most of
the cases the government is the plaintiff, the biggest reason for which is the work culture in the government sector not being efficient and the
grievance redressal mechanism in the ministries and departments not being strong. This has a negative impact on the availability of justice
to the common people. Immediate improvement is necessary in this. From the point of view of speedy hearing of cases, two steps taken by the
government are highly commendable. First, the establishment of fast track courts, and second, the allocation of Rs 7,000 crore in the current
financial year for the third phase of e-courts. It is noteworthy that there are 758 fast track courts functioning across the country, which
includes 411 such courts for disposal of cases under the POCSO Act. Similarly, e-court Under the project, efforts are being made to increase
the availability of justice at the grassroots level. It is noteworthy that the requirements of new laws have increased in the new changing
environment. Under these circumstances, a large number of new disputed cases have come up under new or amended laws, due to which the
problem of increase in the number of pending cases has become more serious. Another important point is that on many occasions procedural
laws also create scope for delay in disposal of cases. Sometimes the judiciary takes time to interpret the actual meaning of a word used in law.
Therefore there is a need to simplify the procedural laws. It is necessary to pay attention to all the issues holistically, only then injustice can
be removed and meaningful justice can be given.

Environment: Responsibility of developed countries, will
have to contribute to achieve the target of fossil fuels

Developed countries will have to contribute generously to the Climate Fund to meet the fossil fuel target, otherwise it will remain a mirage.
The recently concluded United Nations Climate Change Conference (COP 28) in Dubai called for an equitable and systematic transition
from fossil fuels to the world's energy systems, which is being described as a victory for India compared to earlier conferences. . COP 28
provided a level playing field for India and other developing countries, while the COP 26 declaration held in Glasgow called for a 'phased-
out continued coal power', which is critical to our energy needs. COP 26 did not mention fossil fuels like oil and gas, which are used by
developed countries including the US. The 'Dubai Consensus' is being termed as a historic event, which has been signed by 200 countries.
Critics, however, say this success may be short-lived, as coal, oil and gas production continues to grow and fossil fuel companies have been
‘working on plans to increase production for decades. According to the data, many countries are still completely dependent on fossil fuels for
revenue and economic growth, making the path forward difficult, but it is a good start to tackle the climate crisis. Environmental experts say
India's strategy and policy is in line with the Dubai Declaration, which provides credibility and foresight to limits on allowing new and
continued coal production in many countries. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has demonstrated his resolve to make climate action a
collaborative process that leaves no one behind and takes all countries together to achieve the ultimate goal. India called upon every country
to adopt the Dubai Consensus. Experts say India demonstrated through its presidency of the G-20 for climate action that its resolve is based
on the principle of collective action, which ensures participation of every country. Cop 28 reflects India's philosophy of 'Vasudhaiva
Kutumbakam'.

Kewra Water - 2 spoons Qil - 2 spoons Method - To make Veg Biryani, first soak the Basmati
rice for 20-30 minutes. After this, heat oil in a pan, then add onion and green chillies and fry
it till it turns golden. After this, add ginger-garlic paste in the same pan and mix it well. Now
add tomato in the pan and cook it until it becomes soft. When tomatoes are cooked, add all
the spices like coriander powder, cumin powder, turmeric powder, garam masala, salt in the
pan. Now add carrots, cauliflower, potatoes, peas, capsicum in the pan and cook for 5-7
minutes. When the vegetables start cooking, add curd to it and mix well. Now put the soaked
rice in another pan and cook. When the rice is cooked, it is time to prepare the biryani. For
this, first of all take Kewra in a big pan and add light oil in it. After adding oil, place a layer
of cooked rice in it, then vegetable mixture, then rice and then rest of the vegetables. When
all the layers are ready, place a lid on the pan and pack it with the help of flour. Let this
biryani simmer for 15-20 minutes and then your veg dum biryani is ready.
