How justified is

the suspension of

MPs?
New Parliament House and new,

unprecedented order…In a single day,

simultaneously, 78 MPs from Lok Sabha

and Rajya Sabha were suspended. The

Speaker and Chairman have given this

punishment to 33 opposition MPs of Lok

Sabha and 45 of Rajya Sabha. Earlier 14

opposition MPs were suspended. On

Tuesday, 49 more opposition MPs of the Lok

Sabha were suspended. These include

Himachal's Mandi MP Pratibha Singh. In

this way, a total of 141 opposition MPs were

shown the door in the winter session itself.

These are extremely cruel and totalitarian

decisions. The Speaker and the Chairman

have their own privileges. We have been a

constant witness to parliamentary

proceedings. When were there no ruckus in

the House, sloganeering, poster making and

protests reaching the Speaker's seat? To us,

these seem to be parts of parliamentary

democracy. When BJP was in opposition,

Parliament proceedings were not allowed to

proceed for several days on various alleged

scams. The uproar was so fierce and loud

that we had to write – Do not make

Parliament an arena. Is this Parliament or a

market…! What is the point of Parliament?

But still such orders were never given that

the MPs were suspended for the entire

session! In the year 1989, there was Rajiv

Gandhi's government. Then, when the

opposition created an uproar over the

Thakkar Commission report related to the

assassination of former Prime Minister Indira

Gandhi, 63 MPs were suspended. That was

the pinnacle. After that, in the 10 years of

the Congress led UPA government between

2004-May, 2014, 50 opposition MPs were

suspended, but during the period 2014-23,

during the Modi government, 201 opposition

MPs have been suspended so far. The case

of 3 MPs of Lok Sabha and 11 MPs of Rajya

Sabha has been handed over to the Privileges

Committee.

Its report may come in three months, so the

opposition MPs will remain suspended till

then. The winter session is the last session of

the current Lok Sabha. After that, Vote on

Account will be presented in February and

the full budget can be presented in July. Of

course the opposition has behaved

indecently. Not only the ruckus, they even

tore the rule book in anger and rage. Even

actions like uprooting the microphone from

the seat have been taken. Waving placards

in the House is a common thing. MPs have

even danced by climbing on the tables. Even

Leader of Opposition in Rajya Sabha

Mallikarjun Kharge refused to follow the

instructions of Chairman Jagdeep

Dhankhar. Even the leader of the Congress

Parliamentary Party in the Lok Sabha, a

kind of leader of the opposition, Adhir

Ranjan Chaudhary has been suspended.

Actually, we are not judges, but we are

definitely vigilant sentinels of Parliament and

democracy. Without the effective presence

of the opposition, Parliament appears

‘handicapped’. Mandates were achieved by

all the elected MPs. Suspensions can also be

symbolic. The unruly MPs could have been

thrown out of the House for some time. When

the session itself is nearing its end, what will

the ruling party alone do? Will he continue

to get the bill passed by voice vote? Then

what is the need for an opposition-free

Parliament? We also believe that Prime

Minister Modi or Home Minister Amit Shah

should not give any statement in the House

on the Parliament infiltration issue until they

receive concrete findings and information

from the investigation. Still the opposition

could be persuaded. The action of suspension

is not appropriate.
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Environment: Responsibility of developed countries, will

have to contribute to achieve the target of fossil fuels
Developed countries will have to contribute generously to the Climate Fund to meet the fossil fuel target, otherwise it will remain a mirage.

The recently concluded United Nations Climate Change Conference (COP 28) in Dubai called for an equitable and systematic transition

from fossil fuels to the world's energy systems, which is being described as a victory for India compared to earlier conferences. . COP 28

provided a level playing field for India and other developing countries, while the COP 26 declaration held in Glasgow called for a 'phased-

out continued coal power', which is critical to our energy needs. COP 26 did not mention fossil fuels like oil and gas, which are used by

developed countries including the US. The 'Dubai Consensus' is being termed as a historic event, which has been signed by 200 countries.

