Police's own court
The landmark judgment of its kind snatched

away the present day role of Himachal Police

Chief and Kangra SP from the ambit of

criminal investigation. The Honorable High

Court, while listening to the prayers of the

businessman of Palampur, has given

directions to the State Government that for

the fairness of the investigation process, the

officials of the police department should be

removed from the scene. If we understand

the reason for such strict instructions, then

it is the embarrassment of Himachal in terms

of law and order. The circumstances under

which the Palampur businessman came into

contact with the police have disrupted the

entire law and order situation in the bilateral

matter. Businessman Nishant may have his

own personal issues, business troubles or

legal complications and the court process and

justice system definitely play an important

role in their settlement, but here this person

is pleading about his helplessness in front of

the fear of the police system. He feels that he

is being unnecessarily threatened. He lodges

his complaint with the chiefs of Shimla and

Kangra police. It is surprising that in the

same state, the view of the law, the copy of

the FIR and the cognizance changes between

the SP of Shimla and the SP of Kangra. The

wonder is why a DGP level top brass officer

is giving missed calls fifteen times to a

businessman or why the Palampur officials

under him want to force Nishant to

communicate by putting pressure on him.

Are police courts now a change in the

direction of the state's own law and order

system? We do not say what is the matter of

Nishant and how innocent, honest or

heinous are the layers of this case, still we

cannot accept that a top officer of the police

department, by using his influence as a court,

himself becomes a court outside the court.

Why SP Madam, as Kangra Police Chief,

mortgaged the basic knowledge of the legal

process and at whose behest she

subordinated the bright side of her role,

raises doubts. Obviously, after the strict

instructions of the High Court, the

government will have to be strict. This is not

a case, but the appearance and moral

degradation of the state police machinery.

This is blindness and deafness of the state,

completely contrary to the democratic belief

of good governance. If the Sukhu

government had taken action only on the

primary complaint of the businessman, there

would have been no need for the court to

raise doubts. Here, we would like to question

the role of many other departmental officers

apart from the police department who are

forcing the system to break even. This state

is no longer innocent, but is synonymous

with such collusion where a few leaders,

officers, bureaucrats, media people,

contractors and officials of employee

organizations are changing the system as per

their selfish intentions. A strange relationship

is developing in Himachal with

administrative, political and social

corruption, which is getting personally

desired gifts on the front line of development.

To see how many officials are active in selling

lands, observe the busyness of registration

offices till late evening. Such contacts are

involved in the irregularities of investment

taking place in Himachal. The system of

transfers is also flourishing with the

participation of many offices, but no

government wants to try its system changing

skills in this. Ultimately, if the court is to

ensure good governance, it will become

increasingly difficult for every citizen to live

up to his or her integrity. A resourceful

businessman can muster enough courage to

defend his soul through the High Court,

wearing the protective shield of law, but a

common man often loses courage even to

reach the district courts. It is expected that

in the light of the clear orders of the High

Court, the Sukhu government.

Social media, which grew with the help of

technological revolution, has challenged traditional media strongholds and made journalism easily accessible. Social media emerged as a

hope for news that could not be delivered through power, corporate and other establishments. He also showed his strength. When there was

no social media, small newspapers and magazines played the role of alternative media and exposed the truths and ideas that were lost in the

blind tunnels of corporate, politics and power. But due to limited resources its reach remained very limited. But social media gave unlimited

reach and dissemination to that alternative media. This power that came through technology and data was seen as a boon. But is social

media doing impartial journalism? Recently, the way the journalists, who were once veterans of news channels, reported the assembly

elections of five states on social media platforms, the way they kept showing only a particular party winning, has raised questions on the

credibility of social media journalism. Moreover, it has also been made clear that social media is just propaganda of a particular party under

the guise of journalism and reporting. Famous Hindi storyteller Rajendra Yadav had said in one of his interviews that the literary battle is

like an air strike, through which an atmosphere is created. Yogendra Yadav, who was once an election analyst and has now become a

politician, has also been saying that through his movement he prepares a pitch for the opposition. But the opposition i.e. a particular party

is not able to take political advantage of it. The way reporting has been done on YouTube, Facebook and other social media platforms in the

last few elections seems to be an attempt to create an atmosphere. In such a situation, it is natural to raise the question whether the

democratization of news-making that was expected through social media has been achieved? Certainly the answer to this question is no. If

this had happened in an election and social media reporting had failed, it would have been considered professional deficiency. But this is

happening every time. Be it Karnataka and Himachal Assembly elections or Gujarat Assembly elections, every time if we look deeply at the

reporting of today's social media giants, we will come to know that they were preparing a pitch for a particular party. It should also be

remembered here that most of those who have created a market for their journalism on social media today were the heroes of news channels

till a few years ago. Even then his attitude was the same. However, due to the policies of their institutions, they were not able to openly

support or oppose any particular party. Social media news reporting has destroyed the 'watchman' role of traditional journalism. Traditional

journalism plays its role within the ambit of law. Whereas there is no legal binding or accountability in social media journalism. That is why

social media journalism is now being called partisanship. The question arises whether promoting any party under the guise of journalism

should be considered legitimate on a journalistic scale? The minimum guarantee of journalism is impartiality. Of course, traditional media

institutions are also not completely impartial, but they do not report unilaterally in favor of any particular party. But a similar trend was seen

in social media journalism.
