Congress has announced to take out another

yatra. Former party president Rahul Gandhi

will lead the yatra. This time the yatra will

start from Imphal, the capital of Manipur in

the North-East, on January 14 and will

conclude in Mumbai on March 20. The

journey of about 6200 kilometers will be

done by bus, although in between, padayatra

and street meetings will also be done. The

Yatra will pass through 85 districts of 14

states. The route will cover areas of 355 Lok

Sabha seats, out of which Congress could

win only 14 seats in the 2019 general

elections. From that point of view, this is only

an election campaign trip of the Congress,

but among the states that will be visited

during the trip, the Congress had 'zero' Lok

Sabha seat share in the states of Gujarat,

Rajasthan, Manipur, Nagaland. In the only

state of Assam, Congress won 3 Lok Sabha

seats. Apart from that, only one or two seats

were allotted in the states. It has been named

‘Bharat Nyaya Yatra’, which will continue

for 67 days. Earlier, ‘Bharat Jodo Yatra’

from Kanyakumari to Kashmir was of 136

days. During the current visit, the states of

West Bengal, Bihar and Jharkhand will be

covered, where the opposition coalition

'India' is in power. The opposition alliance is

a strong political force in Uttar Pradesh and

Maharashtra also. The yatra will also pass

through states like Madhya Pradesh,

Chhattisgarh and Rajasthan, where

Congress has been badly defeated by BJP

in the recent elections. There is a direct

electoral contest between BJP and Congress

in these states. However, now the question is

whether the alliance constituents were taken

into confidence before the 'Nyaya Yatra' or

not? Or through this yatra, the constituent

parties will be challenged in their own areas

of influence, so that the alliance takes shape

under the Congress umbrella? The question

is also that how will socio-economic justice

be provided to the people who will come in

contact with Congress leader Rahul Gandhi

during the yatra? What will be the policies

of Congress especially for women, youth and

deprived sections?

What talks have to take place now? Pakistan's condition is that there will be no talk till the restoration of Article 370. If this is not to be

restored, then it is clear that talks are not to take place. Be it Mehbooba Mufti or Farooq Abdullah, all of them are big advocates of talks with

Pakistan. Let us assume that even if talks take place, Pakistan will definitely want the area of Kashmir Valley after the restoration of Article

370. But now Kashmir Valley is not on the negotiating table. Our only issue there is PoK. Therefore now there is no common ground left for

talks in terms of old issues. In fact, the situation of dispute between India and Pakistan has till now been maintaining the power prospects of

Sheikh Abdullah family.

Therefore he stood with the non-

violent secular India of Nehru-Gandhi. The advantage they got when the Indian Army pursuing the Pakistani tribals was suddenly stopped

at Uri was that Shaikh's political opponent, the Punjabi Dogri language-speaking region, remained outside India and came into existence as

POK. If that area was included in India, Sheikh Abdullah would have started facing challenges. Therefore, for the Sheikh to remain in

power in Kashmir, it was necessary that the army not move forward from there. Second, privileges like Article 370 should be given to

Kashmir. Since Mountbatten had got Nehru to announce the referendum, there was a compulsion to accept Sheikh Abdullah's words, due

to which Article 370 was born. However, it was also opposed in the Constituent Assembly. As a symbol of the identity and privilege of

Kashmir, Article 370 became the basis which gave a political basis to the separatist thinking there. Protecting this privilege became the goal

for both the Abdullah family and the separatists. That is why the pain of ineffectiveness of Article 370 hurts these leaders even today.

However, the privilege is gone, with Ladakh becoming a separate Union Territory, the expanse visible on the map has also disappeared.

Jammu is happy, hearing the sounds of power. Therefore, the peace, development and prosperity of Kashmir's record breaking tourism are

not being tolerated by those leaders.
