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Police Act: Police reforms are necessary to

After the failed revolution of 1857, the British enacted the Police Act, 1861 to keep the country completely enslaved. According to this law,

the police is completely subordinate to the government and in a democratic system, governments need public votes, for which to get power,

political parties have to take public votes through musclemen and mafias. The President has approved three amendment bills to replace the

British era criminal laws. The three new laws will now be called the Indian Justice Code, the Indian Civil Defense Code and the Indian

Evidence Act. The need for change in the feudal legal system of the British was being felt for a long time, which the government has

addressed through these amendments. But until the police, the institution that enforces these laws, is freed from the Police Act, 1861, which

enslaves the country, not much can be expected from the new law and order. After the failed revolution of 1857, the British enacted the Police

Act, 1861 to keep the country completely enslaved. According to this law, the police is completely subordinate to the government and in a

democratic system, governments need public votes, for which to get power, political parties have to take public votes through musclemen

and mafias. As a result, at the behest of the ruling political parties, the police start ignoring organized crimes. When the law enforcement

police itself ignores organized crimes and does not present evidence to protect the criminal, then the law cannot punish the criminal in the

absence of evidence. In such a situation, the new laws will also prove unsuccessful in curbing crimes like the old system. The responsibility of

protecting the external borders of the country lies with the Army and internal security is handled by the police. Under Section 34 of the

Military Act, there is a provision of even death penalty for the soldiers responsible for hindering the success of the army and its objectives.

But there is no such provision to make the police aware of their responsibility. If some strongmen were able to become big mafia in different

parts of the country, it was only because of the protection and indirect cooperation of the police. Former Prime Minister Mrs. Indira Gandhi,

fearing her ouster from power, had imposed emergency, under which the police jailed opposition leaders across the country without any

crime and without a court order. After the emergency was lifted, the Janata Party government constituted the Police Reform Commission to

reform the police system and make it accountable to the public. But after some time, the Janata Party was out of power and the Congress

that came to power rejected the recommendations of the Police Reform Commission and formed another Police Commission. Thus, till the

year 1996, many police commissions were constituted and in their reports it was said that the state police should be organized in such a way

that politicians and bureaucrats cannot influence its functioning, but till 1996, the central government No steps were taken to implement this

report of the Police Commission. Police officer Prakash Singh, who was then DGP, filed a petition in the Supreme Court to implement the

Police Commission report. On top of that, in 2006, the Supreme Court ordered seven-point police reforms and set a deadline of January

2007 for the central and state governments to implement these reforms. But till now concrete action has not been taken in the direction of

these reforms, because no state government wants to lose its control over the police. Obviously, to enable the police force, an important

mechanism of internal security, to discharge its duties, police Reforms should be implemented. Only then will the internal security of the

country become stronger. The success of the three newly amended criminal laws also depends on police reforms.
