If the self-respect and reality of
the state's electricity policy is demanding
authority from the Centre, then why is this
argument being considered like carrying a
mountain. Therefore, Chief Minister
Sukhwinder Singh Sukhu's dialogue with
Union Energy Minister RK Singh is not just
arequest, but a bridge of relations between
the Center and the states. Why shouldn't the
BBMB projects which are tied to water and
electricity rights be transferred to the state
after forty years? Shanan Power Project,
even after giving its century to Punjab,
cannot stop the future century of Himachal,
hence with the expiry of the lease, its transfer
will also hand over a daily income of about
eighty lakhs to Himachal. Similarly, if the
power projects run by SJVN and NHPC in
the state pay the royalty within the time limit
and if the right to water cess is recognized
on the lines of Uttarakhand, then Himachal
will be able to maintain its economic ideals.
To understand Himachal in national
perspective, one has to understand the
vastness and extent of the mountainous
region. On this basis, Himachali projects
were financed at the rate of 90:10, but now
the Center is taking a reversal. If the
Dharamshala-Shimla projects had been run
on this basis in the cost of smart city projects,
their milestones would have been decided by
now.Similarly, if railway projects had also
been linked to Himachal on the lines of
North-East or Jammu and Kashmir instead
of capacity and feasibility, then by now the
transportation of cement and apples, apart
from religious tourism and consumer goods,
would have been done at cheaper rates. In
a similar manner, if national politics is
making Ayodhya airport international, then
the Center should be liberal on the expansion
of Kangra Airport, which is connected to the
famous temples of Himachal. The purpose
of Char Dham Road Project is to respect
the faith of the country, while giving priority
to the national project to the religious and
mythological history of Chintpurni, Jwalaji,
Deotsiddh, Kangra, Chamunda and
Baijnath, the expansion of Kangra Airport
and Una Rail till the temple of Jwalaji
Maiya. The direction should be changed. In
this context, the logic of Himachal Chief
Minister's meeting with Union Aviation .

