Is 'Ram Mandir'

politics?
The consecration ceremony of Lord Ram in

Ayodhya is purely 'religious'. Crores of

people have faith in Ram Temple, but BJP

is sure to get 'political benefits' from this

ceremony. It is essential to understand the

difference between religious and political. It

is immature to term a cultural, spiritual event

as 'political'. Congress will not achieve

anything by merely cursing. Mahatma

Gandhi had broadly defined 'Ram Rajya',

'Hind Swaraj', but he was against making

India a 'Hindu nation'. India deeply

understood and accepted his philosophy, his

faith and his nationalism, as a result he

became a 'Mahatma'. Senior Congress MP

Rahul Gandhi should assimilate this and give

his views on Ayodhya. The politics and

religiosity of Congress should be redefined.

Becoming like BJP or flatly criticizing BJP's

national and religious issues will only

strengthen the BJP. The way Rahul Gandhi

has defined religion this time and termed

Ram Mandir as a 'political programme' of

RSS-BJP, he has exposed Congress itself.

Perhaps Rahul may not be aware or his

advisors may also be clueless that former

Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi had said a few

days before his assassination that if anyone

tried to touch the Babri Masjid, he would

have to kill them first. It is also an important

incident that Rajiv Gandhi started the

election campaign of Congress in 1989 from

Faizabad (then known as Ayodhya).

Congress President Sonia Gandhi had given

statements several times between 1998 and

2004 that Babri Masjid should not have been

demolished. If any member of the Gandhi

family had been in active politics, he would

not have allowed the mosque to be

demolished.

Sonia Gandhi also said that whenever she

remembers Babri Masjid, tears come to her

eyes. However, now such statements of

mosque versus temple are meaningless,

because after the decision of the Constitution

Bench, a grand Ram temple is being built,

but the way Rahul Gandhi has interpreted

the religion and the sanctity of the statue of

Lord Ram, it is just a political program. It is

their duplicity. This also has a logical basis.

Recently, when Rahul Gandhi went on a

visit to Kedarnath Dham, he wore a cloth

on which Om was written. If Rahul Gandhi

visited 27 temples during Gujarat elections,

performed puja, wore Rudraksha, applied

sandalwood and other pastes on his

forehead, then what would we call that? Was

it religion or the practice of doing politics

through religion? During Madhya Pradesh

elections, when he came out of a temple with

Kamal Nath, he was completely dressed in

religious clothes and makeup. Why can't

their religion remain separate from politics

on such occasions? Rahul Gandhi should not

differentiate between his words and behavior

because the public judges the politics of the

leader and the party on that basis. There has

been a very long movement and struggle

regarding the Ram temple. Only leaders and

workers of RSS, VHP and BJP were

included in it. Countless people also made

sacrifices. Since Ram Temple is now being

built as per the decision of the Constitution

Bench, what will Rahul achieve by doing

politics on this? Their parents have also been

worried about the mosque, but who will

worry about the robbers who damaged the

Sanatan culture and demolished thousands

of temples and places of worship?

It is an event that will

be attended by representatives from more

than 50 countries, although they are not

Hindu nations.
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 Internet Economy: This journey of three

decades not only excites but also scares.
The small beginning of the Super Highway Conference held in America three decades ago, has reached various stages of the internet-based

economy, from new web browsers, mobile internet to online payments, use of technology in wars and now Generative AI. , it excites as well

as scares. It was thirty years ago. It was the eleventh day of January. When more than two dozen personalities from the government,

education and communication sectors attended a future-oriented conference organized at the University of California, named ‘Super Highway

Summit’. There is an interesting incident related to this. The conference was actually being organized by Richard Frank of the Academy of

Television, Arts and Sciences, taking a dig at whom the then US Vice President Al Gore said, 'If it is not televised, it did not happen.' Exactly

the same thing you can see today in 2024. It can also be said that what is not on the internet and social media does not exist. The development

of the Internet in the world has a long history. In a way, the beginning of the Internet superhighway and Internet-based economy can be seen

with the Super Highway Summit. After the launch of NCSA Mosaic and Netscape web browsers in 1994, Microsoft brought WWW i.e.

