We have written earlier also that opposition

alliances are meant to break. Since the

destiny of the opposition is to break, hence

alliances have to be made again and again.

We have been seeing this destiny since the

era of Janata Party. This time the use of

‘India’ seemed different and broader, but

two separations have been announced in

such a way that the prospects of an

opposition alliance seem ineffective. In West

Bengal, Mamata Banerjee on behalf of

Trinamool Congress and in Punjab

Bhagwant Mann on behalf of Aam Aadmi

Party (AAP) have announced that they will

contest the Lok Sabha elections alone on all

the seats. There will be no alliance with

Congress. However, he has also announced

to remain a part of 'India'. What does the

alliance mean outside its sphere of influence?

If these announcements are 'final', then

BJP's electoral prospects may increase. Both

Mamata and Bhagwant Mann are the Chief

Ministers of their respective states. The

surprising thing is that in Bengal, Congress

leader Adhir Ranjan Choudhary has been

using abusive language towards Chief

Minister Mamata Banerjee.

2000. Nearly one in five cases of leprosy in the United States is from Central Florida. Health

experts say that leprosy also brings with it many other challenges, in which the feeling of

social stigma has been seen the most.
