'India’' on
PM's target

Of course, Nitish Kumar's joining BJP may
not have a major impact on national politics,
because his politics has been limited to Bihar
only, but he can change the concept of
politics. The concept of an opposition alliance
that could have been formed across the
country may now disintegrate. In other
words, it is on the verge of disintegration.
Targeting Prime Minister Modi, Nitish
himself had called upon the opposition that
if they fight the elections unitedly, BJP can
be restricted to 100 seats. Although this call
was also an exaggeration, Nitish himself had
appealed as the anchor that no opposition
alliance can prove to be effective without
making Congress the pivot, because it is the
largest party in the opposition and its
comprehensiveness is also undoubted. He
continued his efforts to build a common
platform by meeting everyone from Sonia-
Rahul Gandhi, Mallikarjun Kharge to
Mamata Banerjee, Kejriwal, Naveen
Patnaik, Chandrashekhar Rao, Akhilesh
Yadav and Left leaders.

In fact, the opposition alliance ‘India’ is the
result of Nitish’s political efforts. It is true
that he did not agree with this nomenclature.
The question is, why was the person who till
yesterday was the leader of the opposition,
not even made the coordinator of the
alliance? Was Nitish marginalized due to
disagreements on the issue of caste
enumeration and contradictions in
reservation? Neither did he have the desire
to become Prime Minister nor was his party
big enough to claim the post of Prime
Minister. In fact, the contradictions which
deepened between the Congress and the
socialist parties in the 1970s are still present,
although the Congress has been supporting
the governments of these parties for the last
few decades. Today, the opposition is forced
to form an alliance with their support and
cooperation.

Even in India, Congress is doing politics of
strengthening itself by riding on the
shoulders of regional parties. As a result,
Mamata Banerjee, Kejriwal have given
statements of not forming an alliance and
Nitish Kumar has changed sides and gone
with BJP.

In Uttar Pradesh, SP President Akhilesh
Yadav had announced to give 11 seats to
Congress, but Congress is still adamant on
taking 16 seats and is terming the
announcement of SP President as
'immature'. However, the notion of alliance
that was being formed across the country has
definitely been shattered after Nitish Kumar
changed sides.

The election strategy of Prime Minister Modi
and BJP is different. In fact, 'India' has been
the target of Prime Minister Modi, so that
'Modi versus the common face of the
opposition' elections cannot be held. Inside
sources claim that between September and
January, there were 9 talks between the
Prime Minister and Nitish.

The Prime Minister had formally spoken to
Nitish thrice. Obviously, apart from
changing sides, there must have been talk
about disintegrating the opposition alliance!
'India' has not yet been solidified as an
alliance, but as per the Prime Minister's
strategy, BJP is including even the smallest
parties, so that the holes and gaps that
remain at the caste and regional level can be
filled.

Can go and be elected Prime Minister of
NDA for the third consecutive time. Nitish
Kumar has been a strong leader of the
'"Lower-OBC' community. He also has the
support of a section of Dalits. BJP wants to
cultivate this class.

