No CAA to
establish
Pakistan

Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal has
tried to change the interpretation of the
Citizenship Amendment Act (CAA). He has
raised some questions which are thought
provoking. His intention is to move beyond
Hindu-Muslim and focus on economic
resources and conditions, so that the
direction and condition of politics can be
changed. Although such possibilities are
negligible. The United Nations considers
citizenship as a fundamental element of
subjective security and considers the entry
of tortured, exploited, victims of human
rights abuses into any country as 'refugees’
as a 'humanitarian act'. The United Nations
also mentions such international agreements,
under which refugees can also be given
citizenship. Kejriwal has said in an agitated
state that a law has been made to settle the
people of Pakistan, Bangladesh and
Afghanistan in India. Tomorrow there will
be thefts, dacoities, rapes in our country.
Riots will also break out at many places.
What will happen to the country's security
system? Kejriwal estimates that the
migration that will take place now will be
bigger and more dangerous than the
partition of India. According to Kejriwal,
more than 2.5 crore people may migrate from
the three neighboring countries. Where will
the Indian government keep them? Where
will you give a home? Where will she give
grains to eat? How many jobs and
employment can be provided? The economic
resources of the country are limited. There
are not enough jobs and employment
opportunities for our youth and BJP has
made a law to establish another Pakistan
within the country. Kejriwal has termed
CAA as a strategy to create BJP's vote bank.
However, Kejriwal may have his own logic
and political science. He does not want to join
the crowd spreading communal frenzy on
CAA, hence he is doing emotional politics
on the basis of economic resources. The
gruesome and tragic official figure of the
partition period is that around 72 lakh
people had migrated from the three
neighboring countries of Pakistan, East
Pakistan (now Bangladesh), Afghanistan.

Only those who
have applied or become refugees in India by
December 31, 2014, will currently be
considered under the CAA. This date has
been set by the government, but it also
recognizes that persecution of religious
minority groups, kidnapping, religious
conversion, forced marriage, destruction of
places of worship and other atrocities have
continued in these three neighboring
countries. Then on what basis has this date
been decided? India was relatively poor in
the period after 1947, but today it is the Sth
largest economic power in the world. There
should be no instigation and instigation of
the public on CAA.

Climate change: Impact clearly visible, increase
in frequency of extreme weather events

Climate change has caused an increase in the frequency of extreme weather events. Apart from this, the way the density of aerosols is
increasing in the upper reaches of the Himalayas, it will have a direct impact on the icebergs. Therefore, there is a need to make such a
strategy that there is minimum loss in disaster situations. Now the dire effects of climate change are becoming visible all over the world. This
is a topic of great discussion at the global level, because everything is changing all over the world and it is feared that it will give rise to many
kinds of crises in the coming times. Now this is not just a global issue, but its big effects are visible at the local level as well. For example, if we
look at our country itself, according to the 2023 report, some form of extreme weather events have occurred in all parts of the country and
almost every state has been affected by them. The frequency of extreme weather events such as heavy rains, cloud bursts, lightning, drought
and cold waves has increased. Not only this, about 3,287 citizens in our country died due to unusual weather. Apart from this, 1,24,000
animals also became victims of some weather event or the other. About 20 lakh hectares of land in the country was affected by floods due to
drought or excessive rainfall. Last year, the situation in the Himalayan state of Uttarakhand worsened due to weather events. About 150
days passed in Uttarakhand when we did not face some bad situation. Similarly, there were 141 bad days in Madhya Pradesh and 119 bad
days in Uttar Pradesh and Kerala. The biggest reason for this abnormality of weather is climate change. There were about 123 such days in
the entire country between June and September, which can be called abnormal. But we have still not been able to learn from these figures
that the circumstances around us have worsened and we will have to face even more fatal consequences in the future. There were about
eight states across the country where more than 100 unusual incidents took place and incidents of heavy rains, floods and landslides were
reported in 208 days. Not only this, incidents of lightning and storm were seen for 202 days, cold wave for 50 days, cloud burst for 29 days,
snowfall for nine days and cyclone for five days. It has become clear from these incidents that the harmful effects of climate change are now
clearly visible. Since January in the year 2024, the weather has not seen the normality it used to have. Scientists believe that for nine
consecutive months the temperature has not been what it was in the previous decades. Meaning an increase in average temperature was
observed. July was said to be the hottest month in the year 2023, but it is feared that this year too the world will have to face major heat
waves. However, scientists believe that El Nino will calm down by June-July. But soon after, El Nina will create other types of weather
extremes, in which winter conditions will be even more severe. And all this will happen not only in our own country, but all over the world.
Due to climate change, this time spring has come before time all over the world. The heat arrived before time. Flowers bloomed early in
Japan and Mexico. The ice started melting rapidly in Europe. The temperature has already increased significantly in Texas, which experiences
extreme heat. These figures are very scary, if we do not take them seriously, then in the future we will not only face shortage of air, soil and
water, it will also have a bad effect on our health. The US National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration said that the data does not look
good regarding the initial trends of the environment. Soon this institute will present a report, which will tell about the environmental
situation of the world. Scientists believe that there will be some relief when El Nino ends by mid-2024. But past experiences show that when
everything goes astray, the exact situation is not known.

The biggest thing
is that despite seeing the adverse effects of climate change, our activities, be it infrastructural development or other development activities,
have not been curbed, rather they are continuing unabated. Especially there seems to be no control on construction work, transportation,
industrialization etc. Apart from this, the way energy consuming lifestyle is continuously increasing, it is going to prove fatal. In addition,
aerosol pressure has now increased over the Himalayan peaks. According to the latest report released by ISRO, the way the density of
aerosols is increasing in the upper regions of the Himalayas, its increasing optical density will increase the local temperature, which will have
a direct impact on the icebergs, which will convert into lakes. Such lakes will have two-three major impacts. First of all, the water crisis will
increase in the future. Secondly, methane gas comes out from these lakes, which will further increase the local temperature and thirdly, it can
also cause floods.
