Kejriwal's role
Delhi High Court has termed the arrest and

remand of Chief Minister Kejriwal as 'legal'

and 'justified'. Kejriwal and the Aam Aadmi

Party (AAP) were dealt a blow by the court

when it admitted their involvement in the

liquor policy and the alleged scam. The court

said, courtesy the evidence and documents

of the Enforcement Directorate (ED), that

Kejriwal was involved in the conspiracy. He

had also asked for bribe as the national

coordinator of AAP. The bribe money was

spent in Goa elections. His money trail is also

clear. From the point of view of law, the Chief

Minister has no privilege that his arrest is

not made at the time of elections. The

material, facts, e-mails and WhatsApp chat

details presented by the ED before the court

are correct and sufficient. The investigating

agency has made the arrest on the basis of

evidence. Kejriwal can 'cross' the witnesses.

Justice Swarnakanta Sharma has seriously

remarked that pointing fingers at

government witnesses is an attack on the

court and the judge. The court is concerned

with constitutional morality. The court has

no political influence nor does it have

anything to do with election timing, election

tickets and electoral bonds. Statements of

government witnesses have been taken

before the judge under PMLA and Section

164. The provision of official witness is

hundreds of years old. In such a situation, it

cannot be said that these provisions were

used to implicate Kejriwal.

This matter is between ED and Kejriwal.

The Center has no role in this. Kejriwal had

challenged his arrest and remand in the High

Court, calling it wrong, but Justice

Swarnakanta Sharma rejected Kejriwal's

plea with these comments. Kejriwal and AAP

still have the constitutional option of

challenging this decision in the Supreme

Court, but the fact has been established at

the High Court level that Kejriwal is guilty

of the alleged crime of making liquor policy

and demanding bribe in the name of it. were

also involved. Of course, AAP leaders and

spokespersons keep arguing that even Rs 250

has not been recovered. To implicate

Kejriwal and send him to jail is the biggest

political conspiracy so far. BJP wants to

crush AAP and has plans to topple the Delhi

government. No matter how many

campaigns AAP runs at the political level,

there is concrete evidence before the court.

The court has also basically accepted them.

Statements of hawala operators are also

available. Details of statements, e-mails,

WhatsApp chats, meetings and meetings etc.

of those who have given bribe amount are

also available. Whom will Kejriwal and AAP

try to falsify? Actually Kejriwal is stuck in a

maze. His legal team and other advisors gave

bad advice. Kejriwal should not have

rejected 9 summons of ED. The legal

conclusions now in front are from the High

Court. No one's allegations are empty. The

situation has reached such a stage that if the

corruption of AAP is proved and Kejriwal's

crime as the national convenor of AAP is also

proved, then the Election Commission can

cancel the recognition of AAP.Apart from

the arguments like Sharath Reddy and

election donations of Rs 60 crore and the

accused being washed clean in the BJP's

washing machine, AAP's spokespersons will

have to give some more concrete arguments.

One thief cannot point fingers at another

thief and argue why action is not being taken

against him? If AAP's arguments have merit,

it can separately approach the apex court

against the 'thieves' who joined BJP. At

present Kejriwal and his associates are in jail

after being accused in the liquor scam. Bail

is also not easy in PMLA cases. Social and

public disillusionment towards Kejriwal will

also start coming to the fore. He must

remember the political purity and morality,

which he had declared when he entered.
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There will be no less challenges for BJP in West

Bengal, credibility at stake in the first phase itself.
TMC has fielded Jagdish Chandra Basunia here. There is a possibility of a tough competition between these two. Prime Minister Narendra

Modi and Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee have addressed election rallies in the area on the same day at an interval of a few hours. From

this the importance of this seat is understood. The credibility of BJP is at stake in the three seats where voting is to be held in the first phase

in West Bengal. The reason for this is that in the last elections it had won all three seats of Jalpaiguri, Cooch Behar and Alipurduar. This time

the party faces the challenge of maintaining its grip. By the way, the North Bengal region is also considered a strong stronghold of the saffron

party. In the year 2019, the party had won seven out of eight seats in the region, out of which six seats are reserved for Scheduled Castes and

