Mayawati's 'separate state'

BSP chief Mayawati has raised the issue of
making Western Uttar Pradesh a separate,
autonomous state during the election
campaign. Even when Mayawati was the
Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh during 2007-
12, she was vocal on this issue. Under the
former Prime Minister of the country
Chaudhary Charan Singh and even after
him, movements and campaigns were
launched to make this area a state called
'Green Pradesh’'. ‘Harit Pradesh’ was one of
the important issues of Rashtriya Lok Dal.
Since Western Uttar Pradesh is an area with
majority population of Jats, farmers and
Gurjars, whose basic occupation is
agriculture, there was repeated talk of
naming it 'Green Pradesh', but now the issue
raised by Mayawati has lost its emotional
significance as 'Green Pradesh'. It is more
political and electoral rather than connected
to it. There are no chances that BSP will get
any big advantage in the general elections in
2024, because Mayawati is not that active
politically. It is not easy to create a new,
separate state by reorganizing a land or
area. For a separate state, it is very essential
to have culture, language and people's
movement. The process of reorganization of
states on linguistic basis started in 1953, when
the process of making Andhra Pradesh the
first linguistic state was started. The new
state of ‘Andhra Pradesh’ was reorganized
by separating parts of the erstwhile Mysore
State and Madras State. In 201314, Andhra
Pradesh was divided and a new, separate
state of ‘Telangana’ was created. The States
Reorganization Commission is an institution
of the Government of India, which carries
out the process of forming a new, separate
state. The Commission also settles various
disputes between states.

Political support alone is not enough to
create a separate state, the aim is not to
establish an independent administrative unit,
but language and culture are important
factors. The problems were not solved only
after Andhra Pradesh was made a separate
state on linguistic basis. The States
Reorganization Commission conducted a
comprehensive study of this issue and
concluded in 1955 that linguistic was the
strongest basis for creating a separate state.
The state is not just an administrative unit,
a separate, independent government, there
the process and functioning of democratic
institutions should also be emotional.
Language can be the appropriate answer in
this context. There is also the question of the
effects of administration. Sometimes
effectiveness is also determined by the size
of the administrative unit. About two and a
half decades ago, ‘Harit Pradesh’ was the
most important issue of RLD. Not today.
During this period, demands for separate
states on the basis of linguistic basis and
regional history and culture started
becoming vocal. As a result the states of
Jharkhand, Uttarakhand, Chhattisgarh
were created. Their original states - Bihar,
Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh were
such huge states that despite partition, the
demands for some more separate states kept
echoing. A report by the Parliamentary
Committee on Housing and Urban Affairs
estimated that urban India's share in
national GDP is 65 per cent, so urban
dominance could change the political
dimensions and dynamics in the state.
Autonomous control over the taxes received
by the state government will also be
determined by this supremacy. The issue of
Western Uttar Pradesh will be of a relatively
economically weaker area.Telangana was
also a farming region, which had its own
economic differences. Many such differences
with Andhra Pradesh have not been resolved
even today, but Telangana has control over
Hyderabad, this is very important. In 2021-
22, Telangana got about 79 percent of its
revenue from its own tax collection, while
Andhra Pradesh could get only 50 percent.

Climate change: The heat on the poor should
be an issue, discussion on it iIs very important

