Badhte Kadam: Signs of strong economy, hope
of increase in speed due to stability in new regime

The signs that are emerging of India's economy moving forward rapidly will get economic wings from the new stable government after June
4. In the national-international reports and various market analyses being published these days, it is being said that the auspicious signs that
are emerging of India's economy moving forward rapidly will get economic wings from the new stable government after June 4. Three
important reasons are being cited for the possibilities of such a strong economic scenario. One is the strong accounts of India's financial and
non-financial sectors. Two, the record dividend given to the Government of India by the Reserve Bank and three, the record high of the
stock market. The International Monetary Fund (IMF) has said that India's growth rate will be 6.8 percent in the year 2024-25. The World
Bank has projected the growth rate to be 6.6 percent. According to the Asian Development Outlook Report, the growth rate can be 7
percent. The country's leading economic experts are of the opinion that while the growth rate in the last financial year 2023-24 is more than
seven percent, it will be seen at the level of 6.5 to seven percent by the next decade. According to various reports, direct tax collection in India
has increased by 17.7 percent to Rs 19.58 lakh crore in the year 2023-24. GST has been at the highest level in 2023-24. Its size has been Rs
20.18 lakh crore, which is 11.7 percent more than the previous year. The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) on May 22 has approved a dividend
of Rs 2.11 lakh crore to the Government of India in the financial year 2023-24. In the interim budget for the current financial year 2024-25,
the government had estimated to get Rs 1.02 lakh crore from the dividend of the Reserve Bank and public sector banks. In such a situation,
the dividend given by the Reserve Bank is 107 percent more than the budget estimate. In a way, this is like an unexpected profit of Rs 1.09
lakh crore for the government in the current financial year. Also, it is 142 percent more than last year's dividend of Rs 87,416 crore. It is
noteworthy that as per the recommendation of the Bimal Jalan Committee, after the implementation of the new economic capital framework,
the central bank gave a surplus of Rs 1.76 lakh crore to the government in 2018-19. The Jalan Committee found out how much surplus the
government should get from the Reserve Bank. In the financial year 2023-24, RBI has increased the contingency risk buffer to 6.5 percent.
The Jalan Committee had proposed to keep it in the range of 5.5 to 6.5 percent of RBI's balance sheet. The Indian stock market has reached
arecord high after the Reserve Bank's decision to give a record dividend to the government and the projections of India's high growth rate
in the year 2024-25 by global economic organizations and global credit rating agencies. It is no small matter that with the total market
capitalization of companies listed on the BSE crossing five trillion dollars, India has become the fifth largest country in the world to reach this
milestone. After the Corona period, the interest of Indian domestic retail investors has increased in the stock market. In the last 10 years,
demat accounts have increased from 23 million to 150 million and the number of mutual fund investors has increased from one crore to 45
million. The situation is that where has the stock market reached in the last 10 years, the Sensex which was at 25,000 points has now reached
a height of more than 75,000 points today. Lakhs of small investors are enthusiastically connected to the market today. India is the fourth
largest stock market in the world and the confidence of global investors has also increased in the Indian stock market. Now such economic
strength will increase foreign direct investment (FDI) in the country. This will improve the business environment in India. An important
aspect of FDI is that foreign investors also bring technical expertise. Certainly, the rapid growth of the stock market and the bumper
dividend of Rs 2.11 lakh crore given to the government by the Reserve Bank will greatly help the new government in expenditure management.
