Why is Lord Ram angry with

BJP?
Why did the Ram temple in Ayodhya not

help the BJP in the elections? Why did the

Ram temple not become the main issue of

the 2024 general elections? Is Lord Ram

angry with the BJP? The ceremony of

consecration of the idol of Shri Ram was

scheduled for January 22, 2024 with the aim

that the Ram temple will remain a major

issue till the elections and polarization will

take place in view of that. The BJP will

benefit electorally. Whoever organized the

consecration of the Ram temple on the

surface, its mastermind, the first host, was

Prime Minister Modi. The focus was on him.

Like a Ram devotee, walking on foot and

carrying the aarti thali, the Prime Minister

went to the Ram idol. All the rituals of

worship were performed. After that event,

instructions were given to the booth level

cadre to bring the devotees to Ayodhya, so

that they can easily have darshan of Lord

Ram. The double engine governments of the

BJP had spent more than Rs 70,000 crore

on the revival, development and expansion

of Ayodhya. The face of Ayodhya changed,

but the voters of Ayodhya defeated BJP

candidate Lallu Singh by more than 54,000

votes. Lallu Singh was elected as the MP of

Ayodhya (Faizabad) twice in a row in 2014

and 2019. Not only this, 26 Union Ministers

also lost the election. Union Ministers like

Smriti Irani, Mahendra Pandey, Kaushal

Kishore, Sadhvi Niranjan Jyoti, Ajay

Mishra, Bhanu Pratap Verma etc. were

elected as MPs from UP. This time BJP was

defeated in 4-5 other parliamentary

constituencies around Ayodhya. BJP's vote

percentage decreased from 50 percent to 41

percent and it slipped down to 29 seats,

while SP's vote percentage jumped from

18.11 percent to 33.5 percent. SP's 32 seats

increased in this election itself. Congress also

got 6 MPs, which has only 2 MLAs. Why

did Lord Ram get upset with BJP so

suddenly? Experts believed that BJP could

win more than 70 out of 80 seats. It was

because of UP that BJP failed to get a clear

majority in the Lok Sabha. The question is

whether the misleading issues like changing

the constitution, ending democracy, ending

the reservation system proved so effective

that even Ram bhakts rejected BJP and

voted for the party whose Chief Minister had

ordered the killing of Ram bhakts and kar

sevaks by firing bullets at them. Former

Ayodhya (Faizabad) MP Lallu Singh had

also given a statement that BJP needs 400

seats so that the desired changes can be made

in the constitution. The opposition alliance

'India' misinterpreted it that BJP wants to

change the constitution itself. If the

constitution is changed, the reservation

system will also end. This had a tremendous

impact on Dalits, tribals, OBCs and despite

being Ram bhakts, they mobilized and

voted against BJP. The polarization of votes

was such that Prime Minister Modi won from

Varanasi seat by just over 1.52 lakh votes.

In 2019, he had won by more than four lakh

votes. Prime Minister Modi kept assuring

the public throughout the election that now

even Baba Ambedkar cannot change the

constitution. India is the world's largest

democracy and will remain so in future, but

the opposition's allegations had a great

impact on the reserved class. There must

have been some local issues of Ayodhya,

adequate compensation must not have been

given for the acquired land, as a result the

reaction went against the BJP and the

election results are in front of us. Still, the

BJP alone has won 240 seats in the Lok

Sabha, which is an unprecedented mandate.

In 1985, the country gave a mandate of 404

seats in favor of the Congress, after which

no party has been able to win more than

232. Ayodhya is the most important political

land for the BJP, of course the party

continues to consider it as 'faith'. The BJP

will definitely think about Ayodhya.
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Lok Sabha elections: If it remains the B-team of regional parties,

then the path of Congress will be difficult even in 2029
Congress got 44 seats in 2014 and 52 seats in 2019. This time its seats have increased, but except Punjab (7) and Kerala (13), Congress has

not been able to become the largest party in any state on its own strength. In the Hindi belt, Congress has remained a B-partner for years.

