72 ministers including Prime Minister Modi

took the oath of office and secrecy. With that,

the Rajdharma of the new central

government began. This is a moment to

celebrate the diversity and strength of the

world's largest democracy. It is also a

moment to express gratitude to the Election

Commission, other institutions, employees

and the process. The voters of the country

have given the mandate. This coalition

government is also a symbol of the people's

will, because majority and Rajdharma are

inherent in the coalition itself. Since this is a

coalition government, there is no mandate

of majority in favor of any one party, it does

not mean that we should cry about the

continuity and stability of the coalition or

hide behind the guise of coalition to make

excuses. This is the NDA-3 government

under the leadership of Prime Minister Modi

and is a continuation of 2014. The only

difference is that the BJP has not got the

majority and the stability of the government

is only with the support of the coalition's

constituent parties. This is not exactly the

case, because when the Narasimha Rao

government was formed in 1991, the

Congress had only 232 MPs. The

government lasted for five years, but it is a

different matter that some taints and stains

were attached to it, which defame democracy.

To prove majority in the House, MPs were

bought, some were lured with ministerial

posts. More or less, now BJP has 240 MPs

and some definite supporters. Perhaps, there

will not be a need for buying and selling for

majority. However, in the current context,

we should not worry only about Telugu

Desam Party (TDP) and JD-U. They also

need a like-minded Government of India,

which can fulfill their basic needs. The states

of both the parties are poor and destitute.

Both the states are debtors. No other

government can address their needs. The

Rajdharma of Prime Minister Modi's

government is that whenever a big and

serious decision has to be taken, the leaders

of all the allied parties should be present at

the discussion table and the decision should

be taken unanimously. The Prime Minister

himself has expressed such sentiments. Atal

Bihari Vajpayee and Dr. Manmohan Singh

were also Prime Ministers of coalition

governments, who served their tenures very

well. Dr. Manmohan Singh was the Prime

Minister of a coalition government for 10

years. Many major reform decisions in the

telecom, pension, system of controlling

government deficit, electricity and insurance

sector were taken during the Vajpayee

government. During the Manmohan

government, apart from sensitive decisions

like the civil nuclear agreement with

America, MNREGA, food security,

compulsory-free primary education, right to

information, land acquisition law etc. were

passed. Apart from these, major decisions

like handing over petroleum products to the

market were also taken. Since BJP is now in

minority, this is the period of litmus test of

the NDA coalition government, coalition

dharma and the Rajdharma of the Modi

government. However, we do not see any

major crisis or political rift, because

Chandrababu Naidu and Nitish Kumar are

also in favor of economic development and

economic reforms. Still, the real challenge will

come when the Prime Minister will call both

TDP and JD-U to the decision table and

consensus will not be reached. Anyway,

Prime Minister Modi has termed the NDA

as 'organic' and 'most successful' coalition.

He understands the essence of the mandate

and understands the differences between

different states and parties, so some

compromise is also expected. Prime Minister

Modi is envisioning such a center that moves

forward taking the states along with it and

listens to them carefully. He has also talked

about the model of competitive and

cooperative federalism.
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Shivraj Singh Chauhan: The challenge of making

farming a business of economic and political benefits
PM Modi entrusted Shivraj Singh Chauhan with the responsibility of the Agriculture Ministry with a budget of more than Rs. 3 lakh crores.

He also gave the Rural Development Department. But for Shivraj, the issue of agriculture is not only big in terms of budget but it is the most

challenging department today, in which along with solving the problems of the farmers, the political interests of the party are also involved.

Regarding the Modi 3.0 cabinet, the eyes of the whole country and especially Madhya Pradesh were on whether the former Chief Minister

of the state Shivraj Singh Chauhan is taken into the Union Cabinet or not and if he is taken, then what will be his status in the cabinet, which

department will he get. Most observers felt that Shivraj should get the Agriculture Ministry, of which Shivraj is largely considered an expert

and farmer. That is what happened, PM Modi entrusted Shivraj Singh Chauhan with the responsibility of the Agriculture Ministry with a

budget of more than Rs. 3 lakh crores. He also gave the Rural Development Department. But for Shivraj, the issue of agriculture is not only

big in terms of budget, but it is the most challenging department today, in which along with solving the problems of the farmers, the political

interests of the party are also involved. That is, how can farming become a business of political benefit for the BJP, rather than just economic

profit? Especially in three states of the country, Punjab, Haryana and Western Uttar Pradesh and partially Rajasthan, there has been deep

dissatisfaction over the three agricultural laws withdrawn earlier and the policies of the Modi government so far in relation to farmers. The

result of this was that in the Lok Sabha elections, the farmers in these states gave a big blow to the BJP. Because the government's policy of

'Ekala Chalo' has failed in the case of farmers. Understanding the demands and problems of the farmers and finding an acceptable solution

accordingly and that too without getting the credit written in his account is a big challenge before Shivraj ji. His predecessor Agriculture

