The Union Council of Ministers clearly

indicates that this is a government of

continuity. Prime Minister Modi is not at all

concerned about the tension of BJP's

minority and the pressures and questions of

the coalition. After assuming office, the Prime

Minister first signed the file of 'Kisan

Samman Nidhi', but none of the ministers

were aware of it. The Prime Minister

released Rs 20,000 crore for 9.30 crore

farmers. The 17th installment of farmers was

given. In the first cabinet meeting in the

evening, the plan to build 3 crore houses for

the poor was approved, which will also have

facilities of toilet, LPG, tap and electricity

connection. These houses will be built in

rural and urban areas. The Modi

government has built and distributed 4.21

crore such houses in its 10-year period. The

most important thing is that the ministers

who were in charge of ministries like Defense,

Home, Road Transport, Foreign Affairs,

Finance, Education, Railways, Petroleum,

Commerce-Industry, Law and Environment

etc. in the previous government, the same

faces have been given the charge as before.

BJP President JP Nadda was the Health

Minister in the 2014 Modi government. Now

he has been made the Health Minister in the

2024 cabinet as well. Jyotiraditya Scindia,

Sarbananda Sonowal, Kiren Rijiju, Prahlad

Joshi, Mansukh Mandaviya, Gajendra

Shekhawat, G Kishan Reddy etc. are old

ministers, who have been made part of the

new government with new ministries. The

ministries of many ministers of state have also

been kept the same old ones. There has been

no change in the most sensitive Cabinet

Committee on Security. There is no pressure

and tension on Prime Minister Modi from

allies like Telugu Desam Party (TDP), Janata

Dal-U, Shiv Sena, NCP. The Prime Minister

has assigned them ministries as per his

privileges. There are 72 ministers in the

government including the Prime Minister,

out of which 61 ministers are from BJP. 36

ministers have been taken from Hindi

speaking areas and 13 ministers from South

India. The number of women ministers is 7.

Perhaps this figure has been the tradition.

The average age of the current council of

ministers is 58.7 years, whereas in 2019 it

was a little over 60 years. Although there are

7 former chief ministers in the cabinet,

former Haryana Chief Minister Manohar

Lal Khattar has been given the Ministry of

Energy, Housing and Urban Development

and former Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister

Shivraj Singh Chouhan has been given the

responsibility of the Ministry of Agriculture

and Rural Development. Along with

Railways, the Ministry of Information and

Broadcasting has also been given to Ashwini

Vaishnav. He is a technology-savvy minister,

unaware of the game of suppressing or

sharing information, so it is surprising that

he has been given the Ministry of

Information. It is possible that when the

cabinet is expanded or reshuffled, this

ministry can be given to some other minister.

Similarly, the Ministry of Energy is also a

ministry based on technology and science.

Coordination may be difficult in the context

of Khattar. Anyway, so much burden and

responsibility has been put on Shivraj Singh

Chouhan, which he may not have felt during

his 16.5 years as Chief Minister. Farmers and

villages are complementary to each other.

investors wanted to exit the Indian markets. Before talking

about the fall in the Indian stock market on the day of the election results, we should go back to May 19, when Prime Minister Narendra

Modi, while talking to a television channel, said that the stock market would break records on June 4. It is not that he alone said this, but

many prominent members of his cabinet had made such comments during various phases of the Lok Sabha elections. Investors took this

confidence of the ruling party as a signal to invest in the market. As a result, the BSE Sensex continued to rise on most days in May, till the

last phase of the elections. This was taken as an indication that the market believed in the return of the government and the continuity of its

policies. It became even more interesting for the market to take cues from the public mood, as the exit polls released on June 1 predicted a

clear and big victory for the BJP. Naturally, when the markets opened on June 3, there was a huge buying spree in the market. The Sensex

saw a rise of 2,600 points after the exit poll results. In fact, on June 3, foreign institutional investors bought shares worth Rs 6,851 crore,

while domestic institutional investors, which include banks, insurance companies, mutual funds and other Indian institutions, bought shares

worth Rs 1,914 crore. However, when the counting of votes began the very next day, things did not go as expected, especially in the initial

trends. Due to investors' concern about the formation of the government, the Sensex of the stock market fluctuated throughout the day and

closed with a decline of more than 4,300 points. Foreign investors sold Indian shares worth about $ 1.5 billion, while domestic investors also

sold more than Rs 3,300 crore. There were many speculators who invested their money in the market only on the basis of trends and

hearsay. It is also possible that there are some new investors among them, who do not understand the market risks and rely only on

speculation. They also lost money, because they withdrew their money out of fear as soon as the market started falling. Now the figure of loss

of Rs 30 lakh crore in a single day is being reported. It is not necessary that all of this money belongs to investors, because among those who

suffered losses, there were many traders who are known to make money by betting against the market. Unlike other discussions, the stock

market looks at every day differently, but it also keeps an eye on future possibilities. So within a few days of being aware of the market

movements, the Sensex has not only recovered from the fall of June 4, but it has also crossed the highest level of June 3. In fact, it touched a

new high on June 10 and is expected to go further in the future. The most important thing for investors is to keep in mind the long-term view

of the market and continue to invest in the market. There will be short-term fluctuations in the stock market, but all this is a part of investing.

