This is not just a passenger bus nor is it a
comfortable route to Himachal's destination.
It is an experience, a year-round clear
weather, a walk in the mountainous cover
and the Leh route have a deep relation with
Himachal's tourism. Obviously, this is also
the annual celebration of HRTC's adventure
travel, which makes Himachal a tourism
brand in the kingdom of transport for a few
months. The bus running again on the Delhi-
Leh route carries with it a whole colony of
good omens and it is the assurance of the
destination in the challenges of the journey.
That is, a distance of 981 Kkilometers and a
companionship of thirty hours, is the courage
to go through the mountainous difficulties.
A record, a milestone and the experience of
settling in the soul amidst the views of
memories. In fact, this is a daring journey of
Himachal where the trust on HRTC
flourishes in the pinnacle of driving skills, but
now we should go beyond this record and
refine the experience of Delhi-Leh route and
make it a prized demand of tourists so that
this feeling remains alive forever. This is
because the axis of Himachal is revolving
around the bus of only one route. If we make
this route a permit for tourism, then
Himachal Parivahan can become the
charioteer at every turn of human curiosity.
Despite establishing many dimensions in the
comfortable role of the journey from Delhi
to Manali, the further journey has still not
progressed except for a tradition. Of course,
this is like four days of moonlight, but this
treasure can have many uses and
experiments. This can increase the attraction
of Himachal many times in the posture of
'tourism charioteer transport' beyond just a
journey, provided we guarantee the tourists
a convenience ticket beyond the travel ticket
in advance of this feeling. In the concept of
tourism charioteer transport, buses should
leave for Leh simultaneously not only from
Delhi but also from Jaipur, Dehradun-
Mussoorie, Amritsar and Jammu, which can
become a convoy of mini buses after Manali.
During the journey, at least one day and
night rest should be in Himachal. Himachal
should identify some routes from interstate
bus services as 'tourism charioteer
transport'. Many destinations of the state are
now creating maximum demand for luxury
buses more than ordinary bus services. If the
private sector is successful in fulfilling this
demand of transport in Dharamshala,
Dalhousie, Manali, Shimla, Beed and some
other cities, then the Transport Corporation
should also attract tourists in addition to
passengers in its services. If bus services are
available on the basis of destination to
destination service under the 'tourism
charioteer transport' service, then the losses
of the Road Transport Corporation will be
reduced in the capacity of interstate tourism.
This is also because private Volvo buses are
controversial due to their fares and bus
stoppages, whereas HRTC can make several
packages to bring tourists to Himachal from
a city like Delhi. If the tourism and transport
corporations are made partners of the
'Paryatan Sarathi Parivahan' scheme, then
the tourist routes will be much discussed. The
contract of the transport corporation with
various trains, especially Vande Bharat,
coming to Una or Pathankot, can provide a
comfortable journey to the tourists.
Himachal Path Parivahan Nigam should
establish its bus depots or bus stands in
Chandigarh, Delhi and Haridwar, besides
developing a passenger and tourist facility
resort between Delhi-Chandigarh so that
people coming to Himachal always consider
themselves guests in the travel experience.

