Younger sister

Priyanka Gandhi Vadra will start her

electoral politics from Wayanad.

Then he

reached Parliament by winning from

Wayanad. Now in the 2024 elections also, he

was pitted against senior CPI leader Annie

Raja on the Wayanad seat.

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Europe: Return to the nation, because liberalism

is not readily agreed with by the people
The extreme right-wing wave in two major countries of Europe shows that liberalism is not readily agreed with by the people, but everything

about it deserves re-evaluation. The collapse of the centre of liberalism in Europe also shows that the nation or home is a cultural unit and

people have now started understanding its need. It is not that some new ghost is hovering over Europe. The initial fear after the European

Parliament elections is indicating this. Actually, the matter is just that the centre, which was occupied by the liberals for a long time, has

collapsed due to the extreme right-wing wave in two major countries of Europe. The spectacular performance of the National Rally led by

Marine Le Pen in France has frightened Europe's centrist leader Emmanuel Macron, who has considered the preservation of the liberal

soul of the continent as his political responsibility to such an extent that he has even called for early parliamentary elections. The ruling

Social Democrats in Germany have performed much worse than the Alternative for Germany (AfD). Despite the right’s modest gains

elsewhere, Europe has not given itself over completely to the radical right. Not yet. Still, the continent’s popular preference for the radical

right is revealing the frailty of the liberal order and its failure to understand popular discontent. The ultra-nationalists, Le Pen’s successors,

who are said to be the origin of modern France, have triumphed over Macron’s centrist renaissance, shattering the ideal built by lofty

liberalism and exposing the radical passions of the ‘natives’ holding up a shaky nation. In Germany, the radical right is the mirror image of

the nation institutionally forbidden by the post-Nazi politics of guilt. For the radical right, refusing to share the guilt is not an endorsement

of Hitler’s autocratic leadership, it is a return to the nation without the burden of hatred borrowed from a brutal history. Guri and Poland

are already in the grip of resurgent nationalists. Liberals’ worries are as heightened as right-wing resentment. The most obvious explanation

for this situation comes from exasperated liberals and centrists who blame the people for what they are doing today. This view is apt for

politicians born from the debris of ideology who are exploiting the fears of people abandoned by tired left and right elitism to create a new

kind of messianic image of the nation’s salvation. Western liberals deny the fact that they are co-authors of the sociology that fueled the

alleged popular wave. As ‘class’ re-emerged as a political issue in a post-ideological world, resentment against the elite became inevitable.

This elite, whether left or right, was too busy with power to realise the geographical force against the permanent establishment. When Brexit

exposed the weakness of a unified Europe, the moment for revenge for the indigenous arrived. When England regained its comfort with

being British, it was not to reject Europe in terms of ideas and culture, but to respond to the Brussels-based Politburo. Donald Trump later

promoted the narrative of angry nations rising from below. European nationalists have already normalized the politics of grievance and

pride. After coming to power in Hungary and Poland, two post-communist societies where freedom was naturally seen as the opposite of

liberalism, radical nationalists made politics a cultural pursuit. And wherever their struggle was against the establishment, they played the

role of the nation's savior, while the liberal elite continued to spread despair, as in France and Germany. In addition, immigration is an issue

whose scope is constantly growing. As an argument and ideal, as a threat to the nation and as an acknowledgment of a historical memory,

uncontrolled immigration is the single issue that can make or break one's political fortunes in the West today - be it left-wing, liberal or

conservative. In the European Parliament elections, the far right demanded an explanation for immigration, legal or illegal, from liberals

and centrists. It is the return of the old question: Who are we? This question, with a vengeance from the far right, calls into question

everything that has transformed the liberal order into a comfortable consensus. If the cultural construction of the West cannot be understood

without the story of immigration, its acceptance of multiculturalism is seen as a belief in its own culture. Today, liberal idealism is being

challenged by nations that have been reborn on the back of right-wing radicalism. Home is an unbreakable cultural statement, and people

are beginning to understand what it means. And that is vital for conservatives, too. After all, being liberal does not necessarily mean being

left-wing or progressive. The prospect of Trump being reelected in November and Sunak losing in July speaks of two very different visions

of the conservative story of our time. On one side of the Atlantic, the far right is trying to come to terms with the idea of ??a new political

party, and the far right is trying to come to terms with the idea of ??a new political party. Listen to the whispers, the Conservatives, on the

other hand, have mastered the art of wasting the mandate that was so audaciously renewed in the Brexit vote. Yet it is the Liberals, stuck in

the centre, who need to shake off their nervousness and learn to communicate with the nation. They have nothing to lose but their

unsubstantiated arguments.

