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Nehru and Modi: Both won with the

If

we do a statistical analysis

of the political events of the past, it

will become very clear that

what is being considered an

extraordinary achievement, is

actually so big and incomparable.

Political past peeking from the

corridors of history - Actually, if we start examining history on different parameters and consider the figures of oath taking as the basis, then

Pandit Jawaharlal is at the forefront in this matter. Nehru took the oath of Prime Minister four times in a row. In 1947 as a nominated PM

and in 1952, 1957 and 1962 as an elected Prime Minister. His total tenure as PM is 17 years, which is extremely difficult for anyone to break,

if not impossible. Especially when the direction, issues and demands of politics in this country keep changing every one or two decades.

Pandit Nehru was also able to make this record because then the non-Congress opposition was looking for its space in the country. The

public was also lost in the India of dreams. The real discrepancies were slowly starting to raise their heads. It is also true that despite some

historical mistakes, basic work was done during Nehru's tenure to strengthen the democratic structure of the country. It is a different matter

that the political descendants of the leftists and socialists who were bitter critics of Nehru at that time are today trying to justify Nehru's same

'Idea of ??India'. Of course, Modi has equaled Nehru's record, in which Nehru took oath as the elected PM thrice from 1952 to 1962. In

contrast, it is also worth noting that in all the three general elections under Nehru's leadership, the Congress came to power with a clear

majority. Whereas Modi has been able to register this achievement in BJP's account only twice i.e. in 2014 and 2019. For the third time he

has to lead a coalition government. However, there is one more similarity between Nehru and Modi. In his last Lok Sabha election in 1962,

Nehru won the Phulpur seat by the lowest margin of votes (only 64 thousand 571) compared to the previous elections, which was a proof of

his decreasing popularity. (However, in percentage it is 61.62, which is much more than Modi's vote percentage of 54:24 in this election).

Nehru had won both the previous Lok Sabhas by a margin of more than 1 lakh votes. The reason for Nehru's weak victory was Nehru's

sharp critic and veteran socialist leader Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia contesting against him. Here Modi ji has also won from Varanasi seat in his

third election by just 1 lakh 52 thousand 513 votes. The reason behind this low margin of victory of Modi supporters is that this time it

happened because of the votes of Congress and SP in the election. But this is the truth. It is clear that if Modi contests from Varanasi seat for

the fourth time, he will have to work very hard. If we keep aside the benchmark of taking oath as PM three times in a row, then there have

been four Prime Ministers in this country who have taken oath as Prime Minister three times. Apart from Nehru and Modi, these are Mrs.

Indira Gandhi and Atal Bihari Vajpayee. Indiraji and Atalji took oath as PM for two consecutive terms. But in between they had to sit in the

opposition once. Indiraji became PM in 1967, 1971 and 1980, while Atalji took oath as PM in 1996, 1998 and 1999. However, the fact is also

that no politician who became PM for the third time in a row could either complete his term or could not return to power after that. After

Pandit Nehru became PM for the third time, he was betrayed by China. He had to face harsh criticism all over the country due to the

crushing defeat of the Indian Army in the war with China and the illegal occupation of 42 thousand 735 sq km of Kashmir and Ladakh by

China. Nehru could not recover from this shock and started falling ill. He died two and a quarter years after becoming the PM. The question

'Who after Nehru?' was being asked during his lifetime. Similarly, Mrs. Indira Gandhi could not complete her third term. Despite many

bold decisions, Operation Blue Star in Punjab became the enemy of her life and she was brutally murdered three months before the

completion of her third term.

Young people are becoming victims of kidney cancer due to increasing smoking habit, obesity

and high blood pressure problem. At the same time, this problem has become more severe

due to increasing

pollution in metro

cities. Experts say

that till 10 years

ago, more than 90

percent of the

patients coming to

Delhi hospitals

were above 60

years of age. With

time, people's

l i f e s t y l e

deteriorated. Due

to all these factors,

now more than 40

percent of the

patients coming to

the hospital are

between 40 to 50 years of age, whereas 10 years ago this figure was less than 10 percent.

What do experts say? Dr. Hemant Kumar Goyal, head of the Urology Department of Dr.

Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital, said that till 10 years ago, 90 percent of the patients were

above 60 years of age, but at present the number of patients above 60 years of age has come

down to 60 percent. About 40 percent of the patients are coming in the age group of 40 to 50

years. Most of these patients are in the advanced stage. Doctors say that its symptoms are not

visible in the initial stages. Men are at higher risk of kidney cancer- Dr. Himanshu Verma,

head of the nephrology department at Safdarjung Hospital, said that men are three times

more likely to get kidney cancer than women. Keep these things in mind: Get regular checkups

done after the age of 50. Be cautious if there is pain in the stomach or back, or blood in urine.

Those suffering from smoking, obesity, high blood pressure should get tested after 40. Those

who have someone in their family suffering from this disease should get tested after 40. Timely

diagnosis is important- If kidney cancer is caught in the early stages, the chances of recovery

increase. Doctors say that a 45-year-old patient came to Safdarjung Hospital for treatment

with blood in urine and other complaints. Dr. Himanshu Verma's team examined him in the

nephrology department. The examination revealed that the patient has only one kidney.

Cancer has developed in that too. This case was quite challenging. The patient's kidney

could not be removed. So he was admitted to the hospital and after a complete examination,

the said part of the cancer-affected kidney was removed. After the surgery, the patient was

put on dialysis. The patient was kept admitted to the hospital for two months. During this

time, urine started passing slowly. Later, after a complete examination, the doctor discharged

him. Currently, he is living a normal life. The doctors said that this case was in the initial

stage. If the patient had reached the advanced stage, it would have been difficult to save him.

Salt is also harmful for diabetes patients - The American Diabetes

Association (ADA) estimates that two out of three people with diabetes may have high blood

pressure. Apart from this, the risk of heart disease or stroke in them is twice as high as in

other people. The World Health Organization advises all people to consume no more than

2,000 milligrams of salt and 35 grams of sugar per day. People who have diabetes need to be

more careful about its quantity. Heart-kidney and blood pressure problems - Excessive amount

of salt alone can be harmful to your overall health. Due to excess salt, first of all you become

a victim of high blood pressure, which increases the risk of heart disease-heart attack. Apart

from this, excess salt is also considered harmful for the kidneys. The problem of kidney diseases

is more in people suffering from diabetes. This is the reason that both excess salt and sugar

are harmful for health in many ways. So what to eat? - To control blood sugar levels and

avoid the risks of problems like high blood pressure-cholesterol, increase the amount of things

in the diet that are rich in fiber.
