 Incidents of adulteration of food items are not good for the country's reputation, but the farmers are not responsible for this, but the

companies. Food or diet is considered a basic necessity for the sustenance, development and growth of a person. Recently, under the

campaign launched by the Health Department of Rajasthan against adulteration of food items, many major spice brands failed the quality

tests, in which samples of reputed companies like MDH, Everest, Gajanand, Shyam and Sheeba Taza were found unfit for consumption.

Pesticide residues and other harmful chemicals have been found in them. This is not the

first incident, incidents of adulteration have been found before this as well.

Such incidents highlight serious concerns about food safety and quality, which have

a negative impact on the health of consumers and India's reputation in global trade.

Farmers are now being held responsible for such a problem, as they use

chemicals on a large scale to protect their crops and increase production. But it is unfair

to blame the farmers. This is a complex and multi-faceted problem in which

farmers have little say. Many small and marginal farmers lack information about

modern agricultural practices and safe chemicals. Lack of knowledge and awareness

forces them to unwittingly use harmful chemicals. Farmers under severe

economic pressure are forced to use chemicals that give faster results for maximum

production. Due to lack of adequate monitoring and enforcement, harmful and banned chemicals are easily available in the market. Farmers

are often not informed about the safety and legal status of these chemicals. There is undoubtedly a need for reform in the agriculture sector

today, in which government policies and structural changes can contribute significantly. Policy support, financial assistance and proper

market access are necessary to encourage farmers towards safe agricultural practices. Without this, blaming the farmers cannot be considered

a step towards the solution. The lack of a strong traceability system creates scope for adulteration, contamination and unethical practices in

the food supply chain. High levels of pesticide residues in vegetables and fruits, presence of harmful chemicals in milk products and adulteration

of spices highlight the gravity of the situation. However, to address these concerns, the amendment to the Food Safety and Standards Rules,

2011, has mandated traceability and emphasized the ability to track the origin and movement of food in the supply chain. If implemented

effectively, every stakeholder will be held accountable and this system will prevent adulteration practices and enhance India's credibility in

the international market. However, despite the potential benefits, the 2011 amendment has remained largely unimplemented, due to reasons

including lack of infrastructure, logistical challenges and the need to integrate small and marginal farmers into the digital system. Indian

agricultural exports are rejected due to concerns about food safety standards. This can lead to lower prices for farmers and loss of export

opportunities. It weakens India's image as a reliable producer and exporter. A multi-pronged approach is needed to address this problem.

It is important to provide support and resources to farmers so that they can ensure food safety and quality by adopting safe and sustainable

agricultural practices. The government needs to prioritise investments in infrastructure and capacity building. Consumers must be empowered

to demand safe food.
