Prime Minister under pressure
Prime Minister Modi will be under more

pressure and stress in his third term. The

basic reason is that BJP does not have a

simple majority, so it has had to resort to

coalition. In the first two terms, BJP alone

had an absolute majority, but Prime Minister

Modi kept the NDA intact and also gave it a

place in the cabinet. Now the situation is not

such that everything is run by the charisma

and influence of the Prime Minister. Fighting

and winning elections should be considered

a child's play. Of course, there are BJP-NDA

governments in more than 20 states and

union territories of the country. There are

the most MPs in both the houses of

Parliament. There are also the most MLAs.

Despite all this, it may not seem logical for

the Prime Minister to be under pressure and

stress, but the situation is becoming like this.

First of all, take the Telugu Desam Party

(TDP), whose support of 16 Lok Sabha MPs

is very important for the stability of the

Modi government. TDP President and

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister

Chandrababu Naidu was on a visit to Delhi

recently. He had demanded an immediate

financial package of Rs 1 lakh crore from

the government. Out of that, he needed Rs

50,000 crore immediately because he needed

money for Andhra's new capital Amaravati

and other routine expenses. Andhra is

burdened with heavy debt. On this demand

of Chandrababu, Finance Minister Nirmala

Sitharaman expressed her inability to

arrange for so much additional money.

Naidu met the Prime Minister and requested

that a committee be formed, whose

chairmanship should be given to him. This

attitude of Chandrababu is the beginning

of pressure on the Modi government. The

demand for 'special state status' is getting

stronger in Bihar. Statements are coming

from the leaders of the constituent parties

that this is the basic right of Bihar. There

are 12 JD-U MPs from Bihar. They are also

aware that it is not legally possible to give

this status because the Finance Commission

has already canceled this arrangement in

2014. However, there is no possibility of rift,

cracking and breaking in the alliance, but if

there is a separation in the alliance at the

local level, then how and for how long can

the alliance remain intact at the national

level? The budget session of Parliament is

starting from July 22. Finance Minister

Nirmala Sitharaman will present the budget

in the House on July 23. In view of that,

Bharatiya Mazdoor Sangh, Bharatiya Kisan

Sangh and Swadeshi Jagran Manch have

submitted their respective demand letters to

the Finance Minister. All these organizations

belong to RSS, so their demands cannot be

ignored just like that. There will be many

more such organizations, which would want

their demands to be fulfilled in the budget!

Apart from this, there are different tensions

and pressures of politics and elections. From

the general elections, 2024 to the recent 13

by-elections, the mandate has not been 'BJP'.

63 MPs of BJP have lost in the Lok Sabha

and 10 by-elections have been in favor of the

opposition alliance 'India'. BJP has got only

two victories. By-elections are yet to be held

on many seats in UP. Assembly elections will

be held in Haryana, Maharashtra and

Jharkhand in October-November. BJP's

supremacy is at stake. Now it seems that

elections cannot be won through

polarization, turncoats, Hindutva,

communalism etc. Now BJP will have to

change its strategy. Now BJP will have to

fight elections with the support of its full

strength, brain, ideology and cadre, only

then its political status can be maintained.

However, the elections that are to be held

will not affect the power of the country at

all. Even if there is defeat in the states, then

BJP's strength only gets weakened. Now it

has also become a point of discussion that

the charisma of Prime Minister Modi is

getting old.

r e c e n t l y commented that the

population count in India, the world's

most populous country, is not real. In

fact, most of the estimates of India's

population are based on decades-old

data. Until India conducts its proper

census, we will only have estimates. Whatever may be the reasons behind the delay in the census, but the lack of census data is a serious issue.

It is not only harmful for academics and researchers, but the implementation of welfare programs is also affected due to the delay in census

data. As Rajan and Mishra also point out, 'It is important to know the exact population and demographic structure so that we can draft

better policies.' Under the National Food Security Act (NFSA) 2013, about 81.35 crore people of the country will be given free ration till

December 31, 2028. This ration is being given according to the data of the 2011 census. Based on the government's statement of 2019, 67

percent of the country's population i.e. 80 crore people are entitled to the Public Distribution System (PDS). Independent researchers

estimate that at present about 92 crore people should come under this scope. NFSA will benefit when updated demographic data is received.

This also applies to those unknown beneficiaries who are deprived of financial assistance under old age pension under the National Social

Assistance Program. There are many challenges of not having the latest census data. A researcher says that if we have to vaccinate children,

where to open Anganwadi or how many families to include in PDS, then census is needed for this. This is the only independent source of

population data, which provides information about the characteristics of the population, such as age, sex, family size etc. at the administration

and village level. Many researchers have pointed out that administrative data depends on which people the government system has been

able to reach. In such a situation, there is a possibility of bias. This fact clarifies the demand for an independent and complete census for

public policy. However, this does not mean that the government and its various agencies have not conducted any nationwide survey in recent

years. These include the Annual Periodic Labor Force Survey (PLFS) of 2022-23, Household Consumption Expenditure Survey (HCES/

MPCE), Annual Survey of Registration of Births and Deaths under the Civil Registration System (CRS) of 2020 and National Family

Health Survey (NFHS-5 of 2019-21). But without the latest census data, it is difficult to estimate who needs the most help. Hopefully the new

coalition government will pay attention to this.

- According to the WHO report, being overweight in childhood and

adolescence affects health in many ways. It is a problem that

increases the risk of various non-communicable diseases such as

type-2 diabetes and heart disease and its premature occurrence.

Obesity in childhood and adolescence also has adverse psychosocial

consequences, including problems related to school performance

and quality of life, stigma and discrimination. Obesity also increases the risk of high blood pressure in children by the age of 20, which can lead to heart disease. Heart disease and diabetes

problems - Obesity at any age can put you at risk of high blood pressure and increased cholesterol levels, which are risk factors for heart disease and stroke. Similarly, obesity can also affect

the way the body uses insulin to control blood sugar levels. This increases the risk of insulin resistance and diabetes. Overweight people have been seen to be at a higher risk of both heart

disease and diabetes than those with a healthy weight. Can be a victim of fatty liver disease - Obesity also increases the risk of fatty liver disease. This is a rapidly increasing liver problem

in India. Recently, during a program at the Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences in New Delhi, Union Minister Dr. Jitendra Singh presented shocking data. The Union Minister said, every

third person in the country can suffer from fatty liver disease.

Due to heavy rains, rain water

accumulates at many places. Mosquitoes spread from this dirty water which spread diseases

like dengue, malaria and chikungunya. In dengue, the blood platelet count decreases rapidly,

which increases the risk of death for the patient. Prevention- To prevent these diseases, do

not let rainwater accumulate. Maintain cleanliness. Use mosquito repellent medicines.
