‘Bail’ constitutional rule

The judges of the Supreme Court have been
commenting in many contexts that in judicial
theory, jail is the ‘exception’ and bail is the
‘rule’. This principle also applies to cases
registered under the Prevention of Money
Laundering Act. Lower courts should also
keep this in mind and should not hesitate in
granting bail. The judicial bench of the
Supreme Court has granted bail to the
accused in the case of ‘Prem Prakash vs
Enforcement Directorate’. The case was of
money laundering. It is worth noting that in
the Delhi liquor policy scam, former Deputy
Chief Minister Manish Sisodia and ‘Bharat
Rashtra Samiti’ leader K. Kavita have also
been released on bail by the Supreme Court.
However, Sisodia had to spend about one
and a half years and Kavita five months in
jail, while the current Chief Minister of Delhi
Arvind Kejriwal is still in jail in the same
case. The formal trial of the case has not
started yet. The Enforcement Directorate
(ED) has completed its investigation and filed
the chargesheet in the court, while the CBI
investigation is still going on. Behind the
judicial principle of ‘jail-bail’, the judges of
the Supreme Court have been arguing
about the fundamental and constitutional
right of the average person to freedom that
keeping a person in jail for a long time
merely for investigation and interrogation is
unjust. The provision of bail is also a
constitutional rule. The two judges who are
in line to become the Chief Justice of India
have given their verdict on the principle of
‘jail versus bail’. For some time now, there
has been a change in the mindset and
thinking of the Supreme Court regarding
‘bail’. This is definitely a welcome decision,
because it is humane. This change was
expected and timeless and there was a
demand through discussions on many
forums that bail should be a priority. One
important reason has also been that more
prisoners are being imprisoned than the
number of jails in the country and the
capacity of prisoners in them. The accused
in custody are also being imprisoned, so
irregularities and anomalies are constantly
emerging. About two years ago, in the case
of 'Vijay Madanlal Chaudhary vs. Union of
India’', the Supreme Court had declared the
extremely stringent provisions of the
Prevention of Money Laundering Act as
'correct'. The court had given that verdict
in view of complaints and arguments that
the government has increased the misuse of
ED against political opponents. The fear and
complaints of misuse were dismissed, so that
judicial verdict is still the 'law of the country'.
This legal verdict is in complete contradiction
to the principle that is being discussed today.
Still, interpretations and efforts are being
made at the level of the apex court itself that
bail should be given priority over jail. In July,
while granting bail to Kejriwal in the context
of the liquor scam, the Supreme Court
judges had questioned the extensive powers
of the ED, under which the agency has been
making arrests. Despite bail, Kejriwal is in
jail in the CBI case. Although that case has
also been handed over to a larger judicial
bench, the bench of the court had
commented that the ED believes in itself and
arrests anyone on that basis. It considers the
person to be the accused. Before arresting
anyone, it should be given in writing that
the agency wants to arrest you on such and
such grounds. On the basis of that written
record, the accused can challenge that
alleged illegal arrest in the court. These
safeguards are necessary in the law, because
getting bail in money laundering cases has
been made almost impossible. In recent bail
cases, judges have given verdicts rising above
the narrowness of the law. These are also
very challenging tasks. In some contexts, the
Supreme Court has established a rule that
if the accused has served even half of the
maximum period of the crime in jail, he
should be released on bail.

the elderly.. Much remains to be done to help senior citizens

The Central Government has approved the Integrated Pension Scheme. Even before this, the Government of India has taken many steps to
help the elderly.

year that the country has witnessed a Ny massive loss of financial security, with
40 per cent of the elderly living in . the extreme poverty category, while
nearly 20 per cent of the population has no income. There has been a rapid
disintegration of joint families, which earlier provided financial and emotional
support to the elderly. The Indian government has taken positive steps
with its visionary and inclusive ' *policies, programmes and schemes such
as the National Programme for Health Care of the Elderly (NPHCE), the
National Social Assistance Programme (NSAP), the Maintenance
and Welfare of Senior Citizens Act, 2007 and (Amendment) Bill, the Atal
Vayo Abhyudaya Yojana (AVYAY), and a national helpline for the elderly —
Elderline, etc. The Indian economy has grown tenfold since the 1990s and is
expected to become the world’s third 4 largest economy by 2027. A large part
of this additional wealth will be generated by those who are currently
working and those who will become senior citizens by 2050. As we grow older, not only do we need money to pay for daily needs, but
healthcare costs also increase. Not everyone in India is entitled to a pension or free healthcare. India needs specialized healthcare for the
special needs of the elderly population. Not only do we need to foster relationships between seniors and younger people, but we should also
make the elderly feel that they are not worthless. I like the idea of ? 2investing in the 'silver economy' (economic activities catering to the needs
of people above 50 years of age). This is a fast-growing sector that includes many sectors such as insurance, pensions and banking and
investments, and travel and tourism, which specifically target elderly people who have substantial savings and assets. The silver economy
should not be just for the affluent elderly. Clearly, India needs to start a national discussion about its senior citizens who have contributed so
much to national development and who now deserve a dignified life, good health and a good mindset.

