Sub-classification of reservation
The decision of the 7-judge Constitution

Bench on sub-classification of reservation in

the reservation of Scheduled Castes (SC) and

Scheduled Tribes (ST) can prove to be a

'milestone' for social justice. This is the

second historic decision after Mandal. It can

prove to be a 'milestone' only when the

creamy layer decision is implemented. The

right to sub-classify reservation has been

given to the state governments. Till now, it

was reserved with the President only. By

passing a resolution in the Parliament, any

caste could be brought under the purview

of reservation or a caste could be excluded

from reservation. However, that right will

remain intact, but SC and ST will be able to

sub-classify the oppressed, backward and

poor castes in their reservation quota. At

present, Dalits and tribals have got 15

percent and 7.5 percent reservation in

education and jobs respectively. Two

statements of the Constitution Bench are

important. One, sub-classification of some

castes in the quota of SC-ST does not violate

Article 14 and Article 341 of the

Constitution. The principle of equality will

remain intact. Secondly, reservation should

be limited to one generation. If the first

generation has reached a high position by

taking advantage of reservation, then the

second generation should not get the right

to reservation. Justice BR Gavai has talked

about applying 'creamy layer' on SC-ST as

well, like OBC. This can become a

controversial issue. Those who have been

doing politics on the basis of reservation for

decades or because of reservation,

generations of IAS officers have been

becoming IAS officers in a particular caste

of Rajasthan, why will they allow their share

to be divided? Prakash Ambedkar,

grandson of Constitution-maker Baba

Ambedkar, has criticized the decision of the

Constitution Bench and termed it as 'social

bias'. He fears that the quota of Dalits will

start decreasing. However, the Constitution

Bench has said that the government must

formulate a policy to identify the 'creamy

layer' among the SC-ST category and

exclude them from the scope of reservation.

This concept should also be clear.

Reservation for OBC and economically

weaker sections is decided on the basis of

their annual income. The limit of creamy

layer is Rs 8 lakh per annum. That is, about

Rs 67,000 per month. How can this class be

poor? On the other hand, there are those

Indians who are unable to earn even Rs 375

per day. It would have been better if a

judicial decision was also given on the

creamy layer. However, the risks of the

decision have also started to emerge. There

is a strong possibility that SC-ST will no

longer remain a group. Different classes will

emerge within them and then new politics

related to them will start boiling. LJP (Ram

Vilas), an ally of NDA in the central

government itself, has urged to reconsider

the decision, so that there is no discrimination

among SC-ST classes and they do not

become weak. Since the states will be able

to implement it, the question is when will

this decision be implemented. The SC-ST

census is available, so caste census is not

mandatory. State governments can form an

expert panel. They will tell through research

and data which caste is socially, educationally

and economically backward and it is very

important to bring them under the ambit of

reservation. The bench has cancelled the

decision given in the case of 'EV Chinnaiya

vs Andhra' in 2004. In that decision, it was

said that the state government cannot make

sub-classification in the fixed reservation.

The latest decision is of Punjab. Actually, the

Punjab government had made a law in 2006

that 50 percent reservation in SC-ST

reservation in the state, under first priority,

will be given to Valmiki and Mazhabi Sikhs.

The Punjab High Court had cancelled it in

2010.

Ingredients for making

Falahari Paratha- 1 cup Sabudana, 1/2 cup Buckwheat flour, 2 boiled potatoes, 2 green

chillies, 1 inch ginger, green coriander, rock salt, 1/2 teaspoon black pepper powder, 2

tablespoons ghee Method of making Paratha- To make Falahari Aloo ka Paratha, first of all

you have to wash the Sabudana thoroughly and soak it in water for 5-6 hours. When it swells

and becomes soft, take it out of the water and dry it. After removing all its water, add boiled

potatoes to Sabudana and mash it well. To prepare the dough of potato and Sabudana, you

can add a little Buckwheat flour to it. This will make it easier to roll. Now after mixing it

properly, add chopped green chilies, ginger, green coriander, rock salt and black pepper

powder. Mix all these ingredients well. Now your dough or paratha flour is ready. Finally,

make small balls of it and then roll it round with the help of a rolling pin. If it is sticking while

rolling, then sprinkle some buckwheat flour on it. Now place the paratha on the pan and fry

it from both sides till it becomes golden and crispy. You can also serve it with just falahari

chutney and curd.
