Election of farmers,

unemployment
Farmers and unemployment can prove to

be decisive election issues in Haryana. The

Haryana unit of the United Kisan Morcha

has decided to discuss the legal guarantee of

Minimum Support Price (MSP), Central

Agricultural Price Commission, which

decides the MSP, the demand for a memorial

for the 736 farmers killed during the

farmers' movement and other related

matters. These are not any recognized

farmers' organizations. The central and state

governments have been continuously

discussing MSP at their level. It is a different

matter that at present no conclusion is in

front. Now whatever be the conclusion of

the farmers' discussion, but it can decide the

direction of the assembly elections in

Haryana. Haryana Chief Minister Naib

Singh Saini recently addressed a rally in

Kurukshetra, in which a guarantee was

given regarding MSP that the government

will buy crops only on MSP. The United

Kisan Morcha rejected that guarantee.

Farmers are demanding a legal guarantee

of MSP at the national level, so talks have

been going on with the Union Ministers. The

Central Government itself had formed a

committee, whose decisions are yet to be

made public. The purchase of crops from

Haryana is limited and only Haryana

farmers will be given priority. Kisan Morcha

has termed the Chief Minister's guarantee

as an 'election stunt'. Farmers claim that the

new MSP announced by Chief Minister

Saini will cause them a loss of Rs 3851 crore.

It is not clear on what basis this figure of

loss has been decided. However, Haryana

was not relatively active in the farmers'

movement and neither did the farmer

leaders get any political success after the

movement. The farmer leaders who

contested elections in Punjab and Haryana

were defeated and their deposits were also

forfeited. Jats constitute the highest

population in Haryana, around 24 percent.

They are mostly associated with farming.

Their support is divided between BJP,

Congress, INLD, JJP etc. Despite the anti-

incumbency wave, BJP won 5 Lok Sabha

seats and 5 seats went to Congress. Even

now this direct contest will remain, because

other parties have become very weak or have

disintegrated. Still this election will not be

easy. There is a tremendous wave against

the BJP government and party in Haryana.

This wave can also be felt within the party.

The BJP leadership had read it before the

Lok Sabha elections, so the then Chief

Minister Manohar Lal Khattar was removed

and Nayab Singh Saini was made the Chief

Minister. He has been the Chief Minister

since March 12, 2024. Nayab Saini started

his government's campaign with a 'Non

Stop' banner. Full page advertisements were

printed in newspapers and claims were

made that Haryana is now 'Non Stop' in

every field. MSP was also mentioned. It was

challenged by the Congress faction of former

Chief Minister Bhupendra Singh Hooda,

whose slogan is 'Haryana Maange Hisaab'.

There is also a faction led by Shailja in the

Congress and the high command has not

been able to end this factionalism. Although

issues like unemployment, farmer-crisis and

stagnant, stagnant, stagnant economy have

been well known in Haryana, but with the

assembly elections coming, the opposition has

heated them up. According to the data of

the Center for Monitoring Indian Economy,

Haryana has the highest rate of

unemployment, while the government data

is exactly the opposite and it considers

Haryana to be at the fourth place in terms

of unemployment. The industrial activities

of the state are limited and employment is

affected.

In the year 2023, India has

exported agriculture worth about $ 50 billion and has become the eighth

largest agricultural exporter in the world. These days, India's new importance

is being revealed in various international reports being published on global

food security. At this time when the global food crisis is deepening due to the

Russia-Ukraine war, Israel- Hamas war and other geopolitical reasons, India

has remained a helpful country for many countries of the world in dealing with

the food crisis and in view of their food security. On 15 August, Prime Minister

Modi said from the Red Fort that changing the agricultural system is the need

of the hour. The farmers of the country can make India the organic food basket

of the world and India can be helpful to the countries of the world. India's food

security is being appreciated by various global organizations of social security

including the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund. There is no

doubt that the country has achieved heights in various areas of agricultural production. Especially in the last 10 years, due to unprecedented

efforts of agricultural development, India is now being recognized as the food bowl of the world. Agriculture is at the center of India's

economic policies. 90 percent of farmers in Indian agriculture have very little land and these small farmers are the biggest strength of India's

food security. 1,900 new climate-friendly varieties of crops have been made available for the sustainable development of the agriculture

sector.

Is the reason why Neeraj and Arshad have remained good friends

for years because they are both Punjabis and speaking in their mother tongue strengthened their friendship? Senior New Delhi journalist

Karan Thapar, who is highly respected in Pakistan for his writings and television programs, has made some comments on this. He said that

the love shown between the two mothers for their son's opponent is because they are both Punjabis and this ethnicity brought them together.

He said in very beautiful words that 'they do not see their son's opponent as a rival, because they feel a 'Punjabi' connection. No doubt this

explains the remarkable similarity in their manner of speaking.
