The reason for reducing the crowd is like

the need to rewrite the urban structure of

Himachal.

After Virbhadra Singh, the Sukhu

government has given this message that some

offices from the capital will be sent to the

district headquarters. Shanta Kumar

government had sent many offices of the

electricity department to Sundarnagar,

while Virbhadra Singh had created North,

South and Central zones and shifted the

regional offices and some headquarters of

the departments.

Prem Kumar Dhumal had created another

zone of regional offices of the state and

increased their number in Hamirpur. Of

course, the capital was divided in Shimla and

from these emerged the winter stay of the

Chief Minister in the lower regions, the

winter session in Tapovan and the journey

of the winter capital to Dharamshala. Once

again the burden of crowd will be taken out

of Shimla's arms.

This is possible if there is no war of the skies

on the path of the city, otherwise the

destinations of power become political

crowd.

It will also have to be seen that the crowd

taken from Shimla proves useful to become

the property of which city. For example, if

the Agriculture University is in Palampur,

then the Directorate of Agriculture

Department can be there. Similarly, the

Medical Directorate along with the Medical

University Mandi and the Horticulture

Directorate due to Solan University can be

shifted there.

As the school board is an education and

sports city, departments like education,

sports, youth services, language and art-

culture and tourism can be sent to

Dharamshala.

To give the status of the state's economic

capital to the BBN region, the relevance of

the offices of Industry, Pollution, Finance

Corporation and Industrial Development

Corporation increases there. Along with this,

the headquarters of the state level financial

institutions of the banking sector should be

shifted to BBN.

The government should also play an

important role in fulfilling the decades old

demand of opening a circuit bench of the

High Court of Shimla in Dharamshala. The

status of capital given to Shimla raises the

flag of its historical heritage, hence

development has to be done here on the lines

of 'State Capital Region'.

The Waknaghat project, which has been

pending for years, should now be developed

in accordance with the future of Shimla. Of

course, a way is being devised to free Shimla

from the crowd, but there is a need to reduce

the pressure of temple complexes, tourist

places, increasing traffic compulsions and

transportation in the crowd. Space for new

offices can be created by setting up employee

towns between two or three cities in the state.

Shifting offices from Shimla will not reduce

the crowd in the state. We should remember

that the wait for the arrival of five crore

tourists will once again fill the ridge, roads

and tourist spots of Shimla. In such a

situation, before improving the role of every

city, the offices of the departments will have

to be shifted after classifying its basic

behavior. For example, the expansion of

Solan is becoming a haphazard shelter for

the people of Shimla, Kinnaur and Sirmaur.

Bhuntar to Manali is becoming the abode

of the people of Lahaul-Spiti and Pangi, so

there is a need to address every issue of

urbanization.
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Monsoon and snakes: Snakebite havoc in India

and rural population struggling with snakes
According to the report of the Central Health Investigation Bureau (2016-2020), the average annual frequency of snakebite cases in India is

about 3 lakhs and about 2000 deaths occur due to snakebite. While the truth is that no one has the actual number of deaths due to snakebite

in India, the sight of a snake sends a shudder through the body. This natural reaction of humans can be understood as to how dangerous a

snake hiding in bushes, grass and burrows is. During these rainy days, it is the season for cultivation of paddy etc. and this is the most risky

time for snakebite. In fact, snakebite incidents mostly occur in rural areas. Common farmers or agricultural workers and children are most

affected by this. Children often suffer more severe effects than adults, as their body weight is smaller. Bites from poisonous snakes can cause

short-term death, paralysis, breathing problems, fatal bleeding from bleeding disorders, irreversible kidney failure, permanent disability

from tissue damage and amputation. This problem is mainly of developing countries and especially of agrarian rural and forest tribes. This

problem not only creates a health crisis but also has social and economic impact. But this problem is not taken as seriously as other incidents

of human-wildlife conflict at any level. Perhaps that is why half of the world's snakebite deaths occur in India - According to the World

Health Organization's estimate, 50.40 lakh people are bitten by snakes every year worldwide and 81,410 to 1,37,880 people die from snakebite

and lakhs of people suffer from disability and other serious diseases. This figure of India is even more shocking. However, there is a huge

difference in the figures of the Union Health Ministry, World Health Organization and National Crime Records Bureau on snakebite. Yet,

according to the details released by the government at the time of the launch of the National Action Plan for Prevention and Control of

Snakebite Deaths in India on 12 March 2024, out of about 3-4 million snakebites every year, about 50,000 deaths occur in India, which is half

of all snakebite deaths globally. Meanwhile, only a small proportion of snakebite victims report to clinics and hospitals in different countries

and the actual burden of snakebite is very under-reported. According to the Central Bureau of Health Investigation report (2016-2020), the

average annual frequency of snakebite cases in India is about 3 lakh and about 2000 deaths are due to snakebite. While the truth is that no

one has the actual number of snakebite deaths in India, because these incidents mostly occur in rural areas and forest settlements and people

waste time on witchcraft and home remedies for snakebite. If the snakebite is not treated on time, the person bitten by the snake loses his life.

