Bulldozer will not work
Although this is the position of law, but in

most of the cases it is being violated. We are

not in favour of giving protection to illegal

construction or encroachment. A person

may be accused or convicted in any case,

someone's son may be stubborn or a

criminal, but in no case can his house be

demolished by running a bulldozer. This is

not democratic, but medieval, tribal justice.

Home is related to the human rights of

anyone. It is also a fundamental right. You

cannot snatch anyone's home in the name

of 'justice'. Apart from the accused or

criminal, other family members also live in

the house. Why should they suddenly come

on the road? They have not committed any

crime. It is not in any definition of crime and

punishment that along with the criminal, his

family members should also suffer

punishment. If the construction is illegal, then

legal action should be taken. Demolishing

the house is not a legal action at all. Now the

time has come to set guidelines in view of

bulldozer action, which are effective and

applicable across the country. This is a

summary of the important comments made

by Supreme Court Justice BR Gavai and

Justice Vishwanathan during the hearing on

'bulldozer justice'. The judges prima facie

do not consider the government action of

demolishing houses, buildings, properties by

running bulldozers as 'legal'. This is the basic

thinking of the initial decision and through

this the apex court has hammered 'bulldozer

justice'. The hearing is going on in the court

and the next date is 17 September. The

judicial bench has sought suggestions from

all the parties, so that all-India guidelines can

be set. In fact, 'bulldozer action' in India was

started by UP Chief Minister Yogi

Adityanath. After coming to power in 2017,

he linked the bulldozer with law and order,

so that criminals and mafia could be afraid.

Yogi got the houses, buildings, properties of

some notorious mafias bulldozed and turned

them into 'debris'. While taking this action,

a 'particular community' was mostly

targeted, so 'Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind' filed a

petition in the Supreme Court emphasizing

on this point that mostly Muslims have been

targeted and this 'destructive process' is still

going on. 'Bulldozer Nyaya' was used by the

then Chief Minister Kamal Nath in Madhya

Pradesh in 2018, then Chief Minister Ashok

Gehlot of Rajasthan and Uddhav Thackeray

government of 'Maha Vikas Aghadi' of

Maharashtra. Apart from UP, BJP-ruled

governments of Gujarat, Rajasthan,

Haryana, Assam and Madhya Pradesh are

also running bulldozers a lot. It is surprising

that the Government of India did not find

anything 'inhuman' in these exercises and

neither were any instructions given that

doing so is illegal. Between 2020 and 2022,

bulldozers have been run on 12,640 alleged

illegal constructions. Now this figure must

have increased even more. From a juice shop

in Delhi to a tempo driver in Rajasthan and

a load-loading labourer in MP, bulldozers

have been used and properties have been

demolished. Last August, two children were

stabbed in Udaipur, Rajasthan. The house

of the accused child, who was studying in

10th standard, was bulldozed. Look at the

government's negligence that the house was

rented. Two cases have also come up in

Ujjain and Indore, in which bulldozers were

used, but the court declared them innocent.

The question is that if the governments keep

running bulldozers like this by closing their

eyes and burying their conscience, then what

compensation will have to be paid in case of

innocence? Will the courts force the

governments to pay compensation? Apart

from 'Jamiat Ulema-e-Hind', former Rajya

Sabha MP and leftist leader Brinda Karat

and some other organizations have also filed

petitions in the Supreme Court. All of them

are being heard together. Bulldozing is a

cruel and unjust action. Justice should not

be insulted by terming it synonymous.

Let us tell you the real

story of the IC814 hijacking. The story that came to light during the investigation of this hijacking incident, because this story tells that if the

system of identification and documents in the country had been strong, then perhaps this plane hijacking conspiracy would have been foiled

in the beginning itself. It is said that time heals every wound. It is also true that the balm of time heals wounds slowly. But there are some

incidents which leave deep scars and the memories of their pain always remain fresh. One such incident was the hijacking of Indian Airlines

plane IC814 coming from Kathmandu to Delhi on the evening of 24 December 1999. It has been 25 years now since this hijacking incident.

But the pain of this incident still haunts India. The pain of this wound is even more because the three terrorists who were freed in the release

of the passengers included the dreaded terrorist Azhar, who is still inflicting wounds on India with terrorist acts. The story of IC814 hijacking

shown on the screen has once again opened the wounds of that hijacking incident and has also raised the questions related to it. Some of these

questions are such whose answers have come out with time and have become a lesson for the government and the system. At the same time,

there are some questions which are still standing as questions. We will talk about the questions and lessons later. But first of all, let me tell you

the real story of IC814 hijacking. The story which came to light during the investigation of this hijacking incident. Because this story tells that

if the system of identity and documents was strong in the country, then perhaps this plane hijacking conspiracy would have been stopped in

the beginning itself. The report of the CBI investigation on the conspiracy of this plane crash tells how the terrorists who came from Pakistan

kept making fake documents in India and kept their identity hidden. Before executing the conspiracy, the terrorists not only got passports

and driving licenses made in the country with fake identities but also kept travelling easily within and outside India. Obviously, if the process

of identification and making documents of citizens in India was vigilant at that time, their plans would not have succeeded. Investigation of

the conspiracy shows that its strings are not only connected to Kathmandu and Kandahar, but the pages of this conspiracy are scattered in

many cities of India and neighboring countries. Jammu Chapter- The root of the Kandahar plane hijacking conspiracy was the release of

terrorist leader Masood Azhar. Its seed was sown in the month of July-August in 1998 when Masood Azhar's brother-in-law Yusuf Azhar

sought help from Abdul Latif, who lives in Mumbai, to release the terrorist leader imprisoned in Jammu jail. For this, in September 1998,

