During this period,

the Tourism Development Corporation of

neighboring Haryana marked all the roads

with the gift of highway tourism. Rajasthan

gave its name to cultural and heritage

tourism. Gujarat went beyond its seasons

and became an event and similarly in the

backwaters of Kerala and somewhere in the

forests of Uttarakhand and Gujarat, lions

and leopards started attracting tourists, but

we kept feeding only tourism. If Kashmir

was not afraid of unrest within its scenery,

then perhaps our state would not have been

worthy of any tourism. We kept considering

tourism as bait, kept plowing it into politics

without any priority and discussion, as a

result, loss management started happening

within the buildings of government hotels.

Before turning tourism into a jungle

of new assets, if we can find the spring of

tourism in the nearly two thousand dak

bungalows of the state, then all these places

can become destinations with year-round

arrivals, because even the most expensive

tourist needs a few days of peace. Tourism

related to peace will also adopt the Ayurveda

tradition through dak bungalows.
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World's top 10 companies: Europe needs the future, not

the past; innovation and national security also important
The US has Apple, Google and Meta, but there is not a single European company in the recently released list of the world's top 10 tech

companies. Even the tiny African country of Seychelles is ahead of many European countries in terms of unicorn companies. Europe, with

its rich past, needs the future. In many ways, Europe is ahead of the US. Europe has softened the harshest edges of capitalism, provided a

safety net and in important ways surpassed the US in terms of well-being. European infants are less likely to die than in the US, childbirth

in Europe is less dangerous than in the US, and Europeans live longer. Northern Europeans work less than Americans. They work only

1,400 or 1,500 hours per year compared to Americans' 1,800 hours and most enjoy universal health care, free or subsidized child care and

good public schools. University education is often free or affordable. If you make burgers at McDonald's in Denmark, you get paid more

than $20 an hour, plus enjoy six weeks of paid vacation, a year of maternity leave and a pension plan. Yet Europe is struggling with economic

crisis today. Last year, the US economy grew six times faster than the EU's (0.4 percent). The US has tech successes like Apple, Google and

Meta, but there is not a single European company in the recently released list of the world's top 10 tech companies by market capitalisation.

A list of unicorns (start-ups worth more than a billion dollars) shows that the tiny African country of Seychelles has as many companies (two)

as Greece, while Italy or Belgium have three. France offers almond croissants, luxury brands and a great lifestyle. But if it were a state, it

would be one of the poorest states per capita, on a par with Arkansas.Meanwhile, Europe's population has peaked this decade and is set to

fall significantly for the first time since the Black Death in the 14th century. The process of population decline and aging of societies is

expected to continue in a way that will diminish the continent's influence. Militarily, Western Europe is dependent on the US and unable to

confront Russia on its own. Poland and the Baltic states are doing their best, but unfortunately Europe today has no real leader: Germany's

chancellor could play this role, but Olaf Scholz is a mere shadow of Angela Merkel. Germany, once the engine of the region, is now sometimes

dismissed as Europe's sick country. Partly because of this, there are growing concerns that the faltering German government could stop

supporting Ukraine. Meanwhile, French President Emmanuel Macron is ready to take the lead, although no one wants him to. Macron

warned at the Sorbonne in April that "our Europe could be destroyed." He is alive to the threat, but has few allies at home or abroad. In

2005, the political scientist Mark Leonard explained in his book Why Europe Will Drive the 21st Century. But according to a European

calculation, if economies continue to grow at the current pace, by 2035 the average American and the average European will be as far apart

economically as the average European and Indian are today. To be fair, estimating the gap also depends on which exchange rate is used. One

reason for the widening gap may be that the US under President Biden is investing in computer chips, batteries and high-speed internet;

while the EU allocates about a quarter of its budget to agriculture and rural areas, sometimes subsidizing overproduction, so much so that

Europe pays to convert so-called excess wine production into hand sanitizer. As a result, there is growing concern about Europe's

"competitiveness crisis." At the Trilateral Commission meeting in Brussels this summer, I repeatedly heard variations of the idea that 'the

