This is also evident from the fact that after

Shimla, cases of illegal construction of

mosques have come to light in many other

districts including Mandi, Bilaspur.

Regarding the mosque in Shimla, which is

said to be built illegally and against which a

series of protests were held, the Municipal

Corporation is not in a position to tell what

the reality is. The case of this mosque is said

to be pending for 14 years. This is the height

of negligence. In order to settle the matter,

the mosque committee in Shimla wrote that

it is ready to demolish three of the five illegal

floors of the mosque, but the question is

whether the first two floors are legal? When

this is the condition in the capital Shimla,

the situation in far-off places can be easily

guessed. Undoubtedly, it is not only about

illegally constructed mosques. No religious

place should be constructed illegally

anywhere - be it a mosque or a temple or

any other religious place. It is ironic that even

after the Supreme Court's order, neither the

illegal construction of religious places is

stopping nor the religious places built by

encroachment are being removed. The

result is that illegal construction and

encroachment is not stopping in our country.

In Himachal Pradesh, the matter is not only

about illegal construction of mosques, but

also about the change in demography. In

fact, due to this change, people's attention

has come to the illegally constructed

mosques. The state government minister

himself has accepted the change in

demography.

are now making a big effort in this direction. The team of researchers is

working on a new type of screening test that can save thousands of people by identifying

prostate cancer in time. Prostate cancer and its risk- Before knowing about this test, it is

important to understand prostate cancer and its risks. Prostate cancer is caused by the rapid

growth of cells in the prostate gland, which is an important gland for the male reproductive

system. It is the most common cancer in men and the second leading cause of cancer deaths

in the United States. Some changes in DNA are considered to be the main cause of this

cancer. People who have had this problem in their family earlier have a higher risk of prostate

cancer. Lifestyle disturbances and obesity can also be a risk factor for it. The biggest concern

of doctors has been the inability to diagnose this cancer in time. Transform Screening Trial-

A screening trial has been started in the UK with the aim of bringing revolutionary changes

in the early diagnosis and treatment of prostate cancer. This trial, known as 'Transform', has

been funded by Prostate Cancer UK and several other institutions including the National

Institute for Health and Care Research. So far there is no screening test to properly identify

the disease in its early stages. Symptoms of this cancer are also often not visible until the

cancer has spread. Experts hope that with the help of this screening test, it may be easier to

detect cancer in time. What do experts say? - Dr Matthew Hobbs, research director of Prostate

Cancer UK, said, the purpose of Transform is clear. We want to find the most effective, least

harmful ways to catch the disease in its early stages. So far, cancer has been detected by

detecting a chemical called prostate-specific antigen (PSA) in men's blood. Biopsy is advised

to those at high risk. Hobbs said the problem is that an increased level of PSA in the blood

does not always mean that it is prostate cancer.

things, foam will start

forming. Apply this paste on

the stove. After 15 minutes,

clean it with the help of a

scrubber or brush. This will

make your stove shine.

Lemon and salt- You can use

lemon and salt to remove

stubborn blackness of the

stove. For this, mix lemon

juice with a little salt. Now

rub this mixture on the stove,

then leave it for some time.

After about twenty minutes,

clean it with a wet cloth. This

will also make your gas

shine. Dishwashing detergent and hot water- Take dishwashing detergent and mix it with a

little hot water. Pour this mixture on the burner and stove and clean it with a scrubber. Hot

water will help in reducing the blackness and grease of the stove. Vinegar and water mixture-

To prepare this paste, mix equal amounts of vinegar and water. Now put this solution in a

spray bottle and spray it on the entire stove. After some time, clean the stove with a clean

cloth. Vinegar kills germs and makes the stove shiny. Gram flour and lemon mixture- Make

a mixture of gram flour and lemon juice and apply it on the stove and rub it. This will help in

removing the grease and blackness accumulated on the gas stove. This is the easiest way to

clean the gas.
