One country, many elections
Although the Union Cabinet has approved
the recommendation of 'one country, one
election', the path to its implementation is

complicated and rocky. This
recommendation was made by the high-
powered committee headed by former
President Ram Nath Kovind, which
submitted its huge report to President
Draupadi Murmu in March 2024. If the
system of simultaneous elections is
implemented in the country, then it can
definitely prove to be a solid policy at the
level of governance, administration,
convenience and economic expenditure. The
Kovind Committee discussed with a total of
62 political parties, but 33 parties are in favor
of simultaneous elections, while 15 parties
are completely against it. They are the
components of the 'India' alliance. It is
obvious that the situation of division will
remain even during the debate on the bill in
Parliament. A bill to this effect can be
introduced during the winter session of
Parliament. Since 18 constitutional
amendments will have to be made to
implement the system of simultaneous
elections, the government will need a two-
thirds majority, i.e. 362 MPs in the Lok
Sabha alone. The government has only a
simple majority in both houses of Parliament.
So will the system of multiple elections
continue in the country? The opposition
considers it to be a federal structure.
Although the Election Commission has
claimed to conduct Lok Sabha and state
assembly elections simultaneously across the
country, this is questionable, because the
Election Commission has been unable to
conduct assembly elections in Haryana,
Jammu and Kashmir, Maharashtra,
Jharkhand and Delhi simultaneously. Now
it will have to conduct two elections in
November and possibly Delhi elections in
January. So how can arrangements be made
to conduct 'simultaneous elections' by June
2029? Former Chief Election Commissioner
S.Y. Qureshi believes that conducting
'simultaneous elections' is possible, but not
practical. We will need three times more
EVMs and three times more VVPATSs.
Security forces and election personnel are
also needed in the same proportion. About
70 lakh election workers were deployed for
the general elections in 2024. Every 5 years,
15% more election workers will be needed.
Right now, there is no arrangement for
storing EVMs. The government will have to
spend an additional Rs 8-10 thousand crore.
All these arrangements are not possible till
2029, because the production of EVMs is
limited. However, the consent of the states is
not mandatory for amendments in Articles
83, 85, 172 to 174 and 356 of the
Constitution. These articles are related to the
President, the Central Government and the
Parliament, but keep in mind that now there
is an opposition with 234 MPs in the Lok
Sabha and it is not in favor of 'simultaneous
elections'. These amendments can be passed
only with a two-thirds majority. How will
the government do it? If the system of
'simultaneous elections' has to be
implemented from 2029 itself, then elections
will have to be held before time in 22 states
and late in the tenure in 5 states. Apart from
this, the tenure of 6 assemblies-Gujarat,
Himachal, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Tripura,
Karnataka-will be reduced from one year
one month to one year seven months. Which
elected assembly will want this? 'One
country, one election' is not a new system.
After independence, from 1952 to 1967, Lok
Sabha and assembly elections were held
simultaneously. Till then Congress had
absolute power in the country. In 1967,
opposition alliances started forming, so
Congress was defeated in many elections, as
a result the 1971 election was such that the
elections were held separately. After that the
system changed. Today 'simultaneous
elections' seem like a wonder.

Classification of reservation is the need of the hour,
Supreme Court's decision is revolutionary in many ways

