Then a risky job killed a young man. If we
come to know how many crematoriums are
running to repair power lines, then perhaps
our homes would not have electricity. Thirty-
two-year-old Uday Ram, while giving light
to the Drang of Mandi, became a victim of
such negligence, in which the system of the
Electricity Board is the culprit. The deceased
was not a government servant, but was
performing his duty in an outsourced
responsibility. The officials of the Electricity
Department will have to answer who killed
the person while working, but before that
very high standards of safety of people
involved in risky work will have to be made.
We need a policeman on 24-hour vigil. A
fitter is needed at the source in the morning
itself for water supply. We need a driver-
conductor of the bus service even at night to
speed up our journey and some employee is
needed round the clock for power supply,
but has the society ever thought who is
taking risks for us. Have we ever asked the
policeman how many hours he spends under
the open sky so that there is no traffic jam
and the department does not get defamed
in every arrangement of law and order.
Sometimes see how much blood pressure fills
his veins while performing VIP duty. See the
wounds on the palm of a lineman playing
with naked wires, where the darkness of our
house is dispelled in the dignity of every
wound. Listen to the chaos of duty of those
who bring water to our house by pulling it
from the frozen pipes of winter. In such a
situation, when all the flowers of the state
are sacrificed on the leaders, the policies are
requested to give a respectable and safe base
to the employment ready for risk. Those who
drive vehicles at night and take us to our
destination miles away, they need the
treatment of peaceful sleep during the day.
Similarly, the prestige of a constable in every
responsibility of the police department will
be found in his duty chart and the prescribed
hours of duty. It is not that the risks of those
working in the private sector are less, but in
the field of public service, when electricity is
promised to every house and every
household, then the courageous work of the
fitter to the lineman needs the assurance of
the government and strict discipline of work
methods. The irony is that the welcome gates,
stages and speech centers of the society
always bow down before the leaders, but
behind the mike from which a special guest
speaks, there is a ready character of the
story, 'Mr. Lineman'. We can start from the
market. Why did the electric wires become
the wires of death, will there be strict action
as a result of this debate. Finally, what will
be the value of this unfortunate person in
our system? A small compensation or an
excuse to conduct an inquiry. We should not
forget how courageous it is to choose
employment on the naked electric wires.
Uday Ram's parents must have considered
every bulb as their son's responsibility. The
courage and bravery of the youth can be
seen in such professions, but our negligence
in giving them a safe cover often gives a pang
and a grief. Will we consider Uday Ram's
death as a sacrifice?

After all, the
board did not incur any loss due to the
employees hanging on the electric wires.

The picture after withdrawal of nominations and release of manifestos
shows that the election is not going to be one-sided. It is also clear from the defection, ticket distribution and populist promises that the
contenders for power are not going to leave any stone unturned on the electoral chessboard. In such a situation, due to sabotage, power can
take any turn. Some opponents were dealt with in ticket distribution, while some can be finished off in the elections. Of course, the main
contenders for power are BJP and Congress, but the contest will be multi-cornered. The role of other parties and independents will be more
to make or break their game. If we talk about the manifestos of Congress and BJP, they look like advertisements of 'attractive sale' on two
shops opened nearby, but the voters have seen both of them for ten years each. Therefore, the election promises will also be tested on the
basis of experience. Some concepts are often discussed. For example, the voters of Haryana do not vote to make someone win, but to defeat
someone. Also that the voters of the state usually vote for the party or alliance which has or is about to form the government at the Center.
In such a situation, there are some natural questions. For example, whom did the voters vote to defeat in the 2019 assembly elections? The
chances of Congress's victory were told even then. Then how did it remain nine seats behind even the BJP, which emerged as the largest
party? Now there is an NDA government at the Center and the next Lok Sabha elections will be held in 2029. In such a situation, whom will
the voters of Haryana choose? It has been proved many times that in a diverse and pluralistic country like India, it is a mere fantasy of
election pundits to guess the mind of the voters or to confine them to some traditions and beliefs. Did anyone predict in 2019 that the newly
formed JJP would prove to be the 'king maker'? Then BJP had given the slogan 'Ab ki baar, 75 paar'. In response, JJP had given the slogan
of 'sending Yamuna Paar' to BJP, but when a hung assembly was formed, both of them formed an alliance. After running a coalition
government for four and a half years, the paths parted and now they are again pitted against each other. There is no doubt that due to the
anti-incumbency sentiment of ten years against BJP, this time the conditions may be relatively favorable for Congress, but this past cannot
be ignored that Congress has become an expert in losing a won game, while BJP leaves no stone unturned in winning a lost game. In fact, the
biggest challenge for BJP than Congress is the public opinion turned against it due to the farmers' movement, Agniveer Yojana and the
protests of women wrestlers, because apart from the anti-incumbency sentiment increasing from five years to ten years, there is nothing else
in Congress's favour. Yes, in the meantime, due to the increasing dominance of Bhupendra Singh Hooda, stalwarts like Kuldeep Bishnoi and
Kiran Chaudhary have definitely said goodbye to Congress. The two national general secretaries still present in Congress, Kumari Selja
and Randeep Singh Surjewala, are vying for the post of Chief Minister. The state of internal strife is such that for more than a decade,
Congress is contesting elections in Haryana without an organisation. In the name of the policy of not allowing MPs to contest assembly
elections, Selja and Surjewala did not get tickets and their supporters were also stingy in giving tickets. As a result, Selja and Surjewala are
not seen to be very active in the election campaign. About 80 percent share in the tickets shows that Hooda is indispensable for Congress.
There is no less internal discontent and anger in BJP in the matter of ticket distribution. The final outcome of Rahul Gandhi's thinking of
presenting the picture of unity of the opposition front INDIAN by giving some seats to AAP, SP and CPI (M) was that ignoring AAP and SP,
one seat was left for CPI (M), which has been ineffective in Haryana for decades. Of course, both BJP and Congress have been successful in
convincing the rebels on some seats, but still the path is not smooth. Trusting 'outsiders' more than 'own' can also prove costly for the parties.
The case of Ambala is very interesting. Former minister Nirmal Singh's closeness to Hooda is not hidden. When Selja was the state Congress
president, Nirmal Singh left the party with his daughter Chitra Sarwara and formed a separate organization. Later he went to AAP. He also
got importance in AAP, but seeing Hooda's dominance increasing, father-daughter returned to Congress. Congress also gave Nirmal a
ticket from Ambala city, but his daughter Chitra has become an independent candidate from Ambala Cantt. Last time, Chitra had managed
to get 44 thousand votes by fighting as an independent candidate and BJP candidate Anil Vij had won by 20 thousand votes. After getting
the deposit and resigning from the post of Chief Minister of Delhi, when Arvind Kejriwal will campaign as 'Haryana ka beta', the division of
anti-incumbency votes will definitely increase, which will harm Congress and benefit BJP. Last time, the margin of victory and defeat on
about a dozen seats was not much. In such a situation, even if they do not win, AAP and INLD-BSP-Halopa and JJP-ASP alliances will get
a chance to win and win. Those votes can certainly influence the result.
