One

contains details of 48 medicines, which have

been found to be adulterated. The second

report reveals 5 fake medicines. It is natural

to be shocked, because in these reports there

is also a medicine like 'Paracetamol 500 mg',

which the common man buys and consumes

for fever and body pain, etc., without a

doctor's prescription. Whether the

medicines are fake or adulterated, all are

manufactured by big, well-known

companies. We often take 'Telma' medicine

for blood pressure. There are many varieties

of it, but the sample of 'Telma-H' has been

found to be fake. It is produced by the

famous pharma company 'Glenmark'.

Similarly, the popular medicine for gas and

acidity 'Pan-D' has also been found to be

fake. Antibiotics for asthma, liver, allergy,

diabetes, calcium and tooth infection have

also been found to be adulterated and fake.

The common sick man is confused that he is

continuously taking medicines, but is not

getting cured, so what is the reason for this?

The reason is adulterated and fake

medicines, but what does the common man

know? Most doctors are also unaware of this

black business. The serious and delicate fact

is that 'Paracetamol' and 'Hindustan

Antibiotics Limited' are companies of the

Government of India. India's pharma

industry is worth more than Rs 6 lakh crore

and we supply medicines to 200 countries.

Are such adulterated medicines being

exported? If the samples of these medicines

fail abroad too, what will happen to the

image and volume of India's export

business? It is not possible to name all the

adulterated and fake medicines in one

article. They have been published in the

media, but most of the tainted companies are

well-known. It has happened many times

that fake medicines have been caught during

raids in the fake market. Precious cancer

medicines and injections have also been

caught among them, but the government

and political parties have often remained

silent. Because BJP has received donations

of Rs 61 crore, Congress Rs 5 crore, SP Rs

3 crore and Aam Aadmi Party Rs 1 crore

from well-known pharma companies

through 'election bonds'. 'Pan-D' has

donated Rs 15 crore to BJP, while

Telangana party 'BRS' has also been

donated Rs 20 crore.

The

Drug Control Organization will also accept

those explanations, but who will control

which fake companies have copied these

products and are selling poison in the

market? Who will decide the punishment?

Some people are playing this deadly game

for their profit and wealth. After all, what

are the governments doing? Should the

dangerous activities of the 'black sheep' be

considered democracy?
