Sympathisers of a terrorist
India is going through a very dangerous

phase at this time. The division between

Hindus and Muslims is deepening. Muslims

are not concerned with the concerns and

plight of other religions and communities.

In many states, the disputes of temple versus

illegal mosque are becoming fierce. The

situation has become so communal that

Nasrallah, the declared, fierce terrorist

leader of Hezbollah, is considered a

'brother', 'king of hearts' by the Muslims of

India. Slogans were made to be raised from

the mouths of small children - 'If you kill one

Nasrallah, a Nasrallah will emerge from

every house.' Elections are going on in

Jammu and Kashmir. PDP chief Mehbooba

Mufti and a National Conference MP ended

their election campaign because Nasrallah

was 'martyred'. There was widespread

mourning in Srinagar, Budgam, Kargil. A

crowd dressed in black mourned by beating

their chests. People were seen crying bitterly.

The crowd was holding pictures of Nasrallah

in their hands. People were also raising

slogans of ‘long live Iran’s supreme religious

leader Khamenei’. Slogans of ‘set America

on fire’… ‘down with America’ were also

reverberating. This trend continued from

Kashmir valley to Lucknow and Sultanpur

in UP and even Raipur, the capital of

Chhattisgarh. Crowds were seen marching

with lit candles in their hands, as if one of

India’s own patriots or soldiers had been

‘martyred’! Nasrallah was neither an Indian

nor a warrior of any religious war, for whose

death such mourning is being observed!

How would innocent children know why

and how he died? They were fed hatred, so

they started raising slogans in Nasrallah’s

praise. Nasrallah was not even an ‘Islamic

jihadi’, but he was definitely the mastermind

of countless murders in the world. There

have been sympathizers of a declared,

hardcore terrorist in India, this has come to

light in many cases – from Yakub Memon

to Afzal Guru. Crowds have gathered

during the funeral and burial of terrorists

like Burhan Wani as if it is the 'funeral

procession' of a revolutionary or freedom

fighter! Muslims are first Islamic and

Muslim, then Indians. Freedom of

expression, freedom of such demonstrations

and the largest democracy have

continuously deepened the Hindu-Muslim

divide. Fundamental rights and secularism

have been misinterpreted. The current

situation in the neighboring country

Bangladesh is in front of us. Not only have

countless Hindus been killed there, but the

oppression has reached such a peak that a

time has been fixed for Hindus to leave

Bangladesh. Two Hindu professors have

been fired from the University of

Bangladesh. Restrictions have been imposed

on the worship and celebration of Hindu

festivals. Bangladesh seems to have become

'Islamistan'. Indian Muslims, especially

sympathizers of people like Nasrallah, are

neither mourning these conditions nor

making any strong comments in response.

They have nothing to do with Hindus, even

though they are of Indian origin. Is the

'brotherhood' with Hindus just a show and

rhetoric? The second largest population of

Muslims in the world, around 21 crore, live

in India. They are a powerful vote bank in

many ways. If the Muslim population in such

a country mourns the death of declared

terrorist Nasrallah, then it can have many

signs. So many events cannot be organized

just for elections. If only parties like National

Conference and PDP organize such

mourning demonstrations, then it is also

treason. The question is whether such a

large community can be controlled? There

is a ruckus on small issues. Threats of

becoming a Muslim majority are given.

These are 'dangerous signs' for India,

because there are situations of tension

between two major components of its

population.
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Misuse of medical grants
The court's decision to stop the salaries of officials is a lesson The reprimand of the Punjab and Haryana High Court has certainly exposed

the gross mismanagement of the Punjab government's financial priorities. The irony is that the administration did not fulfill its health-

related responsibilities in the state, but the luxurious expenditure of the system continued unabated. Despite receiving Rs 350 crore from the

central government under the Ayushman Bharat scheme, launched with the aim of providing relief to patients from the weaker sections, the

government failed to release this amount for the hospitals. Due to which the medical institutions have an outstanding amount of about Rs

500 crore to the state government. It is ironic that this negligence of the government has come to light at a time when hospitals across the state

are struggling to provide adequate medical facilities to patients due to financial crisis. This step of stopping the salaries of senior health

officials on the court's order is an exemplary initiative towards fixing accountability. This matter is related to the neglect of an essential

service like health. This matter has become very serious due to the expenditure of this money on non-essential expenses like new cars for

politicians, renovation of offices and expensive advertisements. Due to which the court has underlined the need for strict action in this

direction. Which is also a lesson for the state government. This episode shows how insensitive the administration becomes in determining its

priorities. It does not even hesitate to misuse the funds allocated for medical facilities. What an irony that the funds allocated for the scheme

to ensure cheap and necessary treatment to the patients were not hesitated to spend on luxury. Certainly, this incident reflects bad governance.

