A mere
introduction flashed on a mobile and a mic
cannot represent the entire media world, but
here, in the army of editors, every side is
secondary and weak. Even today, the context
of journalism in Himachal can be considered
to be strong through the newspaper world,
but the new era of digital media has given
such freedom where there are no set rules
or code of conduct. It is unfortunate that the
media organizations are also busy in the
political contacts of the Press Club here and
the puppets are considering themselves
hunters in the hunt of government facilities.
In such a situation, if the administrative
officers come forward to quantify the actual
facts, then the media will definitely be able
to interpret this matter and review itself. Of
course, due to the business needs of the
profession, managerial pressure and
technological expansion, the media has to
make its own economics and economic
balance, but this also does not mean that
pawns should be made to dance in the
system. The voice of an officer will not only
have to be taken seriously by the media
world, but the government will also have to
address the apprehensions related to such
aspects. Till date, neither a clear policy nor
clear rules have been set for digital media.
After all, if someone is making himself an
editor with the help of one person, one
mobile and one mike, then this practice is
the burning of those traditions which climb
the ladder on the basis of years of hard work
and business conditions. There should be a
requirement of a suitable and strong
structure for the registration of digital media,
so that it can be known how serious the
business is. The cooperation of the media is
desired for the state's information system
and the private sector, but it should be
interpreted and reviewed. Every mobile,
every mike or every pen is not media until it
is certified and becomes accountable under
the necessary rules. The crop of autocratic
journalists is not useful for the society, the
government, the system, the state-nation and

the media.

Question of management of Hindu temples, many
temples in the country do not have Brahmin priests

There are thousands of temples of Arya Samaj, Kabir Panth, Brahma Samaj etc. in the country which do not have Brahmin priests. In cities,
it is not known whether a temple has a Brahmin or a non-Brahmin priest. In modern times, many such sects have been formed - especially
ISKCON, Sai Temple Group, Gayatri Parivar etc. which have priests from all castes. It is important to differentiate between a priest and a
purohit. Amidst the controversy over the offerings made of ghee containing animal fat in Tirupati Balaji temple, the demand is being raised
that temples should be freed from government control. In opposition to this demand, it is being said that if government control is removed
from temples, will they not again go under Brahmin dominance? Along with this, it is also being said that it was the Brahmins who took over
all the temples and limited the participation of Dalits and backward classes in them. It is true that the priests of most temples in India have
been Brahmins by birth. Perhaps even today they are the priests in most temples, but it is not the case that 100 % of temples have Brahmins
as priests. The priests of scheduled castes and tribes are from their own caste and so are the priests of their temples, especially those of Dalits.
The system of tribes is different. In the Hindu system, Brahmins were priests only of those with whom they had a 'drinking water relationship’,
that is, of most of the so-called upper castes and backward castes, which are about 50 percent of the total population. The question is
whether the decision to not perform worship at Dalits' places was of Brahmins alone? Could two-three percent Brahmins of the country and
even in that 0.01 percent priests impose this on their own? It is clear that the entire society including upper castes and backward castes was
involved in this. In the 2011 census, it was said that there were about 26 lakh religious institutions/ temples-mosques-churches etc. in the
country. There were about 19 lakh Hindu institutions in this. Even if we assume that in the last hundred years many temples have been built
on the roadsides for vested interests, it should be kept in mind that there were many people who built them who were not Brahmins. Nearly
15 lakh temples have been in the country for hundreds and thousands of years, they were built by kings, landlords and Seths and they
appointed Brahmin priests in them. This happened as per tradition. No Brahmin held any meeting or gathering to appoint himself as the
priest. Out of these 15 lakh temples, there are lakhs of temples which are non-Brahmin monasteries. Whether you take the name of Gorakhpur
Math or Lingayat/Vokkaliga Mathas in Karnataka, their masters are non-Brahmins. Recently, the sceptre called 'Sengol' which was promoted
by Prime Minister Modi and whose roots go back to the Chola dynasty, its head priest is a non-Brahmin. There are thousands of temples of
Arya Samaj, Kabir Panth, Brahma Samaj etc. in the country, which do not have Brahmin priests. In cities, it is not known whether the priest
in which temple is a Brahmin or a non-Brahmin. In modern times, many such sects have been formed, especially ISKCON, Sai Mandir
Samuh, Gayatri Parivar etc., which have priests from all castes. It is important to differentiate between a Pujari and a Purohit. A Pujari is
one who performs daily worship or bhog. A Purohit is one who performs family rituals at specific intervals. Among the upper castes and
backward castes, Brahmins dominate rituals, but not in being a priest. We should understand this difference. Some priests are also non-
Brahmins. In Bihar's most famous Hanuman temple in Patna, about 40 percent of the priests are non-Brahmins, which is run by a former
IPS officer. He is a Bhumihar. In some parts of the country, the 'state' has started appointing non-Brahmin priests in temples. These temples
are controlled by the state. Tamil Nadu is a pioneer in this. Despite the anti-Brahmin politics in Tamil Nadu, there are not many non-
Brahmin priests in temples. Perhaps one reason for this is that the benefits of becoming a priest are less and the lifestyle is difficult. Still, it is
being taken as egalitarianism in a symbolic form. To say that Brahmins have taken over the religious places by forming a group is far from
the truth. This is like propagating that Marwaris have taken over the country's economy! It is also worth mentioning that general temples
are different, monasteries are different and temples of folk deities are different. Most of the monasteries and temples of folk deities are
controlled by non-Brahmins. Another issue is related to VIP culture, in which VIP darshan etc. are arranged by paying money. This should
be opposed. If someone is going to have darshan of his idol, then he should not have difficulty in standing in line for an hour or two. It is
worth noting that this VIP culture is more in temples controlled by government trusts. This has been made a means of increasing the revenue
of temples. Finally, the same question arises whether there should be non-Brahmin priests in temples? There should be, and more so in
public temples. Yes, the priests should have knowledge of the beliefs, customs, rituals of that temple and should have some religious inclination.
It is not possible that a person who does not have religious inclination becomes a priest and destroys the established tradition there or a
Muslim, Christian or an atheist becomes a member of the Hindu Dharmasthan Board. As far as priesthood is concerned, it is the society's
decision as to whom it gets the priesthood done. You cannot force anyone to get the worship done by whom.

