Election of change in

Haryana
This round of elections will be completed

with the voting in Haryana on Saturday,

October 5. Voting has already taken place

in Jammu and Kashmir, which was historic

and peaceful. Now the mandate of both will

be made public on October 8. These

mandates are very important for the

continuity of Prime Minister Modi's power

and the dominance of the BJP. Assembly

elections are to be held in Maharashtra and

Jharkhand after Diwali. Jammu and

Kashmir is ruled by the Central

Government through the Lieutenant

Governor. Now it is a Union Territory, where

elections have been held after 2014. BJP has

been in power in Haryana since 2014. In

these 10 years, the political and electoral

equations have completely changed.

Believing in the leadership of Prime Minister

Modi, the support and votes that the Jat,

Dalit, OBC communities had given in favor

of the BJP in the 2014 and 2019 elections

have now completely reversed by the 2024

Lok Sabha elections. This support and

voting have reduced to almost half. Jats are

the most populous community in Haryana

at more than 25 per cent, while Dalits

constitute 21 per cent of the population.

They are the most powerful community that

can determine the direction and condition

of the mandate of Haryana. Apart from

them, no other community is so united. It is

a surprising fact that there has been no Jat

Chief Minister in Haryana in these 10 years.

Although in 2019, BJP formed the

government in alliance with 'Jananayak

Janata Party' (JJP), so JJP leader Dushyant

Chautala was made the Deputy Chief

Minister, but he was only a 'symbolic

representative' of the Jats. This time the Jats

are in the mood to make their own Chief

Minister. BJP's current Chief Minister

Nayab Singh Saini is an OBC leader, so most

of the Jat community will be against the BJP.

Since farmers, soldiers (Agniveers) and

wrestlers have been the basic issues of these

elections and these three areas are close to

the Jats. More than 70 per cent of Jats work

in agriculture. In this way, any electoral

polarization that will happen can be anti-

BJP. Apart from these, unemployment, anti-

incumbency, caste equations and divisions,

pensions etc. are such issues which will

definitely affect the elections in Haryana.

Unemployment is a very provocative and

frenzied issue in Haryana. Not only are 2

lakh government jobs vacant in the state, but

political parties are giving assurances. Both

BJP and Congress have announced many

'freebie' schemes to win the elections and

advertisements are also running day and

night on TV channels. Perhaps the average

voter of Haryana is unaware of the fact that

the state has a debt of more than Rs 2.70

lakh crore. To whom will the government

distribute thousands of rupees for free after

the elections? Where will the money come

from for freebies? Of course, the government

also has social responsibilities. It has to help

the downtrodden and handicapped sections.

Will the state government beg from the

Government of India with a bowl in its hand

and distribute freebies? This is not positive

and practical for the country's economy

either. We feel that the announcements of

'freebies' are merely 'election greed'.

Examples of what happens after winning

elections are the Congress governments in

Telangana, Karnataka and Himachal

Pradesh or after the general elections,

Muslim women knocking on the doors of

Congress offices demanding 'Khatakhat ka

paisa'. Congress has promised in its

manifesto that farmers will be given a legal

guarantee of minimum support price and

crops will be purchased on that. On the other

hand, BJP has promised to purchase 24

crops on MSP. INLD, Aam Aadmi Party, JJP

are also in the fray, but change is possible.
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The worry of breaking class unity is unjustified,

this process is already implemented in 12 states
After independence in India, various political parties took steps to implement the system of sub-categorization to weaken the roots of caste

structure and to reach the last man with a system like reservation for the participation of deprived sections. The first step in Uttar Pradesh

was taken by the then Chief Minister Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna by forming Chhedi Lal Sathi Commission in 1975. The Supreme Court

has once again put its seal of approval on the decision allowing reservation within quota i.e. reservation within reservation. The court has

rejected more than two dozen review petitions filed against its decision allowing sub-categorization of SC-ST. The court has said that there

is no such flaw in the decision, for which the decision needs to be reconsidered. In its 6-1 majority verdict on August 1, a seven-member bench

of the Supreme Court had said that in order to provide reservation benefits to the more needy SC-ST class, states can make sub-classification

in the SC-ST class, so that more reservation can be ensured for some backward and SC, ST groups in comparison to others in government

jobs and educational institutions. Many political parties are still not able to come to a consensus on this decision of the Supreme Court. They

feel that this is a threat to class unity, which will weaken the reservation system. If seen, their concern about breaking of class unity does not

refer to reality. If sub-classification had threatened class unity and consciousness, then class division would have been visible by now in the

twelve states in which the process of sub-classification of reservation is already in force, whereas sub-classification of reservation has

strengthened class unity in those twelve states, not weakened it. The states that have done the classification include both North India and

South India. North India mainly includes Bihar in which Karpoori Thakur first propounded the principle of sub-classification in the year

