Although the former Chief Minister Jairam

Thakur is reviewing the use of government

buildings this time, but it is true that we

watch the spectacle by blowing the budget.

The Leader of Opposition is pointing fingers

at the appointments made behind closed

doors of the Trauma Centre in Shimla.

Without doing anything, the complaint of

the Trauma Centre has now reached the

stage of allegations, so everyone is guilty of

throwing dust in the eyes of 'spectator

development'. The above mentioned Trauma

Centre could have started one and a half

years ago, but similarly the Child-Mother

Care Centre in TMC has forgotten its duty

just because of the absence of a ramp. Oh,

how leper and helpless the budget becomes

that the plaster falls off as soon as the

government changes. For example, many

incomplete works in every assembly

constituency will be standing halfway,

because there is always a hair in the eye of

politics which makes the development of the

state guilty in rivalry. Many government

hotels depicting the story of development

have been auctioned, and schools and

colleges are on the verge of closure. Here is

an interesting story of the overhead bridge

constructed at Kachhari Adda in

Dharamshala at a cost of Rs 56 lakh, which

even after four years of its construction,

appears to be just a structure, a mockery of

development and a joke of purpose. This is

a living example of the favours of planners,

leaders and the pocket money of the budget,

which does not work, but rather defames

the city. No one has passed through it nor

can pass through it, yet the Smart City

project is smiling and the PWD department

responsible for construction is in arrogance.

There must be some engineer, someone must

have taken the decision, but this overhead

bridge, which has become the ghost of

development in front of the public, is now

scaring them. It is surprising that schools and

colleges are run with the income from the

temples of Himachal or gyms are opened in

tribal areas. Here, towers are erected at such

places to see the migratory birds, where the

birds do not fly. In Hamirpur, a tourist

information and welcome center was built

at such a place, where tourists either do not

come or do not ask anything, as a result, this

building became a grave as soon as it was

built. By considering development as just

bricks and mortar, Himachal lost its needs

or the thinking for quality and innovation

did not develop.

We built Asia's first forestry and horticulture

university, but for political appeasement, we

snatched two horticulture colleges from it,

as a result, the division of the advanced

system of education has started to clash with

the main campus. On the same lines, the

hopes of making regional offices the leaders

of development have been ruined. It is

surprising that the office which is not able

to build a bridge properly, has become the

head office of a zone. In a small state, there

are four zones of PWD - four chief engineers,

but the heart and budget for reconstruction

are weak.

Worrying: Climate change and

changing bird migration patterns
Birds migrate to find optimal breeding sites and feeding areas. Traditionally, these journeys are made in such a way that birds arrive at

breeding sites when food sources—such as insects and plants—are abundant.Climate change is not just a buzzword. It is a phenomenon that

is causing significant changes in our natural world. One of the most

noticeable impacts is the change in bird migration patterns. For

centuries many bird species have followed predictable routes and

timing, but these patterns are changing rapidly as global

temperatures rise.Birds migrate to find optimal breeding sites and

feeding areas. Traditionally, these journeys are made in such a way that

birds arrive at breeding sites when food sources—such as insects

and plants—are abundant. However, due to rising temperatures,

these resources are now available earlier in the year.Changing bird

migration Warmer causes plants to bloom and insects to emerge

earlier, forcing birds to alter their migration schedules. As a result,

many species are now arriving earlier at their breeding sites.

However, not all species are able to adjust so quickly to these changing

conditions.For example, the Himalayan Monal, a beautiful

pheasant found in the hilly regions of the Himalayas, is

experiencing a shift in the timing of plant growth and insect

emergence. This mismatch results in the Monal seeking food

sources that are either depleted or not abundant, affecting their ability to breed and raise their young successfully.Similarly, the Chataka

(Pied Cuckoo) has shown a shift in its arrival timing in recent years. Traditionally, this bird used to arrive with the onset of monsoon, but

now changes in rainfall patterns and temperature have made its arrival uncertain. Adverse effects of climate change- The Black-tailed

Godwit – a long-distance migratory seabird that breeds in Siberia and spends winters in India and Australia is also being affected by climate

change. Rising sea levels and changes in tidal patterns are affecting the availability of their feeding grounds on the Indian coastline, forcing

them to alter their migration routes. The Indian Skimmer (Scissor Beak) an endangered bird that breeds on river-islands, further illustrates

these changes. Loss of wetlands due to climate change has become a major threat to aquatic birds. For the Skimmer, changes in rainfall and

changes in river flow patterns due to irrigation projects are destroying their breeding sites, pushing them closer to extinction. These examples

highlight the far-reaching effects of climate change and its potential to disrupt the delicate balance of our ecosystem. Birds are pollinators,

seed dispersers and predators of pests in ecosystems. Changes in their migration patterns can have cascading effects on food webs, which

can also impact other organisms and agriculture. For example, if birds arrive too early or too late to feed on pests, crops may suffer more

damage from pests. Concerted efforts are needed to address these challenges. Conservation initiatives should focus on protecting and

restoring important habitats, especially in coastal and wetland areas. Research is needed to monitor and predict changes in migration

patterns. Citizen science projects, where people collect bird data, can be particularly important. Educating children and adults about the

importance of preserving natural habitats can help mobilise collective efforts and increase political will for conservation.

