On the
lines of Khul Ja Sim Sim, schools and colleges
kept opening without any vision and where
subjects and curriculum became a
compulsion. Literacy can be made available
at the doorstep, but proper environment for
education cannot be provided. This is not
even the difference between government and
private schools, because there too, in the
name of future, the shine of the uniform or
the tie around the neck is hanging. It is a
different matter that the schools of CBSE
and ICSE curriculum in the state are
bringing about a change in the exam results,
self-respect of parents and the future of
students, unlike the schools under Himachal
Pradesh School Education Board. It is also
being seen that in the education of science,
medical and engineering, Himachal's family
is becoming the wealth of private schools,
while in the list of other subjects, many
government schools are also maintaining
their status of excellence. Quality will neither
come from buildings nor will it be full of
announcements, rather it will be possible
only with the faith of parents, practice of
students and the beginning of new
resolution, otherwise the departmental
criteria are stuck in the calendar of annual
holidays or the whole year is spent in the
transfer of teachers. A student also wants to
spend some years with a good teacher. For
example, whether it is five years of primary
education, three years of secondary
education or four years of senior secondary,
there the child searches for an ideal teacher
of a curriculum. Education is now a
competition to find diamonds from the sea
of ??curriculum, so for this, stability of the
teacher class is necessary in the school-college
feeling. One has to think whether the
transfer policy of teachers is helping
education or this class, afflicted by this
disease in its feeling of insecurity, is also
making a makeshift curriculum. As long as
the teacher is considered a voter and political
language is prepared to support or oppose
him, his role will not be useful for education.
Of course, the governments made efforts,
schemes embellished and curriculums gave
foundation to education, but these tests failed
at many levels. The first case was lost in the
court of parents because the governments
could not expand the career emerging from
education. We could not understand that
apart from medical-engineering, there is
scope for career in other subjects as well.
School-college education in the state is not
able to ignite the skill of living, the spirit of
competition and the flame of self-reflection.
Our schools forgot sports, forgot crafts,
forgot the knowledge of music and the class
of social responsibility. Analysis of the
journey from curriculum to examination
cannot assess the quality of education, rather
enthusiasm, motivation, breadth of study
and proper use of information revolution in
students are the needs of today, so that the
roots of new ideas and innovation are
strengthened in future competition. Unless
the names of Himachali heroes who are
successful in non-political and various fields
are printed on the invitation cards of
functions in government schools and
colleges, the ideals will not be imprinted on
the minds of children.

Challenges facing Artificial Intelligence

Regarding
education, Acharya Rinpoche, a scholar of Buddhist philosophy, asks whether there is any place for wisdom, morality and samadhi in our
current education system? Meaning, can we get any scope for wisdom, morality and ways to get freedom from the bonds of the world from
today's education? This question also becomes important because at a time when everything is being priced, it is being considered a commodity
and opportunities are being sought for buying and selling. If the same formula is being adopted in the field of education, then it is not
surprising. According to an estimate, we are trying to find the possibility of contributing one trillion dollars to our economy from various
sectors through Artificial Intelligence by the year 2035. There are indications of major changes in the current education system of schools,
colleges and universities, financial institutions, banking, government work, and the process of retrenchment and job selection in every sector
due to 'automation'. World famous historian Yuval Noah Harari claims that - by the year 2034, 'algorithms' and 'artificial intelligence' will be
in a position to operate the world in every field. The question is what will happen to that 'Dukhharan Master Sahab' of our school, whom the
people's poet Nagarjun talks about in one of his poems and makes us aware of that situation, which is still the reality of our villages - the walls
are torn, the roof is leaking, the dolls dance on the niches. By showering five slaps on the helpless children every minute, in this way
Dukhharan Master creates the mold of man.

It also has the ability
to explain the favorite and disliked topics of a student and accordingly decide their preferences. This will also make it easier for students to
understand their subject and clarify their concepts. With the presence of Artificial Intelligence, there is a possibility of many more miraculous
changes in the future, which no one can even imagine. It is a kind of double-edged sword technology. Therefore, it is equally important to be
aware of those dangers. World famous historian Yuval Noah Harari warns in his recently published book 'Nexus' that - '"Humans have got
a weapon of mass destruction in the form of 'Artificial Intelligence'." In this book, Yuval Noah Harari has expressed the 'network' of
information created by humans from the Stone Age to the age of 'Artificial Intelligence' through his studies and experiences till now. After the
use of language in the development of human civilization, the exchange of information, discussion and behavior became easy.

Human civilization has After the development of language, many institutions have also
developed through conversation. Education is also one of those institutions, where we exchange our views through conversation. Yuval Noah
Harari says about democracy that the institution of democracy has also strengthened and progressed through conversation. Today, social
media, television and internet are the means of taking our views from one place to another. Through these mediums, we make the country
and the world aware of our views. These mediums have a significant contribution in the development of democratic institutions. The question
is that if 'artificial intelligence' and 'algorithm' are going to be the makers of our fate in the future, then what will happen to our prevalent
tradition of conversation? Will we not be deprived of our fundamental right to make each other aware of our views and to disagree with them
- which is the beauty of any democracy? There is a fear that in future 'artificial intelligence' will create the biggest obstacle in intellectual
exchange. Our brain and our way of thinking is an 'organic entity' and 'artificial intelligence' is not that kind of 'organic entity'. It is such an
'entity' which works tirelessly and continuously. It not only attracts our attention, but now it is also monitoring every moment of our life.
Therefore, the scope of our conversation is not limited to ourselves only, but it can no longer be claimed to be personal. In a way, 'artificial
intelligence' is also destroying our trust and ability to communicate. As far as information is concerned, information is not always true. Yuval
Noah Harari says that like information, truth is also a very complicated issue. If seen in this sense, then it is becoming very difficult to reach
the bottom of the truth and to gain knowledge of truth in today's era. Till now we have been learning and teaching from each other through
talking, thinking, listening, thinking, exchange of ideas. Now if there is no scope for dialogue, as Yuval Noah Harari is claiming, then it is very
important that we start preparing the coming generation to face these challenges from now onwards.

Apart from this, it was P also told that the number of cases disposed by us in a day
is not disposed even in a year in many g i western countries. There is no denying this fact, but despite
this, the truth is that crores of cases are @ M pending in various courts of the country. Supreme Court
is also included in these courts. It should £ # be noted that the Supreme Court had said that the
demand of disposal of cases within a fixed [l B time is desirable, but had termed it impossible. After all,
why should not that which is desirable & B be done? If there is a need to increase the number of
judges and courts for disposal of cases, " then why can't it be fulfilled? It is disappointing that
instead of taking any initiative in this direction, the message is being given to the people of the country that we cannot deliver justice on time.
Atleast at the level of Supreme Court, such a message should not be given, because not getting justice on time is injustice. It would be better
if Supreme Court and High Court move forward in the direction of delivering justice within the stipulated time, so that lower courts are also
inspired to do so and the crores of people who are waiting for justice, hope is awakened. The Chief Justice of the Supreme Court also said
yesterday that being the people's court does not mean that we play the role of the opposition in Parliament. Undoubtedly, we should not play
it, but is it hidden from anyone that for some time now, there has been a trend of challenging every decision of the government and even
every law passed by the Parliament in the Supreme Court. If the Supreme Court reviews every decision of the government and Parliament
with the help of public interest litigations and even stops the implementation of laws without examining their legality, as happened in the case
of agricultural laws, then it will be seen playing the role of the opposition. If the Supreme Court has to strengthen its image as the people's
court, then it will have to stop reviewing every decision of the Parliament and pay special attention to giving justice to the people on time.
