Outside the CRPF school in Delhi, there was

such an explosive explosion that the capital

arose and had to be declared 'alert'

throughout Delhi. The explosion took place

at Prashant Vihar, Rohini. This area is

located just 800 meters away from Outer

Ring Road and is counted in major markets.

Thankfully, it was around 7 am and Sunday

was a holiday. However, people were present

in their homes to celebrate 'Karva Chauth'

festival. There was almost silence on the

road, because the movement was negligible,

but the explosive blast was so fierce that the

school wall collapsed and there was a deep

pit. Around 15 closed shops, boards and

glass were damaged. The echo of the blast

for about 3 kilometers was heard. Those who

were walking in the surrounding park, they

once heard the sound of the blast and

became numb. It is a matter of honor that

no casualties or injured, yet cannot consider

it a normal event. A day earlier on Saturday,

near the spot, a crowd of women was

creating a mehndi of 'Karva Chauth'. People

used to erect their cars at the scene and used

to eat these dishes at the shop of Pudi-Sabzi

in front. Parents and others who came to

school used to plant their vehicles by

adjacent to the wall of the scene. There was

a prayer inside the school towards the wall.

If the blast day and time were something

else, heavy destruction was almost certain.

This cannot be merely causing panic or

giving any message or mischievous event.

This can also be a terrorist attack.

Investigation agencies are investigating from

this angle. The Lieutenant Governor of Delhi

has ordered an inquiry into the multi -

agencies. Bomb disposal squad and expert

dog squad have also played their role in

investigation. However, NSG, NIA, Special

Branch of Delhi Police, Forensic Lab,

Intelligence Bureau etc. have taken samples

from the spot for initial investigation. CCTV

footage has been searched. Evidence is being

collected. The explosive explosion occurred

after the September 7, 2011 terrorist attack,

hence surprising and fear. If the 'needle of

doubt' lasts on the terrorist attack, then

what can the terrorist faction be? Or what

can be the purpose of this conspiracy attack?

There have been a dozen explosive

explosions in Delhi during the last 20 years.

There were only three such attacks in which

there was a lot of loss of life and property.

In the early years of BRICS, China was less powerful than today and was considered to be India's partner. At that time, all emerging

economies unitedly seemed to be a dream of making collective bargains from developed countries, while in the current era, China is in the

process of supremacy over BRICS. In such a situation, there is no apprehension that China can make it a means of fulfilling its vested

interests. BRICS's 16th summit is going to be held in Russia. Prime Minister Narendra Modi will participate in it. This year's BRICS meeting

matters special, as this is the first time after South Africa became a full member in 2010 when four new members in the form of Iran, Egypt,

Ethiopia and United Arab Emirates will be involved in summit. Bricks, known by the first letter of the name of their founding countries, were

first bricks and now the BRICS is also expanding. It is clear that due to the increase in members, there will be a difference in politics and

working style of this group. India is keen to play an active role in its operation with a new direction and shape to the BRICS. The main theme

of the BRICS summit is to strengthen polymorphism. Today, the multilateral authenticity of the BRICS has increased in comparison to the

first compared to nine members. Representation of major countries in West Asia and Africa has diversity in the image and approach of the

organization, which is a sign of progressiveness. However, with this, challenges can also arise in consensus and decisive. China and Russia did

not hide the figure of thirty -six with the US. Both of them want the extended BRICs to form a strong front against the West and raise their

voice against the hypocrisy of Western powers. If China's bus would have been, by giving membership to many developing countries including

Pakistan, the BRICS could make a thorn of developed countries, but India did not allow it to be indiscriminately expanded. He is preventing

BRICS from becoming an ideological platform, taking care of his strategic partnerships with the US and Europe. Although India managed

to reach an agreement with China over the patrolling of soldiers on the border, long -term competition and tension between the two countries

will continue and it may also be reflected in the BRICS. India and Brazilian ideology are beyond the focused point of view in internal tug of

war and are trying to prioritize new undertakings related to practical cooperation and development in the BRICS agenda. India is focused

on mutual coordination and mutual profit in developing countries on issues like finance, trade, agriculture and technology. Egypt, Ethiopia

and Emirates are close to India to realize this vision. Although India also has a strategic partnership with Iran, the ongoing war in West Asia

and Iran's struggle to Israel's close to America indicates that Tehran's inclination will be towards China and Russia. If two other countries-

Argentina and Saudi Arabia also come under the purview of BRICS, then India's upper hand can be heavy. These countries have been

invited to become members, but they are right now. India is also busy preparing the outline to build a consensus on the list of new partner

countries in BRICS. Given the expansionist attitude of China, it is very important to select new countries and decide the path of membership,

as this process can decide to compete with the leadership of the developing world. The Modi government has established India as a true

friend and vocal voice of developing countries and has shown the format of India differently from China, whose nature is far more inclusive

and shared interests. These efforts of India are notable because China wants to fulfill its plans by increasing its penetration among developing

countries. Some critics have a question that due to the strong presence of China in BRICS, what will India benefit from such an institution?

There is no doubt that quad is far more useful and important for India than BRICS from Bhurajiti and Strategic perspective, but India

BRICS is more useful and important for India, but from agreeing on the steps necessary to conduct a global campaign against terrorism to

peace and stability in warfast areas in warfare areas.
