India's strategic partnership with ASEAN,

highlighted by its evolving partnership with

Singapore, marks a significant shift towards

deeper economic, technological and security

cooperation.

Speaking at the 8th

ASEAN-India Network of Think Tanks

roundtable in Singapore on Friday, External

Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar said India

and ASEAN (Association of South-East

Asian Nations) members are large countries

in terms of population and their cooperation

can be crucial in resolving contemporary

issues, ensuring food and health security and

tackling political challenges in common

regions like Myanmar. Significantly, the

development of multilateral relations

between India and ASEAN began after

economic liberalisation in the country and

India-ASEAN trade has exceeded $130

billion in the last decade. It is worth noting

that India's engagement with Singapore

serves as an important gateway to

strengthen its wider ties with ASEAN. As

India seeks to deepen its 'Act East' policy

and expand its influence in the Indo-Pacific

region, enhancing ties with Singapore

becomes strategically important.

India-

ASEAN relations are free of any kind of

competition and assertion and both have a

shared vision for the future, which is based

on inclusion and integration, sovereign

equality of all nations and support for free

and open avenues for trade and mutual

relations. Together, the Indian and ASEAN

economies can become the third largest

economy in the world. In such a situation,

India should also consider joint defense

production initiatives with technologically

advanced ASEAN countries like Singapore

and Indonesia.
