public land
Innovation is needed to grow a purpose on

land or the wealth used needs a product.

HPMC is going to make a unique effort of

this kind. Once, with great zeal, the

corporation had bought three acres of land

in Kolkata, so that Himachal's horticulture

could get support in the chain of cold storage.

This purpose could not be established on

that land, but this white elephant always

remained a thorn in the eyes of the

corporation. Amidst the proposals to sell the

land, the corporation is now looking for an

opportunity to increase its income, which is

like a new advocacy of economics. HPMC is

working on a plan to set up an IT park with

one of its business partners on three acres

of land in Kolkata and charge rent every

month. HPMC's steps from fruit processing

to information technology in the packaging

of resources are actually the yearning to

earn extra. If other corporations also

diversify their capabilities with this feeling,

then innovation of choosing many earning

paths will be visible. One will have to make

efforts for packaging the income. For

example, Nahan Foundry has been a

successful enterprise of Himachal in its story

of good days, but simple solutions to

managerial challenges weakened its

potential. The very valuable land of this

enterprise was located in other states, but

the means of earning by selling it in lieu of

ghats limited it. Similarly, the Milk

Federation finds economic space in the

production of sweets or gajak once or twice

a year, but later fills the void in the interest

of the customers. Technically, if something

has to be achieved in milk products, then

many products will have to be added with

continuity. There was a time when HPMC

also used to do national level marketing for

its products. Then HPMC's juice bars at

every bus stand and railway station of the

country made its products the national

drink. Now the machinery has worn out or

the government enterprises are unable to

understand the changing market of

consumers. Actually, there is no

consciousness towards R&D or innovation

in the government nature of Himachal.

Under a routine, all the corporations keep

making old pages red in their headquarters

i.e. Shimla. Now the time has come to shift

the headquarters of all the boards and

corporations of the state from Shimla to the

production areas. The headquarters of

HPMC should be attached to Parwanoo

processing plant, while the Milk Federation

should get a permanent place in the

proposed milk plant of Dhagwar. The

headquarters of HRTC should be in

Hamirpur or Una, while the Electricity

Board should be completely shifted to

Sundarnagar. The state can carve out a

government house in Shimla, but it will get

the power to run the house at the district

headquarters outside the capital.

Corporations related to industry and

finance should establish their headquarters

in BBN. ??If the vision of BBN as the

economic capital of Himachal is realised, then

all the state level offices of the banking sector

should be established there. Similarly, if

Kangra is to be made a tourism capital, then

the headquarters of HPTDC should be

shifted out of Shimla. However, if HPMC is

thinking of earning from IT Park on

Kolkata's land to meet the needs of the time,

then every Municipal Corporation,

Municipal Council-Panchayat and

Panchayat will have to find options to

generate income on their own land. If the

Road Transport Corporation develops its

bus stations as infrastructure for tourism

and business, then dozens of malls can be

developed simultaneously and the

corporation can be saved from losses.
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Lack of internal democracy

in political parties
Aspects like hard work and dedication of party workers often become secondary in ticket distribution. In it, the entire emphasis is given only

to the winning angle. In such a situation, loyal workers are sidelined and priority is given to money power, muscle power and caste-religious

aspects. Especially, as elections are becoming more expensive, the importance of money power is increasing. In contemporary Indian politics,

defection is a quagmire in which almost every political party is stuck. If we don't go too far, whether it is the Lok Sabha elections held from

April to June or the assembly elections of Haryana and Jammu and Kashmir held recently, or if we take the example of Maharashtra-

Jharkhand, which are facing the election process these days, then you may be confused about some leaders as to which party they are

associated with these days. All the parties in both the states are grappling with dissatisfied and rebel candidates. In fact, leaders and parties

have made defection so normal that it seems as if it is not an issue at all. However, this is not so. Whether it is a demand of morality or if we

talk about an ideal political system, then this practice of defection definitely raises the question of trust and credibility in the political system.

The first question that arises in this debate is why does this practice continue in our system? If we investigate the answer to this, then we will

see the lack of political and election reforms. The mentality of some of our leaders, motivated by vested interests, is also at the root of this,

which, if not a partner in power, at least wants to be close to it. Defection usually happens in two ways. One is before the election and the

other is after the election. It is natural that people change sides in case they are denied a ticket in the election. However, there is not much

danger in this, because before the election, the situation is clear to the voters as to who is in whose camp. In both situations, the defection that

happens after the election is of a much more serious nature, because there is a greater risk of cheating the voters. Perhaps this is the reason

that to curb the post-election defections, the Rajiv Gandhi government enacted the Anti-Defection Law in 1985, which was further strengthened

by the Atal Bihari Vajpayee government in 2002. This did solve the problem of post-election defections to some extent, but it could not be

