Pegasus

once again
The chapter of Israel's spying tool 'Pegasus'

has opened once again. 'WhatsApp' has won

a big victory in the US court and Israeli

company NSO Group has been convicted of

hacking. More than 1400 WhatsApp users

were targeted worldwide through spying

software. In 2021, the 'Pegasus' case also

echoed in India, when allegations were made

that spying equipment was installed in more

than 300 mobile phones. Among them, two

current ministers of the Modi government,

three opposition leaders, a constitutional

authority, several journalists and

industrialists were targeted. That spying

scandal erupted in Parliament and the

opposition did not allow the proceedings of

the Houses to continue. Congress MP Rahul

Gandhi had also alleged that his mobile

phone was hacked and the government was

keeping an eye on him through spying

software. The matter reached the Supreme

Court, but no concrete conclusion came out.

The report of the committee of experts

constituted by the Supreme Court was also

not made public. However, in August 2022,

the statement of that committee of technical

experts definitely came out that no

conclusive evidence of spying equipment was

found in the mobile phones it had

investigated, but the central government did

not cooperate in that investigation process.

That is, there is definitely something fishy.

Now the matter is between the Israeli

company NSO and WhatsApp. NSO argues

that Pegasus helps law enforcement and

intelligence agencies fight crime and protect

national security. The purpose of its

technology is to help catch terrorists and

hardened criminals. In 2019, WhatsApp had

sought injunction and damages from NSO,

alleging that it accessed the WhatsApp server

without permission and installed Pegasus

software on users' mobiles. This led to

surveillance of more than 1400 people,

including journalists and human rights

activists. The head of WhatsApp has

considered the court's decision a big victory

for privacy and confidentiality. It has been

believed that spyware companies cannot

escape accountability for their illegal

activities. In the context of India, the Home

Ministry had disclosed in the Lok Sabha that

the Central and State Governments are

authorized to 'intercept', 'monitor' and

'decode' information as per the IT Act, 2000

and the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885. In this

context, 10 agencies have been authorized,

but like a well-functioning democracy, there

is no independent monitoring, inspection in

India. There is also no national security law,

so there has been misuse of law and powers

in obtaining information through spying.

The Supreme Court committee had also

investigated the mobile phones and accepted

the presence of spyware, but the committee

does not believe that it was Pegasus. Spying

tools like Pegasus should be explained

between privacy and security.
