Year-end tourism package
Himachal has changed the wording of rules

a bit by adopting tourism culture as a

government responsibility, but continuous

efforts are needed to stand in the league of

Goa, Gujarat or Kerala. Anyway, Himachal

is once again standing with the hopes of the

new year in search of year-end tourism from

the weekend, and bouquets are ready in the

mountain courtyards. Shimla has decorated

its beds for promenades in the presentation

of Winter Carnival, and has started the

gathering of tourists, and the moonlight of

snow has done wonders on the mountains.

In such a situation, the beginning of the new

year has become a festival of adventure. It

is a different matter that at present the bells

are ringing at the same hill stations, which

have become the dargah of the British rule

and are giving darshan to the tourists. Of

course, the government has loosened the

shackles of law from the entertainment of

the year, but for the coronation of tourism,

the preparation of the entire state should get

a new dimension. The bells of the new year

ring in many temples and a proper

celebration has started in Deotsidh. The

national horizon of tourism opens up in the

state from December to the entire month of

January. From basking in the open sun to

the intoxication of snowfall on the mountains,

this is such a knock that can change the

entire scenario. Meanwhile, if we get to

know about the role of Lohri, Makar

Sankranti and Ghritamandal celebrations of

Kangra, Baijnath and Mandi, then it will

become an amazing package. If the sky is

chosen for kite flying to the beats of

Vasantotsav in the warm sunshine of the

mountains at Sujanpur ground, Chamba

Chaugan and other major grounds, then

many festivals of folk culture will descend

on the ground. Sukhu government has

opened the markets for 24 hours to make

the end of the year tourism a pleasant

experience, but to connect this experiment

with the need of tourism, tourism or night

market should be started in the entire state.

The concept of tourist village is a beginning,

but in this initiative, the land of Palampur

Agricultural University got upset or the

political regime got upset with the proposed

650 kanal land of Narghota of Dharamshala.

The beautification of tourism projects of

Himachal can bring about a change with the

loan of Asian Development Bank and the

help of the Center. A blueprint can be made

with the approval of 1680 crores out of the

proposed projects of 2416 crores, but the

reason for better use should come to the fore.

In the past, political towers were built in the

name of tourism, but many concepts fell flat

on their face. In tourism, it is the thrill that

actually brings tourists closer. This thrill has

not been served completely yet, so some

circuits will have to be made and

development will have to be done and

tourism projects will have to be made in

accordance with the year and in the form of

seasons. Apart from the natural lakes of

Himachal, the tourism infrastructure should

be developed around Pong, Bhakra and Kol

Dams in the legacy of artificial dams. In the

year, if historical or heritage festivals are

organized in the framework of some music

festivals and the grounds of Kangra Fort or

Sujanpur are filled with excitement or if

music festivals and food festivals are added

to the bonfires of Garli-Paragpur in the tune

of Lohri festival, then many Goas will emerge

in Himachal. Obviously, Himachal will have

to choose and weave such festivals

throughout the year in the discipline of its

tourism calendar which represent the

culture, music, food and adventure of this

place. The Agriculture and Horticulture

Department has to play only an annual role

in the responsibility of tea festival in

Palampur, apple festival in Manali, mango

festival in Bilaspur and kinnow festival in

Nurpur.
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The growing trend of students going

abroad, loss of both talent and money
Due to the features of higher education, a large number of Indian students are migrating to other countries of the world every year, the good

thing is that many important steps are being taken at the government level to make the same features available here. Now there is a

preparation to study the same in the country itself by identifying the course of their choice. The trend of Indian students going abroad for

higher education is increasing day by day. According to the Ministry of External Affairs, about seven lakh students went abroad for higher

education in the year 2019, nine lakh students in 2022, while in 2024 so far about 13.50 lakh students have gone abroad for studies. Of these,

about 4.50 lakh students have gone to Canada, 3.50 lakh students to America and 1.85 lakh students to Britain. The number of students

going to countries like Australia, Germany, China, Singapore, New Zealand, Georgia, Ukraine, Philippines etc. for studies is also quite good.

Indian students are currently studying in about 108 countries. Till the 80s and 90s of the last century, it was believed that brain drain hinders

social concerns and national interests. Then in the era of liberalization, it was believed that studying and working abroad increases the

country's foreign exchange reserves, but now the difference between the money spent on studying abroad and the amount sent by Indian

students working there is decreasing. The country is losing both talent and money due to the increase in the number of students going

abroad for studies. This situation is also worrisome because it can also lead to the problem of lack of competent and skilled labor force in

front of industries and institutions. Usually, Indian students go abroad in search of attractive jobs, comfortable lifestyle, favorable work

culture and ultimately to settle there, but there are many students who go abroad for studies due to quality education, better opportunities

for research, availability of desired and employment-oriented subjects, productive and disciplined educational environment, balanced student-

teacher ratio, assurance of completion of course on time, etc. It has to be accepted that most of the students do not get the opportunity to

study the desired subjects in the best educational institutions of the country. Today's youth are experimentalists. They are choosing such

courses which are in line with the industries and which are also updated in terms of changing technology. Nowadays, the interest and

inclination of the students is more in subjects like food security, digital technology, computer science, software engineering, business and

management, urban planning, medical and health sciences, hotel management and tourism, art and graphic design, climate change, green

energy, data science, fintech, artificial intelligence, machine learning and earth and environmental science. Although new courses are being

started in Indian universities, but the process is slow and they are also victims of inertia. It takes a lot of time to bring the changes made at the