Critics, however, say this success may be short-lived, as coal, oil and gas production continues to grow and fossil fuel companies have been

working on plans to increase production for decades. According to the data, many countries are still completely dependent on fossil fuels for

revenue and economic growth, making the path forward difficult, but it is a good start to tackle the climate crisis. Environmental experts say

India's strategy and policy is in line with the Dubai Declaration, which provides credibility and foresight to limits on allowing new and

continued coal production in many countries. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has demonstrated his resolve to make climate action a

collaborative process that leaves no one behind and takes all countries together to achieve the ultimate goal. India called upon every country

to adopt the Dubai Consensus. Experts say India demonstrated through its presidency of the G-20 for climate action that its resolve is based

on the principle of collective action, which ensures participation of every country. Cop 28 reflects India's philosophy of 'Vasudhaiva

Kutumbakam'. India has already demonstrated its resolve to become carbon-neutral by 2070, so it has no plans to re-adopt coal-fired power

stations before 2030. Due to the importance and pressure of India and China, the reference to 'limiting permission for new and uninterrupted

coal based power generation' was removed from the Dubai Consensus document, which is in the interest of both the countries and beneficial

in the long term. Experts suggest that developed countries will have to contribute generously to the fund aimed at achieving the fossil fuel

target, otherwise it will remain a mirage. Critics have objected to the COP 28 agreement, which does not comprehensively detail all the

factors required to meet future carbon emissions targets. Many scientists have raised concerns over carbon capture, which is still unproven.

Analysts believe that the biggest shortcoming of COP 28 is the lack of commitment and resolve of developed countries towards providing

adequate funds to climate-affected countries so that they can strengthen their economies besides moving towards renewable energy and

addressing the climate crisis. Be able to adapt to increasing impacts and achieve net zero targets by 2050. The final draft of the agreement

does not mention the earlier commitment by developed countries to provide $100 billion per year, which has not yet been fulfilled. Only $470

million has been committed, which needs to be increased. In this background, climate experts and scientists believe that developing countries

have no other option but to move towards new goals. These countries are driven by their energy needs and weak economic conditions, so oil,

gas and coal will continue to be used, although COP 28 may offer a way to understand the serious consequences of future climate disasters.

Control: Strict action needed to stop arbitrariness

of pharmaceutical companies, playing with health
Pharmaceutical companies are playing with public health for their own benefit, on which standard controlling organizations should take

strict action. In a research paper published in 'Journal of Pharmaceutical Policy and Practice', 'fixed dose combination' of antibiotics

Concern has been expressed over arbitrary trading and its adverse effects. In this research paper, caution has also been given to protect the

health of the Indian people. The idea of preparing a compound medicine by mixing several medicines to be given to a patient was accepted

so that it would make it convenient for the patient to take the dose, but due to the arbitrariness of the pharmaceutical companies, such

combinations were increased arbitrarily, while the controlling institutions Taking advantage of the weakness of the WHO, the formulations

were launched in the market without approval. This research paper was co-authored by world renowned physicians, Petr Brilikova (UK),

Aashna Mehta (India), Patricia McGettigan (UK), Alison M Pollock. (UK), Peter Roderick (UK) and Habib Hassan Farooqui (Qatar). In

2008, licenses for 68 medicines for making antibiotic 'fixed dose combinations' were issued and 47 medicines were banned, but by 2020, drug

producing companies had launched 60.5 per cent of such medicines in the market of antibiotic 'fixed dose combinations', which were

Approval was not taken. Not only this, 9.9 percent of such antibiotics started being sold in 'fixed dose combinations', which were banned.

Thus, 15.9 percent of antibiotic fixed dose combinations launched in the market in 2020 were unapproved. Research has expressed concern

that the use of the wrong antibiotic or its combination with other medicines affects the immunity of the human body and then other

medicines also do not work. One-third of antibiotic fixed dose combinations approved in India are not approved by the World Health

Organization. The arbitrariness of the pharmaceutical companies has been such that the 39 formulations which were banned in 2018 and

2019 also remained in the market in 2020. Even the combinations that were sold the most in 2019 were not given permission to be sold by

WHO. Similarly, out of the 20 best-selling formulations in 2020, 13 were also not approved by the World Health Organization. This is the

reason why the sales of antibiotic combinations increased in 2020 compared to 2008. In recent years, Indian pharmaceutical companies have

damaged the country's image in the world market. In 2018, the substandard medicines produced by the pharmaceutical companies of

Himachal were investigated and after 13 companies were found to be substandard in gastric, hypertension, pain reliever, diabetes, iron,

kidney transplant, multi vitamin and cholesterol reducing medicines, the Central Drug Standard Control The organization took action.