Neighbourhood: Maldives' stance has
been anti-India on China's instigation

Even though the Maldives government has suspended the ministers who made derogatory remarks against India, it cannot be denied that
the current attitude of Maldives has been anti-India, which gets support from China. India will have to be aware of China's growing
influence in other neighboring countries as well. The already deteriorating relationship between the two countries has suffered a major blow
after the objectionable remarks of three Maldivian ministers on Prime Minister Narendra Modi's visit to Lakshadweep. Boycott Maldives is
trending on social media. Maldives' opposition leaders have also strongly criticized those comments. Although the Maldives government has
started trying to compensate for the loss and has suspended the commenting ministers Mariam Shiuna, Malsha Sharif and Mahjoom
Majeed, it cannot be denied that the stance of the current Maldives government has been anti-India, which China has criticized. Get support
from. Beijing currently leases 17 of the 1,200 islands scattered throughout the Maldives and China's three largest projects cost a combined
$1.5 billion, more than 40 percent of Maldives' GDP. China's investment in Maldives has crossed $970 million, which is beyond the capacity
of a poor country like Maldives to repay. Yet the current Muizzu government is trying to reduce India's influence and increase China's
influence. To reduce China's influence in the Maldives, India took the logical step of announcing its largest civil infrastructure project worth
$500 million, which will build a 6.7 km long bridge and road, connecting the Maldivian capital Male with three nearby islands. Will add. In
this way, India will surpass the Maldives-China Friendship Bridge built at a cost of $200 million in terms of length, scale and cost. But it is
natural for India to be concerned considering Muizzu's inclination towards China, which has just decided to return Indian troops deployed
in the Indian Ocean islands. This is a step taken primarily with the aim of reversing the 'India First' policy of former Maldives President
Ibrahim Mohammed Solih. Apart from this, in another anti-India decision, the Muizzu government has decided against the renewal of the
MoU for cooperation with India in the field of hydrography. Not only in Maldives, there are many challenges before Indian foreign policy in
the new year. China is rapidly making inroads into the South Asian Association for Regional Cooperation (SAARC) countries, including
Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka, thanks to its dangerous debt-trap policies, expansionism and
the expansionism provided through the BRI. Foreign policy experts believe that India is establishing itself as a major economic power in
Asia compared to China, although there is a huge difference between the two. But with increasing geopolitical cooperation with America, it
can defeat China. America's defense and economic cooperation with India will further strengthen the relationship between the two countries,
which can have an impact on the global stage. Pakistan is completely trapped in China's debt trap policy, from which it is impossible for it
to get out in the near future. The political scenario may change with the general elections to be held in Pakistan in the coming February, as
there are chances of Nawaz Sharif returning to power. Nawaz Sharif has expressed his desire to normalize relations with India. China has
emerged as Nepal's largest investor and trading partner, which has transformed the economic and diplomatic relations between the two
countries. China has invested $1.34 billion in Nepal and is pressing for the implementation of BRI. Nepal is very relevant to India, but the Oli
government had spoiled the age-old relations with India, which the current Prime Minister Prachanda has tried hard to repair. Now India
has taken several economic initiatives, including long-term trade agreements, power purchase and transit agreements, etc., which can give
a new dimension to bilateral relations. India will have to keep an eye on any progress on the BRI, as there will be security risks due to the
1,770 km open border. China had invested $4.5 billion in Hambantota, which had raised security concerns for New Delhi. But when Sri
Lanka was on the verge of economic collapse, China did not live up to its expectations. In such a situation, India got an opportunity to show
generosity. Experts believe that Sri Lanka's current friendly attitude with India may continue, as India cooperated wholeheartedly and
provided financial assistance of more than four billion dollars, which is more than the International Monetary Fund's three billion dollar
relief package. Is. India should take steps to further improve relations with Sri Lanka. Pro-India Sheikh Hasina has again returned to
power in Bangladesh. China has always shown keen interest in Bangladesh, which is evident from the investment of $26 billion during 2016-
22. Statistics show that China has emerged as the largest investor in Bangladesh and it can now further increase its investment there. Apart
from supporting the ethnic rebel groups in Myanmar, China has fully supported the dictatorship there. The US and its allies are engaged in
wars in Ukraine and Gaza, allowing dictatorial rulers to crush democratic forces. experts say That India needs to keep an eye on China's
'two ocean strategy' and its game of pursuing BRI and other infrastructure projects. Bhutan has good relations with India, but China's
growing influence may pose a security threat. India will have to keep Bhutan away from Chinese temptations. Analysts believe that China's
increasing influence in SAARC countries is worrying for India. Therefore, there is a need to adopt concrete strategies to keep it under
control, otherwise the consequences will be serious.

Scenario: Sheikh Hasina's return, challenge to bring
political stability amid foreign exchange crisis