World Wide Web to Windows Explorer users. In this way, a small beginning moved towards the global Internet economy with some

hesitation. The world's average age in 2024 is estimated to be around 30 and a half years. This shows that almost half of the world's more

than eight billion population was born in the Internet era. The number of Internet users worldwide is more than 5.3 billion and it is

continuously increasing. Google, which is a noun, has become a verb to search for answers. The web is no longer the only thing that spiders

weave. Movies and music have started streaming. There is no need to even get up from the sofa to socialize. Expressions are becoming brief.

All the predictions of American science fiction writer Isaac Asimov are now clearly visible on the mobile screen. However, the cycle of change

has been quite short. The most widely used applications and the largest Internet-based companies are part of recent history. Till 1994, the

identity of Amazon was limited to being only a quiet river of South America. Uber was not a ride, but an adjective. Meta (formerly Facebook),

If we look at technological access from the Indian perspective, we will see a different story. Alexander Graham Bell received a patent for the

telephone in 1876. But two-thirds of Indians did not get a phone until the 1990s. Internet also came into the hands of Indians when it was

provided by VSNL in 1995. But today about 1.2 billion Indians are using mobile phones and 80 crore Indians are using the internet. More

than 53 crore people are on WhatsApp and one-fifth of the total 2.7 billion users of YouTube are in India. The most significant impact of the

Internet is seen in its increasing use in online payments. India's digital public model, thanks to the identification provided by Aadhaar, has

now become a model for the developing world. According to data recorded by the National Payments Corporation of India, around 50 crore

IMPS payments were made in December 2023. And 11.5 billion payments were made on the ubiquitous UPI platform. However, there is

ongoing debate over the contribution of the Internet to global economic growth. According to a McKinsey study, there were two billion

Internet users in 2011, while the Internet-based economy contributed about $80 trillion. According to a recent World Bank report, the

digital economy contributes more than 15 percent to global gross domestic product (GDP) and is growing two and a half times faster than

the world's real GDP. Online payments provide benefits to both customers and companies. Has benefited. Banks have got an opportunity to

increase their presence in the market without opening more branches. Mutual funds have expanded their reach by providing online access

to savers and providing new opportunities for funds and investments. But there are risks too. As seen in America, where depositors emptied

their accounts within a few hours. However, now companies and regulators are also aware of these risks. The wars in Ukraine and the

Middle East have seen increasing Internet-based offensive and defensive capabilities. Today, whether it is the Red Sea conflict, Israel-

Palestine war or Russia-Ukraine war, Internet-based technologies have taken the shape of a new industry. Not surprisingly, unmanned

aerial vehicles and cybersecurity have been the most emerging aspects of the military-industrial complex. The world is on the verge of what

British entrepreneur Mustafa Suleiman calls ‘the coming wave’. Private equity funds, companies and governments are ready for the next

big leap with over two hundred billion dollars invested in generative AI and artificial intelligence. The whole world has high expectations

from AI. Especially in eliminating disparities in the areas of access, skills and opportunities. However, it also raises economic, political and

existential concerns. The idea that humanitarian efforts are limited has serious implications for different countries. Are going. There is a

possibility of increased polarization at the political level and spread of anger and sadness on social media. The dangers of artificial intelligence

are not just imaginary but also real, which also indicates the need for regulators to control it. There is no guarantee of solution to this

problem, but the path suggested by the International Atomic Energy Agency for nuclear installations can definitely be a good solution. This

is exactly the same measure as the ban and warning system in place when a tsunami occurs. However, it is not necessary that this solution

proves sufficient. However, this will require global coordination. And, if world leaders don't have a solution, they can consult AI.

 Trolling of judges in social media and some ethical questions
Now the matter has gone beyond criticism of media trials and court decisions to trolling of judges who give verdicts. This is the reason that

in the tenth Madhya Pradesh Judges Conference held recently in Bhopal, the judges of the district courts raised this issue loudly and sought

guidance from senior judges as to what they should do about trolling of judges. Can trolling of judges on social media also be contempt of

court or not? How should the narrative, nuisance and personal criticism of judges created in social media based on a particular ideological

agenda or prejudice be taken? Because there are no very strict laws in India to crack down on social media. Even if such laws are made,

what will happen to an individual's fundamental right to freedom of expression? Anyway, many people believe that social media is actually

the voice of the public. Despite millions of criticism it cannot be suppressed. Most of the judges of the Supreme Court of the country who

participated in the conference were of the opinion that it is better to ignore the cases of trolling of judges on social media for the time being.