Vigilance: Fencing is necessary on
Myanmar border to curb China

When the army carried out a coup in Myanmar on February 1, 2021, India adopted a cautious approach. India had supported the junta
diplomatically and indirectly, while refraining from openly supporting the democratic forces led by Aung San Suu Kyi, which has now put
it in a dilemma. India faces the challenge of curbing China, which is dangerous because it supports some ethnic groups. Due to the influx of
refugees and rebels from across the border due to the ongoing civil war in Myanmar, the Indian government has decided to fence the
Myanmar border, so that the free movement system like the Bangladesh border is ended. In September 2023, Manipur Chief Minister Biren
Singh had requested the Union Home Minister to stop infiltration of suspicious elements and refugees. Due to the turmoil and violence in
Myanmar, more than 6,000 refugees have taken shelter in Manipur since last December and they are being provided food by the state
government. Manipur shares a 398 km long border with Myanmar. Once the fencing process is completed, the free movement regime (FMR)
introduced in 1970 will end. But the problem is that Mizoram Chief Minister Lalduhoma has opposed the fencing and has requested Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar in this regard. More than 38,500 people from Myanmar have taken
refuge in Mizoram since the military coup in February, 2021, increasing the burden on the state administration. More than 500 Myanmar
soldiers had crossed into Mizoram after the ethnic Akram Army (AA) captured military camps in western parts of Rakhine state. India's
north-eastern states, including Manipur, Mizoram, Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland, share a 1,643 km long open mountainous border
with Myanmar, posing security problems and requiring preventive measures. Given Maldivian President Mohammed Muizzu's close
relationship with China, India has been given the opportunity to help Myanmar in the name of the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), besides
supporting rebels in the border areas by brokering peace between warring groups and army generals in violence-hit Myanmar. To protect
it from the Chinese strategy of coming closer, there is a need to develop a realistic strategic blueprint in line with the policy of 'neighbourhood
first'. When the army carried out a coup in Myanmar on February 1, 2021, India adopted a cautious approach. India had supported the
junta diplomatically and indirectly, while refraining from openly supporting the democratic forces led by Aung San Suu Kyi, which has now
put it in a dilemma. India faces the challenge of curbing China, which is dangerous because it supports some ethnic groups. In this complex
scenario, Operation 1027 was launched in December 2023 by 'The Three Brotherhood Alliance', comprising Ta'ang National Liberation
Army, AA and Myanmar National Democratic Alliance Army, which toppled the junta. The offensive against the junta had dealt it a
devastating blow, forcing China to support it. 'The Three Brotherhood Alliance' had captured key roads and military posts, affecting the
cash-strapped junta's revenues and hindering its movement. Reports indicate that the AA launched a offensive against the army at its base
in Rakhine state on the west coast following the surprise attacks on Shan State. It was a coordinated effort by the rebels spanning Kayah
state bordering Thailand in the east and Sagaing region and Chin province bordering India. This was a violation of a year-long ceasefire
between armed groups and the junta. This bold move threatens the military's control over China's important trade routes, which will affect
its interests. The alliance has succeeded in isolating the junta from a part of the country through which 40 percent of Myanmar's bilateral
border trade with China passes; Nearly one billion dollars is traded in piped natural gas to China. India will have to reconsider its previous
position towards Myanmar before it threatens its interests. India believes that the US should take advantage of the opportunity to enhance
relations with Myanmar and work with India to reduce the humanitarian crisis, thereby supporting anti-junta forces and establishing
federal democracy. India has tried to maintain an equal distance from the military and pro-democracy political parties to ensure that the
junta does not side with China. The armed rebellion of ethnic organizations has dealt a diplomatic blow to the exposed military generals,
which will have a direct impact on China. The Ukraine war came as a boon for the junta, as the US and the EU were engaged in it. Hamas'
attack on Israel has diverted the attention of Western powers from Myanmar, but the attack by armed groups could change the entire
scenario. The National Unity Government (NUG), formed by opposition lawmakers in Myanmar, is considered close to the West, which is
feeling emboldened after the successful offensive by armed groups. China has urged Myanmar to restore stability on the border, while the
junta's conflict with armed groups has intensified. some time ago Janayik is surprised by the 'dual policy' adopted by China, which is
actively supporting militant groups. The United Wa State Army (UWSA) in Myanmar's northeastern Shan state receives arms and political
support from China. The Myanmar regime has rejected the five-point consensus agreement adopted in Jakarta on April 24, 2021. This
included the prevention of violence in Myanmar, the visit of a special envoy and talks between all stakeholders. Military generals have chosen
to ignore ASEAN peace initiatives, which have stalled. The West is pressuring ASEAN to isolate Myanmar's junta.

At the same time, inequality has increased further due to corruption, weak tax policy and
administration as well as lack of effective social security. Despite growing global challenges and economic uncertainty, India is in a good
position. Some people may be excited about the future. But we should not underestimate the obstacles and challenges that come along the
way. This can be India's decade or India's century only when there is rapid improvement in the quality of life of all Indians, equality of
opportunities and adequate skills to take advantage of those opportunities. There are some challenges to reach the heights of development,
which need to be addressed. The first challenge is that India's success story is uneven. Many Indians are certainly in a better situation today
than they were years ago, but millions of people are still fighting for their survival. The United Nations Development Programme's 2024
report 'Making Our Future - New Directions for Human Development in Asia and the Pacific' states that 'Looking at the share of the top 10
per cent of people in wealth, Thailand, China, Myanmar, India and Sri Lanka are the countries with the highest economic inequality. The
report notes that 'Globalization and technological progress have created new opportunities for some groups, while leaving others behind. As
aresult, capitalists generally get a larger share of the national income.' Now take International Labor Organization data, which shows that
workers' income shares in Asia and the Pacific are lower than the global average. As a result, workers have less income to save and invest,
further exacerbating inequality. UNDP also says that the most vulnerable people include people working in the informal sector (especially
women). At the same time, inequality has increased further due to corruption, weak tax policy and administration as well as lack of effective
social security. Now if we see where India stands in this, according to the UNDP report, in recent decades India has significantly improved
the standard of living and poverty has reduced significantly, but inequality is increasing. . According to the report, 'Between 2000 and 2022,
per capita income will increase from $442 to $2,389.

Another big challenge is to bridge the gender divide, as women constitute only 23
percent of the labor force. There are many reasons for this. As the recently released Annual Status of Education Report (ASER) 2023 shows,
girls are keen to study and aspire to higher education, but there are still many structural barriers that prevent them from realizing their full
potential. This is a very worrying picture, which appears differently in different districts and states. Work should also be done on improving
basic financial inequality, so that the lives of people from the lower strata can be enriched and they too can be entitled to live a better life. If
we want India to develop to its full potential and create new steps of success every day, then it is very important for both the Center and the
State to implement these things and take steps in this direction.Now if we see where India stands in this, according to the UNDP report, in
recent decades India has significantly improved the standard of living and poverty has reduced significantly, but inequality is increasing. .