Scheduled Tribes. This time, in a direct contest, Trinamool Congress has geared up to snatch these seats from BJP. But BJP is in a slight lead

on these three seats. Interestingly, out of the 37 candidates trying their luck for these three seats, ten are crorepatis. Of these, Cooch Behar

seat is especially the most important. Actually, BJP's Nishith Pramanik, who won here last time, is currently the Union Minister of State for

Home and this time too he is in the fray. But in recent times, this area has been in the news due to violent clashes between BJP and Trinamool

Congress workers. He has a thirty-six relationship with state government minister Udayan Guha. TMC has fielded Jagdish Chandra

Basunia here. There is a possibility of a tough competition between these two. Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Chief Minister Mamata

Banerjee have addressed election rallies in the area on the same day at an interval of a few hours. From this the importance of this seat is

understood. Keeping in mind the caste equations of this area, BJP had made Anant Rai Maharaj its Rajya Sabha candidate. He is the first

person from the state to reach the Upper House on a party ticket. Anant Maharaj heads a faction of the Greater Cooch Behar People's

Association which has been demanding the establishment of a separate union territory by merging the border areas of Bengal and Assam.

He belongs to the Koch-Rajbanshi community with a population of about 40 lakhs who are influential in the area. TMC candidate Nirmal

Kumar Rai is contesting against BJP's Jayant Kumar Rai in Jalpaiguri seat adjacent to Cooch Behar. This parliamentary constituency is full

of Dalits and tribals. Most of the tea gardens are also in this area. Last time, Jayant Rai had won here by a margin of about 1.85 lakh votes.

To counter the power of BJP, Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee has started many schemes for the Rajbanshi community. These include the

establishment of separate primary schools for the Rajbanshi community and declaring a government holiday on the birth anniversary of the

community's social reformer Panchanan Burma. Mamta has also assured to consider the demands of tea garden workers and increase the

minimum wage. The BJP has fielded party district chief Manoj Tigga in place of its previous winner and Union Minister John Barla on the

Alipurduar seat. There is some dissatisfaction in the party due to this. Barla was hoping for a ticket this time too. TMC is trying to capitalize

on this dissatisfaction here. Trinamool Congress has strengthened its position on this seat in the last five years. The party's Rajya Sabha

member Prakash Chik Barik has a strong hold on the tea garden workers of the area. Political analysts say that the support of ethnic groups

like Gorkha, Koch-Rajbanshi and Kamtapuri in the area has strengthened the ground under the feet of BJP. BJP has been winning the

Darjeeling seat since 2009 with the support of the Gorkha community. As far as the issues are concerned, in the seats where voting is to be

held in the first round, apart from the demand for a separate Union Territory, the biggest issues are the Citizenship (Amendment) Act and

the plight of tea gardens and their workers. Both the main contenders i.e. BJP and TMC are seeking support from the people by mentioning

their plans for the development of the area. Political analysts say that in the first round, BJP faces the challenge of retaining these seats.

Trinamool Congress has nothing to lose. If it snatches even one of these three seats from BJP, it can be considered a big success for it.

Drying taps in cities: Change in structure is the need of the hour; Only then will there be

a boost in income and development along with increased employment generation.

NITI

Aayog has said in its 2018 report that 'Ground water level in 21 major cities is going to reach near zero, which will affect more than 10 crore

people.' In the internet age, big claims vanish within a few hours. Last week, Kerala's Industry and Law Minister P. Rajeev encouraged the

IT companies of Bangalore, which are facing water shortage, to come to Kerala. He said that 'There are 44 small and big rivers in Kerala and

there is no problem of water here.' But this phrase could not last long, because the reality of the gap between supply and demand soon came

to light. Within three days of the minister's claims, reports of 'Bangalore-like days in Kochi' made headlines and people in Thiruvananthapuram

complained of dry taps. There is hardly any city in the country where people do not have to face water shortage and atrocities of the tanker

mafia. You can find out the cities with water cuts and those supplying water through tankers on Google. Due to falling groundwater level in