Extreme heat has different impacts on people in a country with deep inequalities. But there is no discussion among the politicians on what
will be done for the poor who have to work outside in the scorching heat. As the elections in the world's largest democracy are approaching,
the political temperature is rising. At the same time, extreme heat is also engulfing a large part of India. But surprisingly, climate change is
not mentioned among the issues being debated by politicians. it's embarrassing. Due to climate change, extreme heat and erratic weather
events are affecting every part and region of the country. Extreme heat affects the health and well-being of all sections of people, especially
women, children and the elderly. Able working adults — farmers, construction workers, cobblers, street vendors, delivery boys — are also
affected and this has a cascading effect on the economy, agriculture, food, nutrition etc. While every political party talks about the poor
during the election season, how many politicians publicly admit that while heat affects everyone, it does not affect everyone equally. Millions
of the country's poor, who are part of our informal economy, do not live in air-conditioned homes or lush green areas with adequate
greenery. They cannot stay indoors, as is recommended when the heat rises, or drink ice-cold water or stay in the shade for long periods of
time. They work outside homes. Extreme heat has different impacts on people in a country with deep inequalities. But there is no discussion
among politicians on what will be done for the poor who have to work outside in the scorching heat. Recently, climate campaigner Avinash
Chanchal exposed some harsh truths on Twitter. According to National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) data, there were 530 deaths due to
heat in the year 2020, 374 deaths in the year 2021 and 730 deaths in the year 2022. Still, as Chanchal further pointed out, the heat wave is not
a national disaster. Although there are heat action plans in our country, there is no special fund from the central government for services
related to it. It is believed that the number of deaths due to heat wave in the country could be much higher, because information about many
such deaths is not recorded due to various reasons. NCRB has published information of 8,060 deaths under the heading 'Accidents due to
natural causes', out of which 35.8 percent deaths are due to lightning, 9.1 percent deaths are due to heat wave or extreme heat and 8.9
percent deaths are due to cold. Are these accidental deaths caused by accidents or are these avoidable deaths? Could these people have been
saved? Deaths due to extreme heat or heat wave are not just statistics. They were real people, who had families. What's more, heat-related
deaths don't tell the whole story, because extreme heat can complicate other health problems even if it doesn't result in death. The seriousness
of the situation can be gauged from the fact that this year the Indian Meteorological Department (IMD) had issued a warning on April 1
itself. The warning issued by IMD shows the rising temperatures this summer, due to which there is a deadly heat wave situation in many
areas. Recently IMD has launched Heat Index, which provides information about the effect of humidity on high temperatures and thus
makes humans feel such temperatures, which is seen as a sign of discomfort for humans. . This underlines the need for extra care to minimize
discomfort. But it is also important to understand that not all areas within the same city feel the heat equally. The environment in areas
where there are many trees and greenery feels cooler, as compared to areas where there are less trees and more buildings. Elderly people
and small children suffering from various health problems are more likely to fall ill when the heat increases, despite not being exposed to
direct sunlight. It is not always safe to stay inside if the houses do not have ventilation, the structure of the house is weak and the availability
of clean drinking water is not good. For people who get heatstroke, it's important to know what makes them vulnerable and what happens
when the heart pumps harder to keep the body cool in response to the heat. When people feel heatstroke, people start sweating and the body
starts losing water rapidly and in such a situation, the heart, lungs and kidneys may start getting damaged. In such a situation, imagine what
happens to those people who live in places where there is no electricity for long periods, who do not have backup inverters and who cannot
afford air conditioners. Air cooler also does not work in humid areas. Even if the temperature in an area is below 40 degrees Celsius, the
health risk will depend on the humidity there. High humidity prevents sweat from escaping and prevents the body from cooling down. Due
to this, the risk of heat stroke may be higher than in places with low humidity. Many Indian cities and states have heat action plans. First in
2013 The initiative was taken by the Hamdabad Municipal Corporation and its partners after the devastating heat wave of 2010, in which
more than 1,344 people died. Many Indian cities have since prepared their own Heat Action Plan, which acts as an early warning system.
But the poor need support and medical care when needed to cope with extreme heat waves; warning systems alone will not suffice.

If a person's family
members have had this type of problem, then other people may also be at risk. The problem
of hemophilia has been seen more in men than in women. How to know if you have this
problem - Symptoms of hemophilia vary depending on the clotting factors. If you bleed without
any reason or if excessive blood comes out after a small cut and it cannot be controlled by
normal means, then it can be considered a sign of hemophilia. Excessive bleeding due to cuts
or injuries, abnormal bleeding due to vaccination or injection, blood in urine or stool, bleeding
from the nose are signs that you may have hemophilia. What to do if you have hemophilia?
People who are diagnosed with hemophilia receive clotting proteins through a tube into a
vein for treatment. Blood clot formation can also be promoted through some types of medicines.
Health experts say, such people should take extra precautions to avoid injury or any kind of
cut. In some situations, severe bleeding can even be fatal.