The picture of the Lok Sabha is now absolutely clear. The Bharatiya Janata Party under the leadership of Narendra Modi has emerged as

the largest party with 240 seats, while the Congress under the leadership of Rahul Gandhi has won 99 seats and is at number two. Most of

the remaining seats have gone to the account of regional parties. It is almost clear that the National Democratic Alliance (NDA) under the

leadership of Narendra Modi will remain in power for the next five years. Looking at the current performance, it seems a bit difficult to see

any possibility for Congress in the year 2029, because the seats of Congress have increased, but it is behind in direct competition with BJP.

Even today, in many states, Congress remains the B-team of regional parties, while BJP has now become a pan-India party. In states like

Punjab and Tamil Nadu, BJP is running alone, leaving its A-partner. In Odisha, it is forming the government in the state, leaving Biju

Janata Dal. Let us first talk about Congress. In the year 2014, Congress got 44 seats and in the year 2019, it got 52 seats. This time its seats

have increased, but except Punjab (7) and Kerala (13), Congress has not been able to become the largest party in any state on its own

strength. In the Hindi belt, Congress has remained a B-partner for years. In Bihar, Congress has got three seats due to Rashtriya Janata Dal

(RJD) and in Uttar Pradesh, six seats due to Samajwadi Party (SP). In Maharashtra, Congress has certainly won the maximum 13 seats, but

here too it had an alliance with Sharad Pawar and Uddhav Thackeray. In the states where Congress fought alone, it either lagged behind

BJP or remained equal. In Rajasthan, where there was a direct competition with BJP, Congress got 8 seats (BJP got 14), Karnataka got 9

(BJP got 17), Assam got 3 (BJP got 9), Haryana got 5 (BJP got 5), Telangana got 8 (BJP got 8) seats. Congress's account was not opened in

states like Jammu and Kashmir, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh, Mizoram, Madhya Pradesh, Andhra

Pradesh. Congress got only 1 seat each in Gujarat, Odisha, Chhattisgarh, while it got 2 seats in Jharkhand. Congress has got 13.7 crore

(21.19 percent) votes in this election across the country, which is much less than BJP. BJP has got 23.6 crore (36.56 percent) votes in the

country. Talking about the performance of BJP in the Lok Sabha elections, the party had 303 seats in the year 2019, which was its best

performance till date. In this election, the party has won 208 out of these 303 seats again, that is, it has regained 68 percent of its seats. There

were 33 seats in the country where BJP candidates got only 6 lakh votes less than the winning candidates, like in Chandigarh the party lost

by only 2504 votes. Compared to the year 2019, the party won 32 new seats and became a pan India party. BJP has won 12 seats in Odisha,

4 in Telangana, 3 in Maharashtra, 3 in Andhra Pradesh, 2 in West Bengal, 1 in Bihar, 1 in Dadra Nagar Haveli, 1 in Chhattisgarh, 1 in

Andaman and Nicobar, 1 in Uttar Pradesh, 1 in Madhya Pradesh, 1 in Karnataka and 1 in Kerala. BJP's performance was not good in

Uttar Pradesh, Maharashtra, West Bengal and Rajasthan. If the party had repeated its previous performance in these states, it would have

had more than 300 seats. Although the party has won all 29 seats in Madhya Pradesh, the vote percentage has decreased. In Gujarat, the

party has won 25 out of 26 seats, but the vote percentage has fallen. In Rajasthan, the party could win only 14 out of 25 seats this time and

its vote percentage has fallen. In West Bengal, the party could win only 12 out of 42 seats. In Maharashtra, the party had won 23 seats in the

last election, but this time it was reduced to only 9 seats. If the party had not won 20 out of 21 seats in Odisha, 10 out of 11 in Chhattisgarh,

all 7 in Delhi, all 5 in Uttarakhand, all 4 seats in Himachal Pradesh, then it would have been difficult to get 200 seats. In this election, BJP had

a direct contest with Congress on 92 seats, out of which BJP managed to win 50 seats. There is a perception that BJP does not get seats and

votes in the states of South India, but this time BJP has got more votes than Congress in the South. BJP secured 3,94,65,778 votes in the

southern states, while Congress got 3,91,65,682 votes. There are 131 seats in the south. Here Congress contested on 94 seats and BJP on 88

seats. In a state like Tamil Nadu, BJP may not have won a single seat, but the party got 18 percent votes, which is 11 percent more than the

last election. BJP also fought alone in Punjab. Although it did not get a single seat, the party was ahead in 23 assembly seats. In Punjab,