Minister Narendra Singh Tomar did not get the expected success in dealing with the farmers' movement. Lack of expected dialogue between

the government and the farmers was also a reason for this. Before

introducing the three agricultural laws, which Modiji had to

withdraw, it was not considered necessary to hold a wide

debate on them and know the public opinion. Whether there will be

any change in this attitude now or not, it remains to be seen. This

question is also because Shivraj has the art of public connect. If

he wants and is given the freedom to do so, he can find a widely

accepted solution to the farmers' displeasure. A fundamental

difference between Shivraj and his predecessor Union Agriculture

Minister Narendra Singh Tomar is that Tomar basically comes from

an urban background, while Shivraj comes completely from a

farming and rural background. Therefore, he understands

the problems and expectations of the farmers better. After

becoming the Chief Minister of Madhya Pradesh, he had announced that his first priority is to make farming a profitable business. He did

a lot of work in this direction in his first three tenures. The agricultural GDP of the state grew by an average of 7% per annum from 2005-

06 to 2022-23, which was more than the national average of 3.8% for the decade. During Shivraj's tenure as Chief Minister, MP received

Krishi Karman Award seven times for better performance in the field of agricultural production and scheme operation. Not only this, the

irrigation capacity of MP also increased 6 times to 43 lakh hectares. A bonus scheme was started on the purchase of farmers' crops at the

support price. More than 80% of the farmers of the state benefited from this scheme. Farmers got better compensation in times of disaster.

Under his leadership, the state has received Krishi Karman Award seven times. Along with this, the state is also grappling with a new

problem, that is, inadequate grain storage system in proportion to the huge increase in agricultural production and lack of proper food

processing industries for local produce. Shivraj is well aware of these problems. It is hoped that he will also solve these problems of MP. This

was the reason that the participation of farmers of MP in the long-running farmers' movement in Delhi was negligible. However, the death

of four farmers due to police firing on farmers agitating over MSP in Mandsaur is definitely recorded as a black mark on Shivraj's tenure.

The Modi government brought three agricultural laws in its second term in 2020. As soon as this bill was passed in the Parliament, the

farmers of the northern states took to the streets. Some political parties and voluntary organizations also played a big role in fueling this

discontent. Despite this, it was also true that the government was not able to give any concrete and satisfactory answer to the apprehensions

of the farmers while bringing this bill. Of the three agricultural laws brought by the Modi government, the first was the Essential Commodities

(Amendment) Act: In this law, there was a provision to remove grains, pulses, oilseeds, edible oil, onion, potatoes from the list of essential

commodities so that competition in the market increases. Farmers should get better prices for their produce. The second was the Agricultural

Produce Trade and Commerce (Promotion and Facilitation) Act: Under this, farmers could sell their produce even outside the agricultural

market. For this, farmers and buyers did not have to pay any fee. The third was the Farmers (Empowerment and Protection) Price

Assurance and Agreement on Agricultural Services Act: The main objective of this law was to get farmers a fixed price for their crop. Under

this, a farmer could enter into an agreement with a trader even before growing the crop. Delivery of crop to the farmer  Two-thirds of the

amount was to be paid at the time of settlement and the rest was to be paid in 30 days. If one party broke the agreement, a fine would be

imposed on it. But the farmers of the three states were not happy with the provisions of these laws. They wanted the government to buy all

their produce at MSP (minimum support price). This MSP should also be according to the report of the Swaminathan Commission (whom

the government awarded Bharat Ratna this year) and the government should not only announce the MSP but also give its legal guarantee.

Currently, the Government of India gives MSP on a total of 23 crops. During the farmers' movement, it is said that the government had also

agreed to guarantee MSP on selected crops, but the agitating farmers did not agree to this. The second fear was the weak system of

protecting farmers' interests if corporate farming was approved. There was a fear that if the crop is damaged, the farmer may also lose his

land to the corporates. Due to these reasons, the farmers' movement continued for almost a year on the border of Delhi, which ultimately

weakened after the withdrawal of these laws by PM Modi. Some experts believe that the intention behind bringing the agricultural reform

law was right, but the method was wrong. The BJP benefited from the move of withdrawing the agricultural law in the 2022 UP assembly

elections. But there was no solution to the demands of the farmers. The government is not ready to give a legal guarantee of MSP on all

crops. It believes that if this is done, then the government will have to bear an unbearable financial burden on purchasing all the crops.

Secondly, when the raw material becomes expensive, all food items will also become expensive, due to which the government will have to face

the displeasure of the common consumer, especially the middle and lower class. Not only the middle and lower class, the farmer himself can

also face problems, because he may be the producer of some crops, but he is the consumer of other things. Now another new big challenge

in the case of farming is the frequently changing weather. Due to the changing mood of the weather, a good crop gets ruined at the last

moment and the farmer is left with nothing but to hold his head. Bad or tainted crops are not even sold properly. Now the big challenge

before the new Agriculture Minister of the country, Shivraj Singh, will be to present a universally acceptable solution to the angry farmers.

In view of the increasing risk of infection, the central government has issued

an alert to the states and appealed to continue taking preventive measures.

According to media reports, the central government has written a letter saying

that people in the affected states need to take special precautions. Health teams

should also be cautious while visiting these areas.

People with weak immunity have been seen to

be at higher risk of this infectious disease. How to stay safe from infection? People who are diagnosed with this infectious disease are given antibiotics for treatment. In case of severe

leptospirosis infection, hospitalization may also be required. To avoid the risks of infection, it is most important that you avoid coming in contact with contaminated water. Also keep distance

from contact with animals. Use clean water for drinking or boil water and drink it after cooling it. If you have a wound anywhere on your body, take proper care of it. The central

government has said in a letter to the states that the health workers working in the affected areas should also take special care of their health.