Tit for tat: India will reply to China in its own

language, names of 30 places in Tibet will be changed
A new government has been formed at the Centre and the NDA government led by Prime Minister Narendra Modi has taken charge.

Therefore, the renaming of places in China's autonomous region Tibet will be used as a retaliation to end the Chinese claim on Arunachal

Pradesh. India has launched a 'tit for tat' campaign to respond to the Chinese move of renaming places in Arunachal Pradesh, that is, India

will also change the names of 30 places in Tibet. Regarding the renaming of Indian areas by China, New Delhi suspects that Beijing has

done this to show its strong claim on Arunachal Pradesh, the largest state in Northeast India. The Information Warfare Division of the

Indian Army is leading this campaign, which is supported by prestigious research institutions like the British-era Asiatic Society in Kolkata.

In a detailed tweet circulated with its logo, the Army has challenged the renaming of seven places in Arunachal Pradesh and is trying to

oppose the 30 places renamed by China. Now they have also finalised a list of 30 places in Tibet, and retrieved their ancient names in Indian

languages ??from historical records. The list is available with the writer of these lines, which will be made public through the media. This

is part of a global campaign to present a strong counter narrative against Chinese claims on India's state of Arunachal Pradesh and other

parts of the disputed border. Now that a new government has been formed at the Centre and the NDA government led by Prime Minister

Narendra Modi has taken charge, renaming places in China's autonomous region Tibet will be used as a retaliatory measure to end

Chinese claim on Arunachal Pradesh. Military officials, on condition of anonymity, said that the new names will be based on extensive

historical research. Former Intelligence Bureau officer Benu Ghosh, who has worked for years on the Line of Actual Control and is also

interested in mountaineering, says, "Whenever this happens, it will be like India raising the question of Tibet again. Ever since Beijing

forcefully occupied Tibet, India has considered it a part of China, but now the Modi government is ready to change its stance to reduce

Chinese cartographic and naming aggression. The Indian Army has organized several media tours to these disputed border areas in recent

weeks and has given the media an opportunity to talk to the local people, who strongly oppose the Chinese claims and say that they were

always part of India. An official associated with this campaign, on the condition of anonymity, said that India's 'ultimate goal is to advance

India's counter narrative on the disputed border through regional and global media, which is based on solid historical research and public

opinion of local residents. It is worth noting that earlier this year, to assert its claim on Arunachal Pradesh, China renamed 30 places near

the LAC in this state. According to a Hong Kong-based daily, the Chinese Ministry of Civil Affairs, responsible for the establishment and

naming of administrative divisions, has recently released the fourth list of 'standardized' geographical names in Arunachal Pradesh, which

Beijing calls Jangnan. This is the fourth time China has unilaterally renamed places in Arunachal Pradesh. Earlier it did so in the year

2017, 2021 and 2023. The list of places renamed by China includes 11 residential areas, 12 hills, four rivers, a lake, a mountain pass and a

plot of land. These names contain Chinese, Tibetan and Pinyin characters, which is the Roman alphabet version of Mandarin Chinese.

The South China Morning Post quoted the ministry's statement, which says that 'In accordance with the relevant provisions of the State

Council (Chinese Cabinet) on the management of geographical names, we have standardized some geographical names in Zhangnan,

China in collaboration with relevant departments.' Beijing released the first list of alleged standardized names of six places in Arunachal

Pradesh in the year 2017, then released a second list of 15 places in the year 2021 and then another list of names of 11 places in the year

2023. India has repeatedly rejected the Chinese move to rename places in Arunachal Pradesh, saying that Arunachal is an integral part of

India and that 'fabricated' names do not change this reality. In 2023, the then Foreign Ministry spokesperson Arindam Bagchi had said,

"We have seen such reports. This is not the first time that China has made such an attempt. We reject it outright." He further said,

"Arunachal Pradesh was, is and will remain an integral and inseparable part of India. Attempts to fabricate names will not change this

reality." Chinese statements to substantiate its claims on Arunachal Pradesh began with lodging diplomatic protests with India over Prime

Minister Narendra Modi's visit to Arunachal Pradesh, where Prime Minister Modi dedicated the Sela Tunnel, built at an altitude of 13,000

feet in Arunachal Pradesh, to the nation.