However, as the election results started coming on June 4, the
mention of EVMs started getting left behind. In fact, this time in the Lok Sabha electlons, no party got a clear majority. The ruling Bharatiya
Janata Party fell short of majority, : S ' while most opposition parties including
Congress, Samajwadi Party, - Trinamool Congress performed better than 2014
and 2019 and reached the Lok Sabha. In a way, it was assumed that all parties
have regained faith in EVMs, but now two incidents have once again let the EVM
genie out of the bottle. It is e unfortunate that Indian political parties are
making allegations and counter- allegations about EVMs, while it has been about
42 years since EVMs are being used in India. Today EVMs are being used in all
assembly and Lok Sabha N\ elections. The first incident came to light
regarding the Mumbai North = " West Lok Sabha seat. Now a local newspaper
published the news that the EVM &= was unlocked by connecting it to a mobile and
using OTP. The victory on this seat was by only 48 votes. The Election Commission
has not only issued a notice to the concerned newspaper for publishing misleading
news, but also made it clear through a press conference that EVMs are not
connected to mobile or any other device. It is an independent unit. It is clear that
the Election Commission has said its part, but the opposition leaders took this news in their stride. Once again, they raised questions on the
credibility of EVMs. They reiterated the same old demand of conducting elections with ballot papers. The second incident came from
abroad where questions were raised on the credibility of EVMs. Big business tycoon Elon Musk created a sensation by saying that EVMs
should be discontinued because they can be hacked by humans or AIL. However, it is not clear whether he said this in the context of India or
America. Former Union Minister Rajiv Chandrashekhar immediately refuted Elon Musk's statement. He replied that this idea may be
applicable to America, where computer platforms are used to make EVMs connected to the Internet. The EVM network in India is completely
different. It is not connected to any connectivity, Bluetooth or Wi-Fi. EVM hacking is not possible here. By the way, raising questions on
EVMs is not a new thing. Former Deputy Prime Minister and Bharat Ratna Lal Krishna Advani has also advocated for discontinuing
EVMs. Actually, the party which is in opposition, questions the credibility of EVM. Now let's talk about the Indian version of EVM. In India,
EVM was first used in a by-election in Kerala in the year 1982. At that time, EVMs were placed at only a few polling booths. However, then
the Supreme Court had banned the use of EVMs saying that no legal process was adopted for its use, that is, EVMs have not got any legal
status. In the year 1988, the then Rajiv Gandhi government gave the green signal to the use of EVMs by making an amendment in the
Constitution. It is amazing that today the Congress party is the most vocal about EVMs. In the year 2004, EVMs were used for the first time
in the Lok Sabha elections, then more than 10 lakh EVMs were used. The question arises that when EVMs can be used on such a wide scale
in India, then why were EVMs discontinued in developed countries like America, Netherlands, Ireland, Germany? In fact, unlike India, in
America, Ireland, Netherlands, Germany etc. EVM was a direct recording machine instead of an independent unit. Moreover, the government
there has not given any legal recognition to EVM. The circumstances in India are completely different. India is the world's largest democracy.
In the recent Lok Sabha elections, more than 60 crore people exercised their franchise through EVMs. The entire election process is very
transparent. Neither during casting the vote, nor during the counting of votes, any kind of problem arose, whereas conducting elections
through ballot paper was not only very expensive, but the election process was also very long. Raising questions on the election process again
and again is not a good thing for a healthy democracy. All political parties should sit with the Election Commission and understand this issue
from the experts' point of view. Some parties also have leaders with technical knowledge. They should come forward. Moreover, the Election
Commission organizes programs from time to time to hack EVMs, but till date no one has come to hack EVMs. The Election Commission
should once again organize an EVM hacking competition and give an open challenge to hackers from India and abroad. This time whatever
result comes out, it should be considered acceptable to all. After this, if any political party or leader raises questions about EVM and is
unable to prove their allegations, then the Election Commission should deal with them strictly.

What did we learn from the Kedarnath disaster?