Are we successful in

trying to conserve birds?
Birds are responsive to natural changes and hence are good indicators of environmental parameters. They are relatively easy to monitor by

scientists. In 2020, India released its first State of India’s Birds (SoIB) report, assessing the status of 867 bird species and identifying 101 as

being in high conservation need.The world is currently facing an alarming decline in biodiversity. Populations of mammals, birds, reptiles,

amphibians and fish have declined by an average of 69% since 1970. For biodiversity conservation, the Global Biodiversity Framework

adopted in 2022 has pledged to halt biodiversity loss and restore ecosystems. Assessing the status of biodiversity is important to achieve these

goals.Birds are responsive to natural changes and hence are good indicators of environmental parameters. They are relatively easy to

monitor by scientists. In 2020, India released its first State of India's Birds (SoIB) report, assessing the status of 867 bird species and

identifying 101 as being in high conservation need. The current SoIB report updates and extends these assessments by adding 4 more years

of data totalling 30 million observations from 30,000 bird watchers across India. The findings largely reflect global trends, with some species

appearing to be in good shape while others show varying levels of decline. The report discusses the implications of these findings and

provides recommendations for bird conservation efforts in India. Overall, large-scale biodiversity assessments made possible using citizen

science data are critical for informing conservation policies and actions. Of the total 942 species, there was sufficient data to estimate long-

term trends for 523. For the remaining 419 there was insufficient data for this purpose. Of the 523, long-term trends could be determined for

338 species. The remaining 185 had trends classified as inconclusive. Of these 338 species, 204 have undergone long-term declines, 98 show

trends indistinguishable from stable, and 36 have increased. Similarly, of the 942 species, 643 had sufficient data to estimate current annual

trends. The remaining 299 had insufficient data. Of the 643, current annual trends could be determined for 359 species, of which 142 are

declining. Of these 142, 64 are declining rapidly. 189 are stable, and 28 are increasing. About 51% (90 species) of the high priority species are

classified as least concern globally by the IUCN Red List 2022. 17 of them will qualify for a different IUCN threat status at the national level.

On the other hand, 14 species considered globally endangered, vulnerable or near threatened have been classified as low priority in India

through this assessment. India has a rich diversity of natural habitats for birds, ranging from tropical rainforests to grasslands, rocky hills,

deserts and mangroves. While some bird species are specialists restricted to narrow habitat types, many others have adapted themselves to

human-modified landscapes such as plantations, agricultural fields, wastelands and urban areas. The assessment shows that generalist birds

capable of living in multiple habitat types are doing well as a group and may require less conservation attention. However, specialist species

are more threatened than generalist birds. The number of grassland specialists has declined by more than 50%, highlighting the importance

of protecting grassland ecosystems. The steep decline in birds inhabiting various open habitats such as agricultural landscapes and wastelands

calls for examining the potential threats in these areas. The number of birds specialising in woodland habitats (forest or plantation) has also

declined more than generalist birds, underlining the need to conserve natural forest habitats to provide suitable environments for specialists.

The findings emphasise the importance of preserving diverse natural ecosystems and identifying threats to particular species adapted to

specific habitat types. Urgent conservation plans needed for the most threatened species in the country: Jerdon’s Courser, Great Indian

Bustard, White-bellied Heron, Bengal Florican and Finn’s Weaver are some of the birds in urgent need of conservation. Conservation

efforts should focus on achieving the desired results through flexible approaches rather than relying only on protection measures. This may

require a shift towards active management strategies in addition to conservation. Rather than focusing only on forests, there needs to be a

greater emphasis on conserving non-forest ecosystems, as well as addressing 'hidden' threats such as toxic chemicals.The steep decline in

birds inhabiting various open habitats such as agricultural landscapes and wastelands calls for examining the potential threats in these

areas.