Reservation: Miss India controversy is another move on political
chessboard, Congress allies may feel insecure in future

The Miss India controversy is another move on political chessboard, so that Dalits, tribals and OBCs are mobilized in favor of Congress. But
OBCs have been the vote bank of SP and RJD, not of Congress, who are allies of Congress today, who may feel threatened by this politics
in the future. Rahul Gandhi draws people's attention with his words. Whatever he says becomes news. You will find that many politicians
sometimes privately admit that they have moved ahead due to controversies, because controversies keep them in the news! Recently, a
controversy erupted over a statement given by Rahul in the Constitution Conference in Prayagraj, in which he said that he searched the list
of Miss India to find out whether there were Dalit, tribal or OBC women in it or not. There was not even one in that list. His statement was
interpreted to mean that he was in favor of reservation even among the participants of Miss India. When women and political parties joined
the debate, some of them said that reservation in the Miss India contest is necessary, while some opposed it. But this debate has once again
brought Rahul to the center of Dalit and OBC politics, which he now wants to lead. Very few people will question that women of all castes
and communities have the right to participate in a contest like Miss India, and that there should be equal opportunity for all women in it.
Then the question arises, what is the scope of reservation in society? At present, there is reservation for SC, ST and OBC in government jobs
and higher education institutions and reservation for SC and ST in legislatures. From time to time, there is a demand that reservation should
be implemented in the private sector as well. By advocating reservation in the Miss India contest, Rahul is also indicating that it should be
implemented in the private sector. The Constitution has provided reservation for socially backward (due to caste discrimination) and
educationally backward (not for economically backward classes) people to give Dalits and disadvantaged people a chance to advance. But
should one make a case for structuring the entire society on the basis of caste, so that groups get benefits in proportion to their population?
Corrective measures should - 1 be taken to correct historical
wrongs, but there should also be balance and a middle
path so that the society does not split due to conflict. That
is why the Supreme Court had set a limit of 50 per cent
for reservation, although many states have provided
more reservation than this. First of all, when we are
imoving forward to give women their rights, Rahul
Gandhi, Narendra Modi and other leaders are also
realizing the aspirations of women and Scheduled
Castes, Tribes, Other Backward Classes, then first
let the political parties prove their sincerity. Let
them bring 50 per cent women in their political
organization. They should give them enough tickets to
ensure that 50 per cent women (and more of them
SCs, STs and OBCs) get elected to the Lok Sabha,
Rajya Sabha and state assemblies and ensure
adequate representation of women in the government.
This is all in the hands of the politicians who are talking so
much about them. Second, j ) Dalit, Adivasi and OBC
women have not been able l h to make it to the Miss India
contest due to lack of ] money and connections. This
has more to do with class than caste. Beauty contests in India tend to highlight Western ideas of beauty than Indian ones. However, Rahul
ignores this because he focuses on the lack of presence of SCs, STs and OBCs in every sphere of life. Rahul Gandhi—and this is true for the
BJP and other parties as well—has rightly advocated reservation to uplift the socially oppressed. But interestingly, these parties are reluctant
to accept the sub-categorisation suggested by the Supreme Court to extend the benefits of reservation to the more needy SCs and STs.
Dominant castes do not want to share the benefits of reservation with their less fortunate brethren and political parties do not want to lose
the votes of major groups of Scheduled Castes (such as the Jatavs). Clearly, Rahul Gandhi has decided to play the Mandal-2 card, and the
demand for a caste census is part of that politics. He hopes to capitalise on the next phase of the aspirational revolution brewing among these
emerging groups and become their voice. In 1990, Vishwanath Pratap Singh changed Indian politics forever by implementing the Mandal
Commission report. Rajiv Gandhi had opposed that decision because he feared it could trigger a 'caste war'. But Rahul is going the other
way. In the recent Lok Sabha elections, the Congress' caste card worked. It surprised the BJP. In the last ten years, Prime Minister Modi has
brought a section of OBCs, especially extremely backward castes (EBCs), Adivasis and Dalits into the BJP, once known as a party of Bania-
Brahmins. But fearing the end of reservation, a section of Dalits went to the All India Alliance camp and so did the EBCs in Uttar Pradesh.
This deprived the BJP of a clear majority, due to which the party is facing difficulty in taking decisions and has to roll back many of its
decisions.The party seems to have been uneasy about the unexpected results of 2024. The challenge before Modi-3 is not to lose strength; but
to adopt a consultative way of functioning according to the new circumstances. Also, to bring back OBC-Dalits, who have gone to the other
side. The Miss India controversy is another move by Rahul Gandhi on the political chessboard to mobilize Dalits, Adivasis and OBCs in
favor of his party. It remains to be seen to what extent it will work. OBCs have not been the traditional voters of Congress in North India. It
has been the vote bank of SP and RJD, which are allies of Congress today, who may feel threatened by this politics in the times to come.

Symptoms of Ampox- Symptoms of
Ampox (Monpox Virus Symptoms) include fever, headache, muscle pain, swollen lymph nodes and rash that usually starts on the face and spreads to other parts of the body. These rashes
range from macules to blisters, pimples and finally scabs. Usually this disease heals on its own. The infection lasts between two and four weeks, but can be serious in some cases, particularly
in young children, pregnant women and people with weakened immunity.

Children often have mild cases of chickenpox, but adults, pregnant women and others with
weakened immune systems may experience more severe cases. To prevent chickenpox, a vaccine is readily available and often used. Key differences- Causes- Herpes viruses cause
chickenpox, while orthopox viruses cause chickenpox and smallpox. Severity- Chickenpox is usually mild, while ampox is less severe but still serious. Smallpox is the most severe, with a high
mortality rate. Mode of spread- Chickenpox and ampox can be spread through respiratory droplets, but all three can also be spread through direct contact. The easiest way to spread
chickenpox is through touch and air. Vaccination- Vaccination has been used to eradicate smallpox, cure chickenpox, and provide a vaccine for ampox, although it is not widely used.