As the cases do not reach the police and hospital, they are not reported. Monsoon season is the most risky - The monsoon season in India,

which usually runs from June to September, is the most vulnerable period for snake bites. Monsoon brings heavy rainfall. Heavy rainfall

destroys the habitats of snakes and fills their burrows with water. This causes snakes to move into human-inhabited areas in search of food

and shelter. Monsoon season is also the best time for agricultural activities. Farmers and labourers working in the fields may inadvertently

come in contact with snakes that are taking shelter under tall grass or debris. It is believed that high levels of humidity during monsoon can

make snakes more active. This is because warmer, wetter conditions can increase prey availability, leading to greater snake activity. Human

encroachment on snake habitats - As India's population grows, human-snake conflict is on the rise, just like other human-faunal conflicts, for

survival. Human habitation expansion encroaches on natural habitats. This increased contact between people and snakes increases the

likelihood of snake bites, especially in rural and semi-urban areas. Experts believe that climate change is also affecting the behaviour and

distribution of snakes. For example, warmer temperatures and altered rainfall patterns can expand the habitats where snakes live and

increase their activity. Loss of forest areas due to deforestation and agricultural expansion is forcing snakes to migrate into human settlements

in search of food and shelter. This delay in treatment leads to increased mortality, as access to timely medical help and antivenom is limited in

many rural areas. National Action Plan to Prevent Snakebite In view of this serious problem, the Government of India has launched the

National Action Plan to Prevent and Control Snakebite Deaths, whose vision and mission is to prevent and control snakebite deaths to

reduce the number of deaths and disability cases by half by 2030. But the real solution to this deadly problem is to be cautious and learn the

art of living with nature. Not only this, we should not forget that Snakes are not our enemies in principle. They do not attack without being

provoked. In some ways, they are not the enemy of the farmer but his friend. If there are no snakes, the rats will destroy the crops. According

to Wildlife SOS, about 300 species of snakes from 11 families are found in India, out of which more than 60 are poisonous, 40 are mildly

poisonous and about 180 are non-poisonous. Among these, species like cobra, Russell and wasp are extremely dangerous and poisonous.

Whereas hundreds of non-poisonous species of snakes are killed without any reason. Caution is the biggest protection. Snakes do not attack

like other dangerous creatures, so caution is the only safe way to avoid them. Snakes are usually hidden, so you need to be cautious wherever

you go, especially around grass, bushes, and loose rocks. While going to such areas, you should wear long pants and strong shoes, this can

protect your skin from snake bites. Snakes are usually active at night. Special care is needed while going out at night. Farmers should take

care that when they are carrying heavy grass or wood, first make sure that there is no snake inside. People should know about the species of

local snakes and identify them so that you can take quick decision for medical help in case of emergency. Similarly, one should not enter

bushes or grass without any reason. If you see a snake, do not provoke it or attack it. Snakes bite only in self-defense. If a snake has bitten, do

not try to treat it yourself, such as cutting or sucking the wound. This can worsen the situation. Importantly, do not use any home remedy or

medicine for snake bite. Use only doctor's advice and antivenom and get immediate medical help as soon as possible.

Rape and Court: Delayed justice in cases of violence

against women and the sensitivity of the President
The President has given expression to the pain of the common man. If we link his speech to the incident of blackmailing and raping famous

students of Ajmer, then the situation looks even more horrific than what the President is pointing to. When immediate justice is not given in

cases like rape, people lose faith. It is important to change the culture of dates after dates in courts and ensure speedy justice. President

Draupadi Murmu said these things at the closing ceremony of the National Conference of Judiciary. It was organized in New Delhi on the

75th anniversary of the Supreme Court. She said that when the court's decision in cases like rape comes after a generation, then the common

man feels that there is no sensitivity left in the process of justice.The

President has given expression to the pain of the common man. If we

link his speech to the incident of blackmailing and raping famous

students of Ajmer, then the situation looks even more horrific than what the

President is pointing to. In Ajmer, about 34 years ago, more than 100 school

girls were blackmailed and raped. It is said that the names of many people

associated with the Ajmer Sharif Dargah Committee also came up in this.

That is why the police did not take interest earlier. Cases were registered

after the agitation. After 32 years, just a month ago, the court there gave its

verdict. This natural question will arise in everyone's mind that what

was the court doing for 32 years? Can the court's verdict be called justice?

This is a mockery of justice. It is a mockery of those victimized girls. Why

should it not be believed that by delaying the verdict, influential rapists were

given protection? This is the situation in all cases including rape. Courts just

give dates after dates. They do not feel even a little shame in this. From the Chief Justice to the judges of the lower courts, everyone keeps

crying about pending cases. But the truth is that the working style of the judges is responsible for the cases being pending. Long dates are

given even in minor cases. Cases are deliberately kept pending. More than 5 crore cases are pending in various courts of the country. It has

to be said with regret that only the officers sitting in the courts are responsible for this. The courts are not serious even on serious crimes like

rape and murder. This is the reason why the sentence was pronounced after 32 years in the Ajmer rape case. In the famous Nirbhaya case,

the culprit could be hanged after 12 years. Delay in sentencing is also a big reason behind the increasing incidents of rape in the country. The

rapist knows that he can drag the case for as many years as he wants. Meanwhile, the case is weakened by threatening the victim and finally

the rapist is acquitted. It cannot be denied that the slowness of the court increases the courage of the criminals. Along with this, the fear of

law also ends. According to NCRB, one rape is taking place every 16 minutes in the country and 50 criminal incidents are taking place

against women every hour. Every day 86 rapes are reported in the country. 63 percent rapes are not registered. 10 percent rapes happen

with minors. In 89% of the cases, the rapist is known. The investigation in a rape case has to be completed within 2 months. But the police

does not do this. The Nirbhaya case was tried in a fast track court, but it still took 12 years to hang the culprits. In this light, why not believe

that today the courts stand with the culprits, not with the victims? This is a shameful situation for any civilized society. Will President

Draupadi Murmu's words awaken the conscience of the judges? Can it be expected that the working style of courts of adjourning cases will

improve? Will the verdict in rape and murder cases come within a year? Or will what is heard from one ear go out from the other? Like His

Excellency the President, lakhs of victims and exploited people of the country are looking at you with great hope. M' Lord, do something!