Yusuf had asked Latif to get an Indian passport made for him in the name of Mohammad Salim Mohammad Karim and to obtain a

Bangladesh visa on it. Later, Latif had arranged a rented flat for the terrorists in Madhav Building in Goregaon area of ??Mumbai on the

fake identity of Javed A. Siddiqui. Chapter 2- Part 1- In April 1999, Yusuf Azhar reached Mumbai with his friend Shakir and both of them

started living in the same flat in Madhav Building in Goregaon area of ??Mumbai which was arranged by Latif. Not only this, while staying

in Mumbai, Yusuf Azhar got fake passports made for Maulana Masood Azhar's brother Ibrahim Athar and his friend Shakir with the help

of a local company. In the month of May-June 1999, Yusuf Azhar went to Jammu with his two friends Akhtar, alias Shahid Saeed Akhtar, SA

Saeed, alias Moti, alias Khalid alias Doctor and Ashraf so that Maulana Masood Azhar could be freed from the Jammu jail through a tunnel.

This plan to free the Maulana from Kot Bhalwal jail of Jammu failed. Terrorist Sajjad Afghani was killed while trying to escape and

Maulana Masood Azhar got stuck in the tunnel due to obesity. Meanwhile, when Inspector Kulbir Chand Handa was checking the vehicles

at Indira Chowk in Jammu on 12 June 1999, Yusuf Azhar and Akhtar were detained for suspicious movement near Jammu jail. As soon as

Latif, who was in Mumbai, got the news of this incident, he contacted the manager of the hotel in Jammu where the three terrorists were

staying. Latif asked the hotel manager to try to get Yusuf and Akhtar released. The trick was successful. The police also released both the

'guests' on the guarantee of the hotel manager. Yusuf, who returned to Mumbai after the plan failed in Jammu, once again asked Abdul Latif

to arrange a new flat. This time too, Latif arranged a flat in Golden Soil Apartment in Goregaon on the fake identity of Javed A Siddiqui.

Latif also started living in this flat along with Yusuf. After a few days, Yusuf sent Latif to Delhi to obtain Bangladesh visa on his fake Indian

passport. Latif obtained Bangladesh visa on Yusuf Azhar's passport made in the name of Mohammad Salim Mohammad Karim and his own

fake passport made in the identity of Vipin Bharat Desai and returned to Mumbai. Calcutta Chapter- Yusuf and Latif reached Calcutta in

July 1999. After spending two days in Hotel Amina located on Jararia Street of Calcutta, both left for Danapur border by car. After crossing

the border, both travelled to Dhaka by bus. Dhaka Chapter- After reaching Dhaka, Yusuf left for Karachi. But before leaving, Yusuf wrote

a letter to Latif Latif was asked to stay in Dhaka and wait for Abdul Rauf, who is Masood Azhar's younger brother and is coming from

Kathmandu. Upon reaching Dhaka, Rauf told Latif about the plan being made to release Maulana from jail. Meanwhile, Shahid Akhtar

and Shakir also reached Dhaka from Mumbai. Sunny Ahmed Kazi alias Burger was also present there. Arrangements were made for

everyone to stay near the Dhaka cantonment. Within a few days, first Mistry Zahoor Ibrahim alias Bhola and then Ibrahim Athar alias

Chief, who was planning to hijack the plane in Kathmandu, reached Dhaka. Sometime in September 1999, the seven people including Abdul

Rauf met for the first time in which the plan of hijacking the plane was prepared. Ibrahim Athar told them that hijacking the Indian Airlines

plane from Kathmandu is very easy and he is also arranging weapons for this in Nepal itself. He also told that the plane will be taken from

Kathmandu to Afghanistan and for this he has also spoken to the minister of Taliban. In the plan, Latif was given the task of arranging

passports and driving licenses for Pakistani terrorists. Mumbai Chapter Part-2- Abdul Latif and Sunny Ahmed Qazi reached India on 11

September 1999 and came to Mumbai via Siliguri and Patna. After reaching Mumbai, Latif started helping his terrorist masters. Also, with

the help of his network, he started the work of making passport and license for Sunny Ahmed Qazi alias Burger. Latif also got a mobile

number 9820110317 to stay in touch with the terrorist masters. After a few days, he got a message from Abdul Rauf on this number that he

is sending two more terrorists to Malda and Latif should make arrangements to receive them. Latif fabricated a false story and convinced his

old acquaintance Chandan Rai, who works in a hotel, to help. Chandan had reached Malda on 6 October 1999 by boarding the Gitanjali