US innovates' while 'Europe regulates.' In recent decades, I believe Europe has been better at protecting consumers from monopolies and

toxic chemicals. But liberals like me should be wary that excessive regulation and weak governance in Europe could undermine the continent's

future. To be fair, critics sometimes turn Europe into a caricature, ignoring its enormous strengths. Rather than making people lazy, its

investments in human capital have empowered people to work: the labour force participation rate in northern Europe is higher than in the

US. One reason for this is that Europe is better at childcare, making it easier for parents to hold down a job. It is also true that crises

sometimes lead to new bursts of vitality. Greece seemed pretty hopeless about 15 years ago. Now it is one of the fastest-growing countries in

Europe. Following the economic crisis in the 1990s, Sweden reinvented itself and became a global innovator. became a leader in technology

and entrepreneurship. And Estonia! Who would have bet in the 1990s that in 2024 tiny Estonia would be one of the world’s most high-tech

nations, still living next to the country that once terrorized it? Estonia is today one of the world’s most digitally prosperous countries, and a

reminder that Europe’s economic engines can move into places that were once on the margins. Yet Europe needs its future as much as its

past. I fear that unless it eliminates pointless but costly regulations, embraces innovation, and strengthens its national security, it will remain

more of a warning than an ideal for the world’s liberals.

Issue: So that everyone can get food... To stop

Along with giving up the tendency to waste food, a complete tracking system of food items will have to be established so that everyone can get

food.

Those resolutions

have to be achieved by the year 2030, but even today the progress on the issue of food wastage which can be controlled and eliminated is

negligible. The reality is that the food system

which is responsible for one-third of the

carbon emissions is not being controlled.

The fact is that by controlling food

wastage and loss, S u s t a i n a b l e

Development Goals 2, 8, 12 and 13 can be

achieved simultaneously. Generally, vehicles

and other means of transport are

blamed for carbon emissions, which are

constantly increasing in this materialistic era.

But the deteriorating or rather, distorted

food system with pseudo dignity, which can

be improved immediately, is out

of the entire scenario. The ongoing and

increasing form of this distortion is posing a

direct and indirect threat to the entire

universe. Concerns about this are
deepening in western and developed

countries and organized efforts are being

made to stop wastage at every step from food

production to c o n s u m p t i o n .

Analyzing the way of eating in these countries, the tray culture is being discouraged and the use of small plates for food is being promoted. In

the same sequence, steps are being taken to control the size and quantity of packaging of various processed and other food items. The

tradition of donating food grains and food has been there in India since ancient times and in Sanatan Dharma, it is considered the best means

of earning merit. But in the process of donating food, it is not possible to assess what the needs of a particular person or class are. As a result,

donation becomes meaningless. In view of this scenario, there is a need to set standards at the policy level and also make strict rules and

regulations for donation. First of all, there is a need for a punitive system to prevent wastage, so that no one dares to leave leftovers. Similarly,

the food material manufacturer will also have to establish a complete tracking system from production to marketing, consumption and

disposal. At present, the data of disposal of valuable food material by burning is not disclosed by any manufacturer. Through tracking,

arrangements can be made for its distribution through various means within the stipulated period for its use. In this regard, France was the

first country to enforce a law to compel retailers and large vendors to stop food wastage, which has been followed by many countries.

Perhaps the common man would be surprised to know that almost all the special food manufacturing companies send a large quantity of

food material from their depots every month to cement plants for burning, for which a large section of the population craves. In our culture,

food is considered to be the ultimate truth, so how justified is it to burn or waste it, or rather, it is a direct sin. Recently, in a report released

by the Global Food Banking Network, it has been mentioned in the manifest facts about the importance of setting up more and more food

banks that setting up a food bank can help in preventing carbon emissions equivalent to about one thousand cars and its benefit will be

equivalent to 63 thousand plants planted for ten years. There is a need to connect our culture of food donation with technology based food

banks and provide nutritious food to the right person. In this regard, it is the need of the hour to encourage voluntary, social organizations

and the penal system through policy making. Everyone will have to re-establish food as God in their minds, so that it is not disrespected.