On the subject of scheduled castes opposing sub-classification, the Chief Justice said that their 'attitude’ is like a person sitting in the general
compartment of a train. First, people outside the compartment struggle to get inside. Once they reach inside, they make every possible effort
to prevent people from outside from entering it. The Supreme Court has put an end to the debate on reservation classification in Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, which was going on for a long time, through its decision. The Constitution Bench of seven judges of the
Supreme Court headed by the Chief Justice said in a 6:1 majority decision that the President has given permission to the states to sub-
classify the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes notified in the list, so that they can be given 'more' preference in public employment and
education. This decision will prove to be revolutionary in many ways, because within the deprived sections of the country, many types of
social communities such as workers, skilled, artisans and gardeners etc. have been vocal for a long time to correct the policies and politics of
social justice, but those communities are invisible in society and politics. Therefore, their voices are not able to reach the Parliament of the
country. This will also strengthen those voices and they can be considered. In the year 2004, a five-member bench of EV Chinaiya of the
Supreme Court had banned classification under Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes, while in this decision the Chief Justice said,
'Article 341 (2) does not create a unified homogeneous class. Historical and empirical evidence shows that Scheduled Castes are socially
heterogeneous classes. Thus, the state can further classify Scheduled Castes by exercising power under Articles 15 (4) and 16 (4).' On the
subject of Scheduled Communities opposing sub-classification, the Chief Justice said that their 'attitude' is like that of a person sitting in the
general compartment of a train. First, people outside the compartment struggle to get in. Once they are inside, they make every effort to
prevent outsiders from entering. The debate on classification is being derailed by many misleading arguments against reservation classification,
while we also need to look at the decision in such a way that the Supreme Court has deepened the search for justice by bringing to the fore
the concerns of the least privileged communities at the bottom of the caste hierarchy. The opposing stance is creating distrust for them
among the most deprived sections of their own class, while those taking an opposing stance should think that this will further strengthen
their fight against the unconstitutional system, because they will also find those people standing with them, who till now were not seen
standing with them in their campaign, the main reason for which was that they were not able to become a part of the main system. Scheduled
castes are very active socio-politically in different states. For example, Maharashtra includes more than three dozen castes, but Mahar and
Matang are the most prominent. Their literacy rate is comparatively high. Gond and Bhil are the two largest tribes among the Scheduled
Tribes, while Rajasthan has a total of 59 Scheduled Castes in its state list, but Meghwal is the largest Scheduled Caste community, whose
socio-political status is better than others. Meena is the most prominent tribe among the Scheduled Tribes, influencing the election results in
dozens of assembly seats. The community has a significant presence in the police and bureaucracy across the country. Jatav, Pasi and
Dusadh are the most prominent and socio-politically active castes in Uttar Pradesh and Bihar, while dozens of castes like Musahar, Sapera,
Bahelia, Kalabaz, Valmiki and Badwal are in a very weak position in these states. Justice BR Gavai said, 'The ground reality of inequalities
within the beneficiary groups is so clear that it cannot be ignored. He said that treating the child of a bureaucrat and a manual labourer
alike, even if both are from the Scheduled Caste community, will defeat the constitutional mandate. 'Social justice and classification of
reservation is such an issue that if it is not constantly revised, it will create a new casteism. Therefore, the current reservation system should
be divided into more than two categories on the basis of empirical data and separate quotas should be determined for each sub-group on the
basis of their share in the population. The voices rising from within the backward classes also need to be recognised, so that classification of
reservation can be done at the central level.

Three years of Taliban misrule, a

The Taliban regime in Kabul has faced significant
challenges, which have exposed the limitations of its governance model. Its ability to resolve these issues will determine the future stability of
Afghanistan and the longevity of the Taliban in power. International isolation, economic crisis, security risks and internal divisions are the
key hurdles that the Taliban will have to deal with in the coming years. Various challenges have put their governance and political legitimacy
to test since they captured Kabul in August 2021. Even after three years in power, the Taliban continue to face several key issues. The
Taliban government is yet to be recognised by the international community, making it difficult for it to establish formal diplomatic relations
and access international financial systems. Afghanistan is heavily dependent on foreign aid, which has reduced significantly since the Taliban
came to power. Sanctions, especially those imposed by the US, have further impacted the country's economy. The Taliban's restrictive
policies on women's rights, especially the ban on education for girls after a certain age, have been widely condemned, which has isolated the
regime from the global community. It has also led to domestic unrest and discontent. The Taliban's imposition of strict Sharia law has raised
concerns of human rights abuses, including public executions and amputations. These practices have been criticized globally and have led to
fear and resentment among the Afghan population. The Afghan economy has declined sharply, with the currency losing value and inflation
rising.

Afghanistan faces one of the world's worst humanitarian
crises, with millions facing hunger and a collapsing healthcare system. The Taliban is dependent on international aid organisations to
address these issues. Many Afghans have fled to neighbouring countries or to Europe. This brain drain has further weakened the country's
prospects for reform.

Right to abortion- A woman has the right that if she does not want to become a mother after
marriage, she can get an abortion done on her own. A woman does not need the consent of
her husband or family for abortion.