At the same time, it also raises questions on the moral concerns related to the administration's commitments to public welfare. Due to such

economic mismanagement, Punjab's financial problems have increased further due to the ever-increasing fiscal deficit. Which is putting

pressure on essential public services. Wrong allocation of funds by the state shows the failure of governance. Reports show that while

politicians and bureaucrats benefit from large grants, hospitals and healthcare providers have to grapple with increasing debt and lack of

financial resources. Which directly affects the quality of patient care and public health. The demand for transparency regarding government

expenditure by the High Court is a step in the right direction. The administration should give priority to health care and social welfare

programs instead of unnecessary luxury.

Political pettiness is costly, more attention

needs to be paid to necessary reforms
Given the kind of politics our political parties are engaged in these days, which deliberately misleads the public and in simple words, fools

them, it is unlikely that we can move forward in the direction of necessary reforms in various fields. The chances are less because the top

leaders of both the parties are also engaged in introducing this politics. The job of politics is to give direction to the people and make them

aware, but for some time now, the exact opposite of this is happening in our country. Politics has become a means of misleading people on

such topics, which have no basis at all. These days, the leaders of the ruling and opposition parties are busy explaining to the people of the

country that the Constitution of India is in danger and the opposition parties are also preparing to end reservation.

Pain-causing medicines- strict action should be taken by fixing accountability
This news is disturbing that 53 medicines claiming to provide relief from fever, pain, high blood pressure, diabetes etc. have not met the

quality standards in the test. Paracetamol, which is widely used in the country, is also included in these medicines. What an irony that these

medicines have been sold openly under the nose of the governments for a long time. The Central Drug Regulator has released a list of

medicines that do not meet the quality standards. The question remains in the minds of the common people that if these medicines do not meet

the standards, to what extent do their negative effects affect our health. Also, has any action been taken against those who were selling

substandard medicines? At present, no information has been officially revealed in this regard. Undoubtedly, it is shameful and highlights the

failure of the system that the medicines that people buy to get relief from physical suffering are substandard? It is very possible that such

substandard medicines may also have negative effects. Serious research is needed in this regard. See the irony that even the state governments

hesitate to take action against these drug companies run by the powerful and wealthy class. The common people have to pay the price for it.

See the irony that paracetamol, which is commonly consumed by people, also failed the test. The common belief is that taking this medicine

is beneficial in case of occasional fever, pain etc. Certainly, its inclusion in the list of substandard medicines of the Central Drug Regulator will

hurt this belief of the people. It is unfortunate that human values ??have deteriorated to such an extent that people are not even hesitating to

play with the lives of suffering patients for their profits. It is a matter of concern that among the substandard medicines mentioned by the

Central Drugs Standard Control Organization (CDSCO) in its recent monthly report, the quality of many medicines is poor, while on the

other hand, many medicines are also being sold as fake. These are being sold in the name of big companies. This will increase the safety

concerns of those patients who were using these medicines. Unfortunately, this list also includes medicines for hypertension, diabetes, calcium

supplements, vitamin-D3 supplements, vitamin B complex, vitamin-C, anti-acid, anti-fungal, respiratory disease prevention. It also includes

medicines for treating seizures and anxiety. These medicines are also produced by big companies. It is said that a popular medicine for

preventing stomach infection is also included in the medicines that failed. Although CDSCO had checked the quality of 53 medicines, but

only a list of 48 medicines was finally released. The reason being told is that according to the claim of the companies manufacturing five

medicines included in the list, these medicines are not of their company but fake medicines are being sold in the market in the name of their.

Boil it and see - An old

and effective way to check the purity of milk is to thicken it on low flame. When real milk is

boiled on low flame for 2-3 hours, it turns into a hard curd-like form. If you see thick and

hard grains in this thick milk, then it is a sign that starch or other substances have been

mixed in the milk. On the other hand, if the thick milk is smooth and soft, then it is a sign of

pure milk. Identify by taste- The taste and fragrance of real milk is natural. When you smell

real milk, you get a mild sweet fragrance, but if the milk has been adulterated, then its fragrance

changes. If detergent has been added to the milk, then you will get a strong and artificial

fragrance like soap in it. This is a clear sign that the milk coming to your house is not pure.

Identify by foam- Take a spoonful of milk in a clean glass bottle and shake it well. If a lot of

foam is formed in the milk and that foam remains for a long time, then it is a sign that

detergent has been mixed in the milk. Due to detergent, the foam in the milk remains more

and for a long time. If less foam is formed and disappears quickly, then there is a high possibility

of the milk being pure. Test by a drop- There is a lot of difference between real milk and

adulterated milk. Real milk is thick and flows slowly. But if water is mixed in the milk, it

becomes thin and flows fast. You can easily understand this difference by placing a drop of

milk on your finger. If the milk spreads quickly, it means that the milk has high water content

and it is not very nutritious for you.