Disappointing political discourse, will have to face
adverse effects

If we investigate the reasons for the decline in political discourse, we will find that politics has become very competitive. Earlier, people used
to approach politics with a sense of service and were basically busy with some project of theirs, but now the situation is such that people have
left their original work and are engaged in politics full-time. Recently, Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge wrote a letter to BJP President
Jagat Prakash Nadda asking him to rein in his leaders who are engaged in baseless statements against Rahul Gandhi.

From
this correspondence of the national presidents of the two largest political parties of the country, you can guess how pathetic the state of
morality has become in Indian politics. Apart from such a situation at the top, endless examples of such incidents related to second and third
tier leaders will be found. This clearly shows how the level of discourse in Indian politics is falling. Sooner or later, the country will have to
face its ill-effects. Bitterness in political discourse is nothing new. It has been very common in the past too, but bitter words were often used
only in the electoral arena. They also had a limit. Now bitterness in political rhetoric has become perennial and its level is also going from low
to lower. However, it is not that this is being seen only in India. In America, which claims to be the oldest and most mature democracy in the
‘world, sharp political attacks are being made during the presidential elections and Republican candidate Donald Trump and Democratic
contender Kamala Harris are leaving no stone unturned to belittle each other. As far as India is concerned, the country has a rich history of
meaningful political discourse. All the leaders of the Indian freedom struggle were very educated and thoughtful. The generation of Indian
leaders after independence was also full of scholarship and thoughtful. Many leaders kept writing regular columns in newspapers. Some
leaders also edited newspapers. Wrote books on various subjects. Made the public aware with the power of new ideas. Started many
movements. Looking at such a history, the current linguistic and ideological plight presents a very pathetic picture. It is possible that the
leaders of the current generation have more degrees and extensive global experience than the old leaders, but along with the lack of
originality, unnecessary aggression is also visible in them. They lack depth and more roaring voices are heard. If we investigate the reasons
for the decline in political discourse, we will find that politics has become very competitive. Earlier, people used to approach politics with a
sense of service and were basically busy with some project of theirs, but now the situation is such that people have left their original work
and are engaged in politics full time. Earlier due to television and now due to social network sites, the feeling of show-off has also increased
among the leaders. Many such researches have come to light, which have confirmed that television and digital media have influenced the
language and expressions of the leaders. It has been observed in India that since the live telecast of parliamentary proceedings has started,
the level of proceedings is deteriorating instead of improving. Many leaders are seen more like addressing election rallies in Parliament
rather than being law makers. Similarly, since absurd things go viral on digital media, many leaders are not maintaining decorum in their
language and tone. This is worrying. India is recognized as the largest democracy on the global stage, but if the decline in political discourse
continues, then this reputation of India will be tarnished with time. The nation and society will also have to bear its losses. The biggest loss
will come in the form of the fading aura of institutions. The effect of the breaking decorum of language and thoughts in public life is being
seen from the Supreme Court to the Parliament. This will also increase the distance between political parties, which will lead to conflict
among workers. As a result, a situation of social discontent will be created. It is necessary for India, which is on the path of development, to
find solutions to the challenges before it, for which reforms will have to be made, but the situation of disagreement due to squabbles in the
political class can prove to be spoiling the game. From agricultural laws to the issue of reservation and the issue of North India vs South
India, it is an example of this that such a period of baseless blabbering about policies has begun that an attempt is being made to eliminate the
difference between truth and lie. In such a situation, if the level of discussion does not improve, it will become difficult to find political
solutions to the challenges. The country is already plagued by dividing lines of caste, religion, region, language etc. and some leaders are
deepening these lines due to vested interests, due to which the country will have to suffer a great loss in the long run. When differences will
be seen on various issues in India, foreign powers will play their cards to take advantage of it. Anyway, India is a thorn in the eyes of many
countries due to its progress and the conditions in the neighborhood have also not always been favorable, so the situation of internal division
will create opportunities for competing countries. In this entire scenario, the country may also become a victim of political instability., which
will put a damper on economic prospects. This is quite natural, because foreign investors and big international companies keep stability and
political stability in mind while investing in any country. Today India is the fifth largest economy of the world and it wants to become the
third largest economy soon.