1978, while Nitish Kumar succeeded in bringing the process of its empowerment on the ground. In South India, Tamil Nadu did the work of

implementing the principle of sub-classification in a better way. Both these states have performed better in terms of giving equal participation

to the deprived. Therefore, the arguments of breaking unity and weakening the reservation process seem beyond reality. After independence

in India, various political parties took steps to implement the system of sub-classification to weaken the roots of caste structure and to reach

the last man with a system like reservation for the participation of deprived sections. In Uttar Pradesh, the first step was taken by the then

Chief Minister Hemvati Nandan Bahuguna by forming Chhedi Lal Sathi Commission in 1975. Karpoori Thakur and Hemvati Nandan

Bahuguna were contemporaries and before Bahuguna, Mungerilal Commission was formed in Bihar. The Sathi Commission divided the

backward classes of Uttar Pradesh into three categories, recommending a total reservation of 29.5 percent. The commission recommended

17 percent reservation for landless and unskilled labourers in the first category, 10 percent for artisans and farmers in the second category

and 2.5 percent for Muslim backward classes in the third category, but due to many reasons the Bahuguna government could not implement

these recommendations. Rajnath Singh, who was the Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh, formed the Social Justice Committee under the

chairmanship of Hukum Singh in 2001. The main purpose of its formation was to examine the benefits of reservation. The committee stated

in its report that the benefits of reservation have not reached those for whom it was intended. It recommended sub-classifying the list of

scheduled and backward classes, so that the most deprived sections can also avail the benefits of reservation. The committee suggested

dividing the reservation of backward classes into three categories. It recommended five percent reservation for the first category, nine

percent for eight most backward castes included in the second category, and 14 percent reservation for 70 most backward castes included in

the third category. There was a lot of controversy over this. Ultimately, these recommendations could not be implemented either. Actually, the

most backward class is a diverse group of majority castes, which includes artisans, weavers, labourers, fishermen, dancing and singing castes

and gardening castes etc. These castes have not been able to come under the reservation system even today. All these castes are castes that

provide personal services and own minimum land. Some of these castes are also such castes that face social discrimination like untouchability.

Therefore, these castes are eligible to be included in the list of Scheduled Castes. The biggest vote bank of BJP is also these very backward

castes who expect the government to implement the report of the Rohini Commission for their participation, but till now this report has

neither been published nor implemented. Therefore, the backward vote bank seems to be disappointed with the BJP. Examples of this were

seen in the recent Lok Sabha elections, where the BJP suffered a huge setback in Uttar Pradesh. If Yogi Adityanath wants to retain this vote

bank in Uttar Pradesh, then he should classify the Gram Panchayat seats reserved for OBCs at the Panchayat level before the Panchayat

elections to be held in the year 2026, so that the backward vote can be retained for a long time. Nitish Kumar has already done this

experiment in Bihar, due to which even today the votes of the backward castes remain with him. If the vote bank of the backward castes is

not retained, then the vote bank of the backward castes is not retained. If no concrete steps are taken for the upliftment of the backward

classes, then this class can give rise to new socio-political debates in the future.

Drug threat, smugglers

increase their activities
The increasing drug smuggling shows that the activities of those who are increasing the consumption of drugs in the country, ruining the

future of the youth and making money illegally are increasing. This activity has to be curbed on priority basis because the money earned

from drug smuggling is also used in anti-national activities and strengthening terrorist organizations. After Delhi, a large consignment of

drugs being recovered near Bhopal shows how drug smugglers have increased their activities. The 900 kg of drugs recovered near Bhopal

were being manufactured there. This means that now along with bringing drugs from outside the country, they are also being manufactured

secretly in the country. Cases of preparing drugs at the

local level have come to light earlier also. Similarly, cases

of smuggling drugs in large quantities from outside are

also increasing. A few days ago, more than 500 kg of drugs

that were caught in Delhi were brought from outside.

The good thing is that while cases of drug smuggling

have increased, there has been remarkable success in its

recovery and arrest of smugglers. The credit for this

success goes to Home Minister Amit Shah, who has

ensured that all the concerned agencies of the Center

and the State work together to curb the drug trade.

Coordination among various agencies has also brought

positive results, but it is not right that now drugs are coming

to our country on a large scale through land and sea routes

as well as air routes. The increasing smuggling of drugs

shows that the activity of those who increase the

consumption of drugs in the country, spoil the future of the

youth and make money illegally is increasing. This activity

will have to be curbed on a priority basis, because the

money earned from drug smuggling is also used to

strengthen anti-national activities and terrorist organizations. It is not only necessary to curb the supply of drugs from other countries, but

also to dismantle the network of its distribution in the country. It is not right that for some time, all kinds of drugs are reaching the border

states as well as the interior areas and small cities of the country. It is clear that a conspiracy is being hatched to increase the consumption of

drugs in the country. This conspiracy can be done only by making people and especially the youth addicted to drugs. Since this is happening,

the society will also become conscious against drugs. It will not only have to keep an eye on the elements selling drugs at a sporadic level, but

will also have to alert the youth about the ill effects of drug consumption. Drug addiction ruins people completely. It is right that a helpline

named Manas has also been started to alert people about drugs, but its success will depend on how much awareness the common people show

towards the purchase and sale of drugs and its consumption.