question in different ways (Strange Funeral Rituals). The people of the Toraja tribe living on

the Indonesian island of Sulawesi consider death as another chapter of life. They love their

dead so much that they take care of them even after their death. Yes, you will be surprised to

know that the people of this tribe take their ancestors out of the grave and dress them in new

clothes and also talk to them. They believe that the souls of the dead are still with them and

see them. This process is called 'Manene' (Unique Burial Practices In Indonesia). Let us tell

you, this is an annual festival in which people of the whole community together honor their

ancestors. Unique tradition of living with the dead - In Indonesia, the people of the Toraja

tribe take their dead out of the grave and dress them in new clothes and also talk to them.

They believe that the souls of the dead are still with them and see them. This process is called

'Manene'. This is an annual festival in which people of the whole community together honor

their ancestors. Now you must be wondering why these people do this? In such a situation,

let us tell you that the Toraja people believe that until the funeral ritual is completed, the soul

of the deceased does not completely depart from this world, so they want to stay with their

loved ones for a long time. Unique way to connect with ancestors- Imagine, you are on the

island of Sulawesi in Indonesia. It is the month of August and you see a strange sight. People

are opening graves and taking out skeletons from them. These skeletons are clean, wearing

new clothes and then people are bathing them and feeding them food and drink and then

also giving cigarettes in the hands of these corpses! Yes, behind this ritual is their belief that

life continues even after death and in this way they remain connected with their ancestors.

Celebrate with enthusiasm every year- After this celebration, they clean the graves and bury

the dead again. This ritual is repeated every year. They take special care to preserve the dead

bodies. The bodies of people who have died recently are kept at home for several months.

People are very excited during this festival, dance and sing and sacrifice animals ranging

from buffaloes to pigs. Rich people sacrifice more animals. Sometimes up to a hundred pigs

and ten buffaloes are sacrificed. The sacrificial meat is fed to all the guests. Surprisingly,

small children are buried in hollow trees.

Using mobile while traveling

or sitting bent over the laptop during work, sitting in the wrong posture or staying in the same

position for a long time is becoming a major cause of back pain. When we look at the screen

by bending the neck, there is excessive pressure on the neck, back and spine. In normal position,

the neck and back are straight but constant bending puts stress on the spine. Take care of the

spine like this- It is very important to keep the spine healthy. For this, we should take some

precautions. Weightlifting, yoga, meditation, stretching and cardio exercises should be done

regularly.

Problems caused by high BMI- Hormonal imbalance- Obesity affects the levels of hormones such as

testosterone in men and estrogen and progesterone in women. These hormones are necessary for reproduction. Ovary problems-

Conditions such as polycystic ovary syndrome (PCOS), which are often associated with obesity, can cause irregular periods

and ovulation problems. Inflammation in the body- Obesity can increase inflammation in the body, which can affect the health

of eggs and sperms. Problems during pregnancy- Obesity can increase the risk of high blood pressure, gestational diabetes

and preeclampsia during pregnancy. Problems caused by low BMI- Irregular periods- Underweight women often have irregular periods, which can lead to ovulation problems. Nutrient

deficiencies- Underweight women may lack iron, vitamin D, and other essential nutrients that are necessary for reproductive health. Risk of miscarriage- Underweight women are at a

higher risk of miscarriage. What to do to prevent this? Healthy diet- Include all types of healthy foods in your diet, such as whole grains, fruits, vegetables, lean protein, healthy fats, milk,

yogurt, etc. This will help in achieving the right weight and also improve fertility. Regular exercise- Regular exercise benefits overall health, including reproductive health. Also, exercise is

important to gain muscle or lose weight. This helps in maintaining a healthy weight. Stress management- Hormonal imbalance can occur due to increased stress. This can increase fertility.

So do yoga and meditation. This helps in reducing stress. Consult a doctor- If you are having trouble maintaining a healthy weight, then it is beneficial to consult a doctor. He can suggest

special diet and exercise for you. With the help of these tips, women can increase the chances of conceiving and these also help in healthy pregnancy.