completely resolved. The leaders have found a solution to this as well. Since a certain number is required for defection, after making that

arrangement, it has now started happening in a more institutionalized manner. Even the majority figures are distorted by the representatives

resigning from their membership of the House after the election. After that, the electoral process has started becoming even more cumbersome

due to by-elections. At the same time, when the parties of the alliance fighting the election together go their separate ways for the sake of

power, then that too is a kind of deception with the public opinion and mandate. The problem of defection has become more severe with time,

and our political parties are the most guilty of it. Small parties are being run like personal estates, but the condition of big parties is also not

very good. The leadership of big parties has also become centralized beyond limits. Internal democracy is also not in an ideal state. There is

no definite process for candidate selection. In ticket distribution, aspects like hard work and dedication of the party worker often become

secondary. In it, full emphasis is given only on the winning angle. In such a situation, loyal workers are being sidelined and priority is being

given to money power, muscle power and caste-religious aspects. Especially as elections are becoming more expensive, the importance of

money power is increasing. In such a situation, wealthy candidates have started getting preference. If such claimants do not get a ticket from

their party due to some reasons, then the rival party accepts them readily. In many cases, it has also been seen that within five minutes of

taking membership of the party, the said person is declared a candidate by the party. A leader who was holding a rally in favor of someone

till half an hour ago suddenly reaches the stage of another party and starts lobbying for it. This highlights the ironies of the Indian political

scenario. No legal initiative can necessarily be effective in stopping defection. Just look at the ill-effects of the anti-defection law. After its

implementation, the personal rights of the public representatives have become so limited that they cannot even present their views on many

issues. Many political observers interpret this situation in such a way that after the implementation of the anti-defection law, the public

representatives have become 'bonded' to the political parties. Therefore, it would be better if the public itself becomes aware of this matter

and forces the political parties to be responsible and accountable. All parties should work to correct the structural deficiencies related to our

political system and take steps towards long-pending political and election reforms. Some lessons can be learnt in this matter from the

countries of America and Western Europe. Our political parties can move forward by assimilating the positive points of the well-organized

and well-organized political system of the West. In this, the system from the process of candidate selection to election funding and political

adjustment can be improved. Although it is not that there is no problem of defection in the mature democratic countries of the West, but it is

not so severe. There, from leaders to Political parties are quite vocal about their ideological insistence and the politics of ideology is not such

that it can be suddenly changed like a skin. Whereas in India, even the leaders who claim to carry the palanquin of ideology do not shy away

from changing it like clothes in this matter. In such a situation, if the ideology, internal democracy and the process of candidate selection are

made transparent, then the problem of defection can be curbed to a large extent.

A budget of Rs 10

lakh crore has been kept for this. This includes a subsidy of Rs 2.3 lakh

crore. Every possible measure should be taken to ensure that such a

huge amount is utilized properly and on time. At present, it is

difficult to say when all those people in urban and rural areas

who do not have their own house will be able to get a roof over

their head, but it cannot be ignored that the PM Awas Yojana

is helping in fulfilling the desire of crores of people. When

homeless people get their own house, they not only find

themselves more capable along with living a better life by being

equipped with civic amenities, but their self-confidence also increases.

They are ready to increase their income and thus help in the economic

upliftment of the nation. Whether it is the central government or the state

governments, they should pay special attention to such schemes that can

help people stand on their own feet. It is not right that when there is a need to give

top priority to schemes that make people self- reliant and economically more and more

capable, then there is a race to implement populist schemes. There is a need to end the

competition of schemes that are unproductive or promote freebies. Government money should not be

allowed to be used to create vote banks. This is the right time that people should be given the same facilities in every government scheme as

are being given to the applicants of the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. This will not only bring transparency in the implementation of

schemes, but will also help in completing them on time. It cannot be ignored that there is still a lack of transparency in government functioning.

At least this should happen in every government department so that people know what is the status of their application or where and why

the solution of the complaint they have made is stuck?

Garam Masala- 1/2 tsp Salt- as per taste Water- 3 cups For tempering: Oil- 1 tbsp Cumin seeds- 1/2

tsp Bay leaf- 2 Cinnamon stick- 1 inch piece Cloves- 2-3 Black pepper- 4-5 Method of making Vegetable

Pulao- First of all heat oil in a pan and add cumin seeds, bay leaf, cinnamon, cloves And add black pepper

and fry. Now add onion, garlic and ginger in the same pan and fry till golden. Then add carrots, peas,

cauliflower and green chillies and fry for a few minutes. After this, add turmeric powder, coriander

powder, cumin powder, red chili powder and garam masala and mix well. Then dissolve curd in

some water and add it to the vegetables and mix well. Now add soaked rice and mix well. After this, add 3

cups of water on top and add salt as per taste.