policy level to the ground in our universities and to provide suitable mechanism and resources for it. Excessive competition in Indian

educational institutions, less number of seats, terrible imbalance of demand and supply, limited opportunities for research, lack of capable

and experienced faculty, lack of flexibility in the selection of courses and subjects, excessive emphasis on theoretical and bookish knowledge

as compared to practical and life-useful knowledge, neglectful attitude towards original, independent and critical thinking and analysis, lack

of partnership between industry and educational institutions and complex process of reservation etc. are also factors that force Indian

students to migrate to foreign universities. The good thing is that many important steps are being taken at the government level to provide

the same features of higher education here, due to which a large number of Indian students are migrating to other countries of the world

every year. Now, preparations are being made to provide such studies in the country itself by identifying the course of their choice. Recently,

the University Grants Commission (UGC) has taken a corrective step and made internship compulsory along with graduation studies. This

will give practical experience of the business world to the students. This will enable them to develop their knowledge and skills as per the

demand of the industry. The National Credit Framework is also considered an important initiative towards measuring the ability of students.

Under this, students will be given one mark for 30 hours of study. This framework will encourage them to develop their knowledge and skills

in various fields. UGC Regulation-2024 also proposes major changes in the Indian education system, which aims to make it more flexible,

inclusive and in line with global standards. The proposed reforms include biennial admission process in undergraduate and postgraduate

programs, freedom to choose any course regardless of the previous academic stream, multidisciplinary teaching, opportunities and options

to pursue two degrees simultaneously, obtain certificate, diploma or degree based on credits deposited and acquire knowledge based on

prior education and skills etc. All these changes are welcome, which encourage creative, practical and skill-based knowledge as compared to

rote learning and exam-centric teaching system.

States should be active, steps

should be taken on reforms
Madhya Pradesh has set a good example by passing the MP Jan Vishwas (Provision of Amendment) Bill 2024 last week. Its basis is the Jan

Vishwas Act 2023 of the Central Government. The objective of this historic legislative initiative is to facilitate legal processes, ensure transparency

and make the path easier for common citizens and entrepreneurs by promoting good governance. In modern times, the meaning of governance

has not been limited to the management of rules and regulations but has expanded to create a favorable environment for individuals and

entrepreneurs. The Modi government has been seriously active in this direction from the beginning. The Jan Vishwas Act, 2023 is an example

of this, which is set to be given new dimensions with the proposed Jan Vishwas Bill 2.0. Through the Jan Vishwas Act, more than 40 criminal

provisions have already been removed and in their place some financial compensation and relatively easy compliances have been arranged.

The Jan Vishwas Act 2.0 takes this vision further by creating a framework that seeks to see citizens and businesses as collaborators rather

than adversaries. Such governance reforms also lead to a host of tangible and intangible benefits beyond just reducing red tape. First, they

enhance economic productivity by removing the burden of compliance requirements and helping enterprises focus on innovation and growth.

These aspects are especially useful for small enterprises and startups, which often face regulatory hurdles. Second, by easing regulations, the

government encourages entrepreneurship, diversifies the economy and promotes job creation. Third, minor cases are resolved outside the

court purview, thereby reducing the burden on the judicial process and speeding it up. Fourth, it strengthens the foundation of trust between

the government and citizens that the government values ??their partnership more than punishing them. The intangible benefits of these

reforms are equally important. A governance model that does not involve unnecessary punishments, increases the sense of responsibility

among citizens and enterprises for their actions. It develops a culture of trust and mutual accountability, which not only strengthens democracy

but also builds a harmonious society. When regulatory burden is reduced and emphasis is placed on cooperation and coordination, the

government strengthens the foundation on which citizens and enterprises are able to focus on innovation, growth and overall well-being. As

a result, national progress gets wings. While the central government is taking various measures to reduce regulatory burden and strengthen

the trust-based governance framework, state governments should also step up in the direction of such reforms. After all, in many day-to-day

matters, citizens and enterprises have more to do with local bodies and state governments than with the center. Whether it is obtaining

permits, resolving disputes, or access to essential public services, such tasks are mainly carried out at the local and state government level. In

fact, whether it is ease of living or initiatives related to creating a smooth environment for businesses, they can be successful only when they

are implemented properly from the top to the ground level. The key to removing the most prominent obstacles faced by individuals and

enterprises lies mainly with the state governments. Most aspects related to the quality of public services, efficiency of governance and orienting

life and enterprise in the right direction are affected at these levels. Therefore, the state and local bodies should understand their responsibilities

and focus on meaningful initiatives and implementation. Madhya Pradesh has set a good example by passing the MP Jan Vishwas (Amendment

Provision) Bill, 2024 last week.

Under this bill, amendments have been made in 64 sections of five major departments, which include subjects of departments

like Industrial Policy and Investment Promotion, Energy, Cooperation, Labor and Urban Development. Under this, provision of compensation

instead of jail for minor mistakes and abolishing 920 irrelevant laws and making them compatible with the modern era are some of the major

reforms. Undoubtedly, these reforms will help in promoting an efficient and business-friendly environment. Other states should also learn

from Madhya Pradesh and move forward in this direction. Such reforms will help in removing all the obstacles and capitalizing on the

economic potential of the state, which could not be fully capitalized till now due to various obstacles. However, this cannot be done in one go.

The regulatory framework is better which can adapt itself according to the time and social needs. In such a situation, state governments

should create such an institutional framework that can review the policies at regular intervals every five to 10 years and shed light on their

results and current relevance. It is also possible to examine the policies and rules to what extent they are related to their basic objectives.