Even in the year 2020, during the investigation by this organization, 46 types of medicines manufactured in different states of the country

were found not to meet the standards. 13 types of medicines manufactured by eight drug manufacturers of Himachal did not meet the

standards. Apart from these, 41 medicines manufactured in pharmaceutical industries of Uttarakhand, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Bihar,

Sikkim, Maharashtra, Haryana, West Bengal, Delhi, Kolkata, Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan were also found to be substandard

in the test. In October 2022, the cause of death of 66 children in the West African country Gambia was an Indian cough syrup, which was

manufactured by a company based in Sonipat, Haryana. Due to this the image of the country was tarnished. In January this year, 20

children in Uzbekistan died after drinking substandard cough syrups called Ambronol and Dok-1 Max. Even then questions were raised

about the poor quality cough syrup made in India. It is a matter of concern that pharmaceutical companies are arbitrarily playing with

public health for their own profit. The drug controlling organization 'Central Drugs Standard Control Organization' should take strict

action in this direction and make the quality of drug production reliable.

Politics: Handing over the command of BSP to nephew, an attempt to give a young face,

with an eye on strengthening the basic Dalit base.
Handing over the command of BSP to the nephew is undoubtedly an attempt by the party which is losing its base in the changing politics to
save its existence, but the party no longer shows that ideological courage and organizational dynamism on the basis of which it created an

earthquake a decade and a half ago, especially in the politics of Uttar Pradesh. Had brought. Lok Sabha elections are now a few months

away. But just before that, BSP supremo Mayawati's decision to appoint her 28-year-old nephew Akash Anand as her political successor

appears to be a desperate attempt to rejuvenate her tired and rapidly disappearing party from the political scene. The main objective of his

move is to stop the exodus of young Dalit supporters from the party, including those from his own Jatav sub-caste, who till recently had

remained loyal to the party despite its unfortunate performance in the elections. By appointing a London-educated and MBA degree holder

as her successor, Mayawati is hoping to give a modern face to a political party which is rapidly lagging behind with time. However, this does

not at all mean that sister has any intention of retiring from active politics. He has made it very clear that the country's most populous state

Uttar Pradesh and the neighboring state Uttarakhand will remain his territories, while his nephew will look after the interests of the party

in other places of the country. However, there is no doubt that Mayawati will remain as powerful within the party as before and the young

BSP leaders will follow her lead. Like her mentor Kanshi Ram, the sister, who had stayed away from dynastic politics for most of her

tumultuous political career, Ji first showed signs of moving away from his old thinking about five years ago after the 2019 Lok Sabha

elections, when he made his younger brother Anand Kumar the vice-president of BSP and his son Akash as the national coordinator.

Although Anand was considered her favorite in the entire family, even when she was in power, she discouraged Anand from taking up any

position within the party or the government. Now, if Mayawati is seeing her nephew Akash as the future of BSP, then it should not be

surprising, because for many years, there has been no glimpse of the socio-political movement started by Kanshi Ram in BSP and now that

too. Like other political parties, it has become a leader-centric party. In her heyday, when Behenji's personal ambitions were at their

greatest, she tried to strike a balance between grassroots party coordinators and key bureaucrats and political advisors. But today when she

is facing a sharp and irreversible decline on the political front, this model is proving to be of no use to her and she may have to turn to her

family for survival in the changing environment of Indian politics. They have no other option left. Unfortunately, this is not an easy time for

the BSP supremo and her young political successor to take over the party which had promised to usher in a new era in Indian politics.

Repeated electoral defeats across the country have become a normal thing for BSP. Last year, the party suffered a setback in its bastion

Uttar Pradesh, when it was reduced to just one seat in the 403-member assembly in the state assembly elections.