Sheikh Hasina, who returned to power by winning more than two-thirds of the seats in the parliamentary elections, is not bothered by the
opposition's plans and says that her responsibility is towards the people of Bangladesh and not towards the opposition party BNP. He has
also praised India for being a close partner of Bangladesh. On Sunday, January 7, voting was held for the parliamentary elections in
Bangladesh, in which Sheikh Hasina-led Awami League has once again emerged victorious. The election results were largely as expected
and the ruling party won a two-thirds majority in Parliament. The main opposition Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP), which had boycotted
the election, plans to continue its protest. However, Hasina is not bothered by the opposition's plans and says that her responsibility is
towards the people of Bangladesh and not towards the opposition party BNP which, according to her, is a party of goons. He also praised
India for being a close partner of Bangladesh. Bangladesh's election result data shows that only 40 percent voters participated in the voting,
while the opposition does not believe in this either. The 61 seats on which independent candidates have won are also said to be proxy
candidates of Awami League. Jatiya Party has won only 11 seats. Leaders of the main opposition BNP said their party was planning to
intensify its protest movement peacefully from Tuesday. BNP has called this election 'fake'. According to the Election Commission of Bangladesh,
voting took place at more than 42,000 polling stations, with more than 1,500 candidates from 27 political parties in the fray. 436 independent
candidates were also contesting the elections. More than 100 foreign observers, including three observers from India, were monitoring the
elections in Bangladesh. More than 7.5 lakh personnel were deployed to maintain law and order during the voting. Analysts believe that
Sheikh Hasina's return to power is beneficial for India, because her stance has always been pro-India, whereas during the BNP rule, Indian
separatists have been getting safe haven there and BNP's stance has been anti-India. Is. The political scene of Bangladesh is known for the
intense rivalry between Sheikh Hasina and Khaleda Zia. Sheikh Hasina is the daughter of Bangladesh's founder Sheikh Mujibur Rahman,
while Khaleda Zia is the widow of Bangladesh's former dictator ruler Zia ur Rahman. In this political scenario, people's attention suddenly
turned towards Nobel-winning economist Muhammad Yunus, who has recently been sentenced to six months in jail by a labor court in
Bangladesh. Although Yunus has been allowed to appeal against this decision in the higher court, some people believe that this decision of the
court is part of political vendetta against Nobel laureate Muhammad Yunus. However, the Awami League government has denied this.
Muhammad Yunus is known for his micro-loans through Grameen Bank in Bangladesh. The program is credited with raising a large
number of Bangladeshi women who started small businesses. Some people believe that Yunus' program is a miracle for a country previously
known for extreme poverty. But his opponents believe that he charges high interest rates to borrowers, seeing it as a straightforward legal
matter. On the other hand, the conviction of Yunus and three directors of his venture Grameen Telecom is seen by some as another attempt
by the government to suppress opposition voices. They argue that this will further reduce freedom. Irene Khan, the United Nations Special
Envoy for Freedom of Expression and former Secretary General of Amnesty International, has called it a mockery of justice. They allege
that the judicial system is being weaponized. There are many cases of labor law violations in Bangladesh, but the government does not take
any action against businessmen to stop exploitation of workers. She says that the case and charges against Yunus seem trivial and light. Some
people also suspect that Muhammad Yunus was behind the cancellation of World Bank funding for the project to build a bridge over the
Padma River. Although this allegation could never be proved, he had to face the hostility of the Awami League government. The Padma
River Bridge Project is considered one of the main infrastructure projects of the Sheikh Hasina government and has increased the GDP of
Bangladesh by about 1.3 percent. Muhammad Yunus's punishment may be debated, but one thing is certain that he is liked by many people
in the West. Some fear that his conviction may affect foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows into Bangladesh. FDI is a key element of a
successful development strategy, as it enables the capital and technology transfer needed to drive economic transformation. Due to several
reasons, FDI inflows to Bangladesh have always been quite low. Apart from red tape and corruption, the government's decision to prevent
multinational companies from giving back their profits is one of them. Bangladesh is also badly dependent on western countries for its
exports. A major component of Bangladeshi exports worth about $40 billion The bulk goes to America and European Union. If the elections
held there are not considered free, fair and participatory, it can affect the economy. This time the western countries kept a close watch on the
elections of Bangladesh. Now it remains to be seen how Bangladesh deals with the political impasse after the elections.

According to cervical cancer guidelines
for women, women at different ages should get tested at different times. Age 21-30 — Pap test
every three years Age 30-64 — Pap and HPV test every five years Age 65 and older — Consult
a doctor. If you are sexually active, get tested every 5 years. Myth 2- HPV only affects people
who have multiple sexual partners. Fact- HPV infection affects approximately 80% of men
and women. However, it does not cause cancer in everyone. Myth 3- HPV infection gets
cleared from the body on its own. Fact: In some cases, HPV infection resolves on its own.
Also, no symptoms are seen. However, if the infection persists, it can lead to cervical, penile
and oral cancer. Myth 4- If I have cervical cancer, I can't become a mother. Fact- There are
many new treatment options that are capable of saving fertility. You can use reproductive
treatments to freeze eggs. Apart from this, you can remove the ovaries surgically, so that
they are not harmed by radiation. Myth 5- Cervical cancer is genetic. Fact- This notion is
completely wrong. Like breast cancer and ovarian cancer, cervical cancer is not hereditary.
This is caused by HPV infection. So, to protect your daughter from this infection, make sure
she gets the HPV vaccine before she turns 15 years of age. Myth 6- The cause of cervical
cancer is unknown. Fact- This is also completely wrong. Most cervical cancers are caused
by the HPV virus, which is a sexually transmitted infection. Myth 7- If you have HPV, you
will get cervical cancer. Fact: There are many types of HPV virus, some of which have a
higher risk of cervical cancer and some do not. Usually the body's immune system destroys
the virus itself. However, in some cases it does not exit the body, causing cancer. Myth 8- If I
don't have any symptoms, I don't need to get screened. Fact: In women who do not have any
symptoms, a screening test is done to find out whether there are any abnormal cell changes
in the cervix. Abnormal cervical cells do not cause any symptoms at first, but they can be
detected during screening.