The feeling is that there is no benefit in being exposed to such elements. However, this answer is also full of many questions. Although the new

challenge before the judiciary is that of Artificial Intelligence (AI), but its case is a little different. The issue of social media attacks on judges

is more sensitive because court decisions work to protect justice in the society. This also provides guidelines and principles for running the

society. It is not necessary that court decisions always appear fair and just, but those decisions can be criticized only on logical and legal

grounds. But when questions are raised about the discretion, judiciality or bias of the judge behind such decisions and they are trolled in a

vulgar manner, then it is natural for the judges to get disturbed. Many judges attending the conference said that currently indecent things

are being said against us on popular social media platforms like WhatsApp groups and Facebook. Those who do not like the decision,

spread confusion. Make lewd comments. Can we (judges) take contempt of court action against those who do this? In response to these

questions, Supreme Court judge Justice Abhay S. Oak said that judges should neither be afraid of social media trolling nor be influenced by

the narrative created under any agenda. Just ignore it, because there is no accountability on social media. Justice Oak said that in Mumbai,

the use of social media to influence and harass judges has increased so much that petitions are filed against many judges. It became clear in

this conference that if the judges community is most worried about anything today, it is social media. A media that has thousands of mouths,

eyes and ears but no remote control anywhere. And probably no brain either. This media has now infiltrated human life so deeply that it is

almost impossible for anyone to escape from it. Even if there is any left, it may be tagged as belonging to a primitive civilization. Similarly,

concern has been expressed earlier also regarding indecent reactions towards judges on social media. Former Chief Justice of the Supreme

Court, Justice Sharad Arvind Bobde, while assuming his post, had said that at present the Supreme Court cannot do anything to control

uncontrolled criticism in social media. He said, 'We are against such media. Can't do anything right now. We don't know what steps we have

to take. They are not only stigmatizing but also affecting the reputation of people and judges. On top of that there is also the complaint that

there is no freedom of speech. He said that criticizing the judge and not the actual decision is defamation. Last year, while hearing arguments

in a case involving WhatsApp, Supreme Court Justice Deepak Gupta had remarked how innocent people were being trolled online and how

anonymous entities had used social media to tarnish reputations. . A few months ago, a separate bench of Justice Indira Banerjee and Justice

Ajay Rastogi had pointed out how judges also have to bear the brunt of social media. Similarly, during an online lecture on fake news and

misinformation, Justice Sanjay Kishan Kaul had spoken out against the trend of intolerance being spread by social media against the

judiciary and especially the allegations being leveled against the judiciary. Former Supreme Court Chief Justice Justice NV Ramana had

said that judges were now becoming targets of "abusive social media postings". An argument can be made that since the Indian judiciary is

generally not used to much criticism in the traditional media, such extreme and indecent reactions in social media are becoming a troublesome

bias for it. That is, the judiciary's encounter with the media in the form of social media is a new type of and one-sided conflict. There may be

a degree of truth in this. Till now the media and especially the print media has been limited to giving dignified and logical criticism of judicial

decisions in view of its constitutional and professional responsibilities. Generally considered as the fourth pillar, the media (media) is considered

as the third pillar of democracy.There has always been a feeling of respect. However, the spread of electronic media at the beginning of this

century encouraged the trend of media trials of the accused even before judicial decisions. Going further than this, now social media has

gone even further and started attacking the judges directly, which is very serious and dangerous. Due to this, there is a danger of people

losing faith in the justice system itself. Because if the decisions are criticized on the basis of the judge's intentions, narrative and ideological

leanings, then how will any judge be able to give unbiased decisions as per his discretion. We should not forget that judges are also human

beings after all. Personal grudges may be at work there too.