Lucknow, old wells are being revived in 49 areas. A door-to-door campaign called 'Jal Teerth' is being run in Varanasi to conserve water and

preserve water bodies. On World Water Day, Amar Ujala published a news titled 'Ganga Kinare, Pyasi Kashi', in which it was told about the

falling groundwater level. The situation in the national capital Delhi or the tourist center Jaipur is also not much different. The people of

Mumbai have accepted declared and unannounced water cuts as normal. Pune, which is emerging as a major start-up hub, is seeing towers

more than twenty storeys high, while the existing

colonies are facing water crisis. Home owners in the

Thane-Raigarh-Panvel area will have to make do

with one-hour water supply and take polluted

water from tankers. In such a situation, is there a

need to amend the Real Estate (Regulation and

Development) Act to guarantee water?

Remember, these cities are powering India's

growth story. Politically, 100 of the 543 Lok Sabha

seats are urban in nature, yet the water crisis is not an

issue in the political discussion or the current

election campaign. In my book Accidental India, I

have said that water is a silent crisis waiting to be

solved. NITI Aayog has said in its 2018 report that

describes the extent of the crisis, the public failures

and private solutions, and the shift away from

government provision to paid services. The irony is that now the community which used to avail the facilities by paying is also suffering.
Scenes of such crisis are visible in all cities. In most cities, water tankers reach residential areas early in the morning. VS in Mumbai Tanker

suppliers on the route can be seen offering RO-treated or filtered water. Bottled water companies in urban settlements have taken advantage

of this opportunity. The truth is that urbanization in India has happened in an unplanned manner. Every city in India is dependent on water

reservoirs located in rural areas, often between 50 and 100 kilometres. Bangalore receives water from the Dead Reservoir and the Kaveri

River, a hundred kilometers away. Chennai draws water from Cholavaram and Veeranam lakes. Delhi depends on groundwater and the

Sonia Vihar water treatment plant, which takes water from the Ganga and Yamuna. Mumbai is dependent on seven lakes, including the

Upper Vaitarna, 150 km away. Water crisis persists due to poor availability and disorganized management. India has about 16 percent of the

global population and four percent of water resources. India's population is as large as that of China, but according to World Bank data, the

per capita availability of freshwater in India is half that of China. India receives 3,880 billion cubic meters of rainfall annually, but it barely

takes advantage of 1,999 billion cubic metres. About 249 billion cubic meters of groundwater is exploited in the country, but 89 percent of it

is used in agriculture. It is clear that policy makers should pay attention to the shortcomings of availability and management. There is no

dearth of studies or solutions. The primary emphasis needs to be on improving the efficiency of utilization of food production. There is a need

to prepare the crop map again beyond the theme of ‘more crops per drop’. For example, in water-scarce areas, cultivation of paddy or

sugarcane will have to be stopped. This will provide relief from unbalanced and excessive use of water in farming. There is also a need to

reshape water usage and recycling. Two global examples are worth noting. In 2019, Singapore set a target to recycle 70 percent of its water

by 2030. The island nation is also aiming to save about 9 million gallons of water per day. Of course, Singapore is a small country, but its water

recycling efforts could be a model for urban India. The second case is that of Israel, which is in a geographical area of water scarcity. More

than 70 percent of the crops here are drip irrigated. Its water desalination plants produce 700 million cubic meters of water annually, Out of

which it exports about 200 million cubic meters of water to Jordan. Israel has set a target of desalinating 1.2 billion cubic meters of water

annually by 2030. India currently has four water desalination plants and with a coastline of over 7,500 km, India can also take advantage of

this solution. True, improvements in availability and change management require new components and resources. But it is equally true that

these structural changes are needed to maintain the aspiration of $100 trillion GDP. And investment in this will boost employment generation,

income and development.