Congress got a lead in 38 assembly seats, Aam Aadmi Party got a lead in 32 assembly seats and Shiromani Akali Dal got a lead in 9 assembly

seats. If Congress has to return to power after five years, then it will have to win the states of North India on its own. Forming a B-team in

states like Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Tamil Nadu will not work. Those big states and those with direct contest will not be able to win. It can

return to power only by defeating BJP in the states. BJP has learnt big lessons from this election. If it corrects its mistakes, it can return to

power after five years. The next five years are going to be very important for both the big parties of the country.

The social

media content creator industry in

India is growing at a rate of 25

percent, which is expected to reach

$290.3 million by 2025. Social media

influencers are now becoming an

accessible way to reach a large

audience at a low cost. Today, there

are about 80 million content creators

in India. Research by digital marketing agency I Cubes Wire shows that about 35 percent of customers' purchasing decisions are being

taken by watching social media influencer posts, reels and videos. Social media users are taking advantage of their large fan following as

'social media influencers' and it is rapidly emerging as a new medium of advertising. Social media is making ordinary internet users stars.

Social media influencers have emerged as a major tool for promotion of individuals and brands. Social media is an unconventional medium

of advertising, which is different from all other media. It creates a virtual world, the user of which can reach any internet connected person

using any platform of social media etc. A social media influencer is a common person who has many followers on various platforms. He uses

his popularity to advertise various types of products. The return on investment in this is higher than other advertising mediums. Millions of

youth of the country are looking at social media influencers as a better career option. While social media influencers are creating a new

dimension in the world of advertisements, they are also eliminating celebrity status in advertisements, where people among us are becoming

stars. Since there is enough potential in the internet market in India, this era of social media influencers will continue for now, but there are

some concerns too. India's influencer marketing industry needs regulation, so that misrepresentation of facts can be avoided. In January

2023, the Ministry of Consumer Affairs of India issued guidelines for this and declared that such guidelines are necessary to protect consumer

interests. Celebrities advertising on social media will also be covered under this. Influencers will have to pay a fine of up to Rs 10 lakh for

misleading advertisements and not following the regulatory guidelines. A fine of up to Rs 50 lakh will have to be paid for continuous

contempt. Also, the endorser can be barred from doing any kind of endorsement for two to six months. Action can also be taken to block the

concerned platform. Social media influencers need to be self-regulated so that they can participate in policy making, so that there is a positive

impact on this industry. People's fascination with the players and cine stars involved in traditional advertisements has not diminished

completely, but it has definitely started. Time has to decide who will win in the battle between these two.

Let's know about

this guideline in detail- Why is rock or black salt better- Rock salt and black

salt are considered healthier than table salt or normal salt due to the presence

of more minerals like potassium, calcium, magnesium, iron and manganese.

Unlike white salt, rock salt is not refined and is present in its pure crystal form.

Is high intake of these salts right? According to ICMR guidelines, rock and

black salt can be easily identified by their color, texture and smell. Rock salt is

one of the purest forms of salt. However, regardless of the variety of salt, they

should be consumed in limited quantities, as they contain almost the same

amount of sodium. Disadvantages of eating too much salt - Eating

too much salt increases the risk of increased blood pressure and heart disease. Excessive salt intake can also affect stomach health and cause gastric cancer. Apart from increasing blood

pressure, excessive salt can also affect the mucous membrane of the stomach and increase the risk of gastritis, atrophy and gastric cancer. According to ICMR, excess sodium can affect the

health of our bones by reducing their density, as high levels of this compound can lead to excessive calcium excretion.