If we had learnt any lesson from the Kedarnath disaster, then the devastation caused by the floods of Dhauli Ganga and Rishiganga in the
high Himalayan region of the border Chamoli district on 7 February 2021 would not have happened. It has been 11 years since the Kedarnath
disaster, but the wounds of that horror have not healed yet. It could not be accurately estimated how many people would have died in that
tragedy. But in the report submitted by the state police to the Human Rights Commission, a total of 6182 people were reported missing in this
disaster. Apart from these, about 500 skeletons were also found on the hills. Missing means those who could never return. There was no
record of the sadhus about whom no one was to inquire and the poor travelers who came from remote parts of the country. In non-
governmental unconfirmed estimates, the number of dead was said to be more than 10 thousand. If we had learnt any lesson from the
Kedarnath disaster, then the devastation caused by the floods of Dhauli Ganga and Rishiganga in the high Himalayan region of the border
Chamoli district on 7 February 2021 would not have happened. At least 206 people were confirmed dead in that tragedy. If the 13.2 MW
power project on Rishiganga and 520 MW power project on Dhauli Ganga were not being built despite the opposition of local people and
environmentalists like Chandi Prasad Bhatt, then the floods of these rivers would not have been so devastating. It seems that our planners
and policy makers could not learn any lesson from the horror of neither Kedarnath nor Dhauliganga floods. The question is not only about
the upheavals of Uttarakhand Himalaya. In the name of development, the entire Himalaya is being tampered with the ecology, the result of
which we have seen in Himachal Pradesh last year. Invitation to risk in the name of beauty- If lessons had been learnt from the Kedarnath
disaster of 2013 and the Dhauliganga disaster of 2021, then such huge construction would not have been done in the name of beautification
and security in Kedarnath. Whereas the then director of the Indian Geological Department, along with geologists like Mahendra Pratap
Singh Bisht, had recommended a ban on heavy construction work above Rambada at any cost and said that Kedarnath Dham is not
situated on solid ground but on debris, which cannot bear heavy construction. Here, despite the warnings of experts, Badrinath Dham was
also dug up in the name of beautification. Due to this digging, some holy streams like Krom Dhara of Badrinath disappeared. Flood of faith
on the sensitive Himalayas Due to increase in means and facilities of transport, the crowd of pilgrims in all the four Dhams of Uttarakhand
is breaking previous records. This year, till 16 June, 23,54,440 pilgrims had reached all the four Dhams. Whereas till the year 2000, much
less pilgrims used to come in the entire six months. Before the construction of motor roads to these pilgrimages, only 60-70 thousand pilgrims
could reach. The special thing is that the influx of pilgrims is pouring more in Kedarnath than in Badrinath. Whereas Kedarnath is a 21 km
long trek and Badrinath is reached directly by vehicle. When the huge crowd could not be handled, the government kept a daily quota for
the pilgrims but then removed it. After all, the government also has to boast of the achievement of the huge number of pilgrims. According
to experts like Padma Bhushan Chandi Prasad Bhatt, such a huge crowd at Himalayan pilgrimage sites beyond their carrying capacity can
only be disastrous. The most worrying thing is that lakhs of vehicles are directly reaching near Gangotri and Satopanth glacier groups. Due
to which there is a danger of increasing the speed of melting of these glaciers and increasing the number and size of glacial lakes on the
Himalayas. In the flood of 2013, Chorabari lake itself had broken on Kedarnath. According to the data received, till 16 June this year, in just
one month and 6 days, 2,58,957 vehicles had reached Badrinath and Gangotri and near Kedarnath and Yamunotri. The government and
administration are self-absorbed by counting the number of pilgrims. NIDM's recommendations were discarded. In order to find out the
reasons of Kedarnath disaster, the teams of National Disaster Management Institute (NIDM) had prepared their report in three parts, after
visiting the disaster affected area twice and with the help of various expert agencies like Remote Sensing, Wadia Institute of Himalayan
Geology, State Disaster Mitigation Centre and Geological Survey Department. In which 19 recommendations and warnings were given to
learn lessons from Kedarnath disaster. In these too, hydropower projects were given more focus and it was said that due to hydropower
projects, along with environmental experts, local community has always complained about flash floods, land subsidence, water sources
drying up and public life getting affected, wildlife and environment getting polluted. Ignoring the danger from power projects, it was said in
the report that environmental impact assessment should be mandatory for hydropower projects in sensitive Himalayan region like
Uttarakhand. Detailed Project Report (DPR) of these projects should also have a clear plan for disposal of debris coming out from tunnels
and other areas after cutting the mountains. In which there should be a clear mention of the proper place for debris disposal and the way to
transport the debris to the disposal site and the dumping zone should be far away from the river area. It was said that a protective wall was
necessary at the dumping site so that the debris does not flow during the rains? Because this debris causes rapid floods in the river and the
direction of the river is deviated which also gives rise to landslides.