Express. However, he could meet the people he had come to pick up only after a few days. One of these people told his name as Rajesh Verma

(who later became Shankar during the hijacking). Rajesh asked Chandan to buy three tickets from Malda to Katihar. The same day, all

three (Chandan, Rajesh and Shahid Saeed Akhtar) first came to Katihar and then reached Patna on 11 October 1999. After spending the

day in Patna, all three caught a train to Mumbai and reached Mumbai on 14 October 1999. In a few days, Zahoor Ibrahim Mistry (Bhola)

also reached Mumbai. Kathmandu Chapter- Preparations for this conspiracy were already going on in Kathmandu. However, Yusuf Nepali,

who made a living by doing small business in Kathmandu, did not know when he became a part of the conspiracy of a dangerous crime like

plane hijacking. In November 1999, Abdul Latif and Shahid Saeed Akhtar reached Kathmandu to execute the preparations of this conspiracy.

However, their journey from Mumbai to Kathmandu was not direct. Both of them first came to Calcutta from Mumbai by Indian Airlines

flight and from Sealdah Railway Station they first traveled to Jalpaiguri and then to Kathmandu by road. Both of them reached Kathmandu

on 4 November 1999. This team of conspirators and hijackers was waiting for Ibrahim Akhtar to arrive from Pakistan, who arrived on 19

November 1999. After Akhtar's arrival in Kathmandu, preparations to execute the plan intensified. At the Tibet Guest House in Kathmandu,

Shahid Saeed Akhtar showed everyone the weapons that were used in this plane hijacking. This included three revolvers, three hand

grenades and many cartridges. On November 23, 1999, the conspirators changed their address once again and started living in Thamel area

of ??Kathmandu. Meanwhile, Abdul Latif returned to Mumbai on November 25, 1999 by Royal Nepal Airlines flight. After obtaining a

passport for Ibrahim Athar in Mumbai and picking up Zahoor Ibrahim Mistry, Latif once again headed towards Kathmandu. Latif made

his booking in the name of Vijay Gupta at Swaniga Hotel in Kathmandu. Meanwhile, Sunny Ahmed Kazi, who came to Kathmandu on

December 10, and Zahoor Ahmed, who was already present, made Hotel Imperial their hideout. However, the process of changing addresses

of the terrorists continued in the meantime. On December 13, 1999, Abdul Latif Shakir, Sunny Ahmed Kazi, along with Zahoor Ibrahim

came to Hotel Pisang in Kathmandu. It was decided that everyone would meet at the zoo in Kathmandu where Ibrahim Athar would tell

everyone about his entire plan. In the zoo's code meeting it was decided that Latif would not be present during the hijacking of the plane. The

terrorist bosses asked him to return to Mumbai. But with the instruction that he would always be in touch with Abdul Rauf in Karachi. In

the zoo meeting itself it was also decided what would be the code names for the identities during the hijacking. Everyone was told that

Ibrahim Athar would introduce himself as Chief, Sunny Ahmed Qazi's name would be Burger, Shahid Saeed Akhtar would be called

Doctor, Shakir's name would be Shankar and Zahoor Ibrahim Mistry's name would be Bhola. The conspirators also assigned the task of

buying confirmed tickets of Indian Airlines between 20 and 30 December to Latif, who had been helping till now. He was also asked to buy

a ticket for himself a week before this. In the zoo meeting the plan of carrying weapons in the plane was also discussed. According to the plan,

Ibrahim Athar, Sunny Ahmed Qazi and Saeed Akhtar were to take the weapons inside. One of these men would reach the airport in advance

with the weapon hidden in his clothes. If he enters without any hindrance, he will send a message to the others. After this, all the terrorists will

leave the hotel and reach the airport. According to this plan, on the day of hijacking, Ibrahim Athar entered the airport first and crossed the

immigration and security check. Later, all the terrorists met together in the airport lounge. Confirmed ticket changed the date of hijacking.

Before going to Kathmandu, Latif bought a business class ticket for Ibrahim Athar in the name of Ahmed Ali Muhammad Ali Sheikh for

December 27. He went to another travel agency to get economy class tickets for the other terrorists but he could not get 4 tickets for

December 27. The travel agent told him that confirmed tickets for December 24 are available. In such a situation, Latif returned the

December 27 ticket bought for Ibrahim Athar and bought Indian Airlines flight tickets for December 24, 1999 for everyone. Latif bought a

ticket for himself from Kathmandu for Indian Airlines flight IC-814 for December 17, 1999 and reached Delhi. Latif reached Mumbai by

train from Delhi on 19 December and after arriving he informed Abdul Rauf about this. During this time he also maintained contact in

Kathmandu. 24 December 1999- Operation Hijack- Before executing the plan of hijacking the plane, the terrorists also erased the traces of

their conspiracy. In this connection, Shahid Saeed Akhtar sent a message to Abdul Latif in Mumbai that he is sending a Yusuf Nepali whose

stay has to be arranged in Golden Soil Apartments in Mumbai. Latif also has to arrange a passport and Bangladesh visa for him.