Some mysterious story of actress Rekha attracts everyone towards her. Yasir Usman, the writer and journalist of Rekha's biography 'Rekha the Untold Story' has revealed some deep

secrets about the evergreen actress. Know why Rekha, who was yearning for love, stepped away from the limelight and started living alone. Rekha's name linked to Amitabh Bachchan

Rekha's marriage lasted only 7 months - Rekha had told why she applies sindoor in her hair. Recently, in the IIFA Awards held in Abu Dhabi, only two stars dominated - first superstar Shah

Rukh Khan and second evergreen actress Rekha. 69-year-old Rekha is neither active in

films nor is seen in the media, yet what an unmatched attraction she has that crosses the

boundaries of generations. I got the opportunity to write a book on Rekha's life and her

film career titled 'Rekha the Untold Story'. This book was published a few years ago, but

till date I keep getting mails and messages related to it. At the beginning of writing the

book, like Rekha's fans, I was also curious to know about her. My interest was in Rekha's

struggle and victory rather than her proximity to a superstar. Joined the industry under

compulsion, in that story, where a 14-year-old girl comes from Madras (Chennai) to Bombay

(Mumbai) with her mother. This girl, who was forced into Hindi films to save her family

struggling financially, did not even know how to speak Hindi or Urdu. For years she endures

ugly jokes on her dark complexion and overweight, becomes a victim of exploitation, gets

her heart broken again and again but the same girl changes the rules of Bollywood with

her talent, style and fitness 10 years later. Rekha, who was not well versed in Urdu-Hindi

but did not know Hindi-Urdu, wins the National Award by speaking excellent Urdu in

films like 'Umrao Jaan'. This was the story that inspired me to write the book. While

researching the book, a strange question came up. If we see the interviews of Rekha of the

seventies-eighths of the 20th century, she comes across as a very bold girl. She was attention-

grabbing, enthusiastic and candid to a level that is not seen even today in India. Headlines

for her statements- Rekha's statements in film magazines used to be sensational- 'I am not

just an actress, I am a 'disgraced' actress with a bad past.' There were many such statements

but what happened to Rekha who made bold statements that she became the reclusive

Rekha today? An image like Greta Garbo, sad and lonely. Then it came to me that after a

heart-breaking incident, the brutal attacks on her by the film industry and the media kept

dominating her inner self. Around 1990, that big incident happened which fundamentally

changed Rekha. She longed for her father's love. Actually, Rekha's father did not accept

her in childhood. She did not get her father's love. Then in the initial years of her career in

Mumbai, Rekha kept looking for love. She wanted to settle down. She had close relations

with many actors. From Jeetendra to Vinod Mehra and Kiran Kumar. Everything was

fine till the love affair, but when it reached marriage, the boy's family started getting annoyed

with Rekha's statements in the media, her bold image, dark complexion and family

background. Heart was broken again and again - Rekha's heart kept breaking again and

again. Then for years, there were discussions about her affair with superstar Amitabh

Bachchan. In an interview, Rekha was asked a question about 'art films'. Rekha asked

back, 'What do you call an art film? The one that is close to the truth, isn't it? So I consider

the film 'Silsila' to be a memorable 'art film'. But after the accident with Amitabh in the

film 'Coolie', the discussions about Rekha-Amitabh's relationship also came to a halt for

many years. Husband committed suicide within seven months - At this point, Delhi

businessman Mukesh Agarwal came into her life. Both of them got married within a month of meeting, but the relationship did not last. Seven months after marriage, Mukesh, who was

suffering from depression, committed suicide in his farm house. This was a shocking tragedy in itself. Rekha was not living with Mukesh at that time. She was in America at the time of

Mukesh's death, but the media of that time held Rekha directly responsible for Mukesh's death. News was published that Mukesh hanged himself with Rekha's dupatta. In-laws called

Rekha a witch - Mukesh's mother said, 'That witch ate my son.' Such an attack of allegations continued for months, which riddled Rekha. The film industry also almost boycotted her

during this period. The posters of her films of that period like 'Sheshnag' were smeared with soot. Rekha became silent. Although she was not divorced from Mukesh, Rekha did not even

try to take his property. Her name was associated with Amitabh - she took only a camera, which was a symbol of the memories of the time spent with him. She kept working hard for months

without talking to the media. Finally, she made a great comeback with the film 'Phool Bane Angaare'. Fans accepted her again but Rekha had changed forever. In the coming years, she gave

many hit films but now she did not have that freedom, nor did she laugh out loud. There were speculations about her closeness with Amitabh. Why does Rekha wear sindoor in her maang?

Rajya Sabha When Jaya Bachchan and Rekha came together in 2015, the issue again heated up the media. This issue remained the biggest legend of the popular culture of this era, but

Rekha and Amitabh maintained a dignified silence on this.