Since One Health is a completely new conservation aspect in the network of
WWF-India. Has the threat of emerging and rapidly spreading diseases at the human-animal-environment interface been averted after Corona? If not, then how can we protect ourselves
from serious diseases like Covid-19 in the future? Read here.. The repeated outbreak of bird flu has put duck farming, a constant source of income for many families in these affected areas
of Kerala, at a crossroads. Experts say that as it severely affects the economic condition of farmers as well as being a threat to human health, the outbreak of avian influenza should be
handled in time with due importance. Apart from Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Maharashtra and Jharkhand have also been reported as states affected by bird flu this year. This year, incidents
of spread of other infectious diseases have also been reported in many different areas of our country like Kyasanur forest disease in Western Ghats, West Nile Fever in Kerala and Swine Flu
in Assam etc. According to the Centers for Disease j : - Control and Prevention, US, about 60 percent of known infectious diseases
in humans and about 75 percent of all emerging . infectious diseases are caused by pathogens that originate in animals. The
outbreaks of these infectious diseases emerging from time to time at the human-animal-environment interface across the
world almost every year have clearly demonstrated that new highly infectious agents try to spread rapidly in the environment
as soon as they get the opportunity and can assume a monstrous form if not controlled in time. In such a situation, an idea
emerges as to how these diseases can be prevented or controlled in time. The solution appears to be the need to implement
coordinated efforts at various levels. The concept of One Health has emerged out of this need and for this reason its
application is being developed at the national and international level. One Health is an integrated and holistic approach, which
believes that human health, animal health and the health of the environment around us (shared environment) are closely
linked, especially human health depends heavily on the health of the other two. To tackle health threats to humans, animals
and the environment and to balance the health of all in a sustainable manner, there is a need for collaboration at various
levels, across sectors and disciplines, so that the concept of One Health can be implemented on the ground. This is why
international organizations such as the World Health Organization (WHO), Food and Agriculture Organization (FAQO)
of the United Nations and the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE/ WOAH) have also strongly advocated this concept. The ever-increasing exploitation of natural resources, the
rapid expansion of agricultural activity, international trade, urbanization and the increasing use of antibiotics are negatively impacting the health of the environment and the species living
in it, including humans. To mitigate the negative impacts of these man-made disasters, there is also a need to establish a long-term approach that can provide solutions built on environmentally
friendly development activities. Forest fringe areas where human settlements meet forests are particularly vulnerable to disease transmission that emerge at the interface between wildlife,
livestock and humans. Here, the situation is further complicated for rural households vulnerable to external shocks due to inadequate health infrastructure and lack of disease awareness.
Diseases spreading among livestock and wild animals pose a challenge to the livelihoods of the people of the local community as well as wildlife conservation. To address all these challenges,
there is a dire need to create awareness about adopting sustainable practices with the participation of people from rural communities. How does One Health work? This approach inspires
many sectors, disciplines and communities to work together at different levels of society. Data is systematically collected and analyzed on the incidence of infectious diseases and related
behaviors in both humans and animals. In this way new and better ideas are developed, which identify and analyze the root causes and create long-term, sustainable solutions. One Health
mainly involves public human health, veterinary medicine, environment, science and technology fields. One Health - Importance for India- India is one of the most livestock populated
countries in the world, with a high density of human population and rich biodiversity and hence the risk of inter compartmental spread of diseases cannot be denied. The ever increasing
threat of diseases emerging at the human-animal-environment interface shows that holistic health is not only about addressing diseases from the human health perspective but also needs to
focus on the health aspects of livestock and wildlife. Government of India's efforts in One Health Mission- Government of India is making efforts to bring together the health of humans,
animals and the environment. Various countries are working together to provide health services to the people.Under the National Disease Control program, there has been an increase in
collaboration and cooperation at the national and state levels. Joint research priorities are being emphasized, under which the 'One Health Centre' (National Institute for One Health,
NIOH) has been established in Nagpur. One Health Support Unit has been established in the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying Conclusion- One Health is not only a one
health approach, but it is also an important step towards a sustainable and prosperous society. Big challenges can be addressed by small awareness efforts and improvement of practices.
One Health needs to be implemented at the grassroots level to repair the damage to health and the increase in animal-human conflict due to interference with the environment. In India, One
Health is in the initial stages. Adoption of this approach is particularly important in India, where there is a close relationship between health, environment, and livelihood. Through
awareness, expansion of services, and environmental protection we can move towards a healthy and safe future.
