This is a year of upheaval!
Prime Minister Modi has started the new

year with peace, brotherhood and faith. He

has sent a chaadar of faith to the shrine of

Khwaja of Ajmer Sharif. This is the 11th

chaadar of the Prime Minister, which has

been taken by Union Minister Kiren Rijiju

and some senior officials of the secretary level

to Ajmer. Before Ajmer, Rijiju offered

chaadar at the holy shrine of Nizamuddin

Auliya in Delhi. Prime Minister Modi has

made this effort when some Hindu

organizations have claimed that there is a

Shiva temple under the holy shrine of Ajmer.

The Mughals built the Ajmer mosque and

dargah by demolishing that temple.

However, more Hindus than Muslims have

been going to Ajmer Sharif to pray and offer

chaadar. Ignoring this tradition, a case has

also been registered in the court. The Prime

Minister's chaadar of faith has brought the

Hindu and Muslim sides face to face. Some

Hindutva faces are also said to be angry with

the Prime Minister and are hell-bent on

finding temples under mosques in some

areas including Ajmer-Sambhal, so digging

work is going on in violation of the Supreme

Court's order. Will the Supreme Court take

cognizance and take contempt proceedings?

Can the BJP leaders oppose the appeal of

Sarsanghchalak Mohan Bhagwat? Do they

have such audacity? The Sarsanghchalak

wants that after the construction of Lord

Shri Ram's temple in Ayodhya, the search

for Shivalaya, Mahadev's temple under

every mosque should be stopped. No person

should have the illusion of becoming a

'leader of Hindus' by doing these activities.

Anyway, if the order of the apex court is

being violated, then it is possible that a

constitutional crisis may also emerge in the

country in the new year! Some elements are

neither listening to the Prime Minister, nor

do they want to listen to the Parliament, nor

is the decision of the Supreme Court

acceptable to them, what will happen as a

result? If a constitutional crisis emerges in

the country, then all the systems of our

democracy can be questioned! That is, the

republic itself can be put at stake! This year,

controversial bills like Waqf Board and 'One

Country, One Election' are also to be passed

in Parliament. The country's politics is

completely divided on these bills and the

conditions of communal tension and violence

are also clear. The question is whether 2025

will prove to be a year of turmoil on

communal, ideological basis? Assembly

elections are to be held in Delhi and Bihar

this year, so the revelation made by the office

of the Lieutenant Governor of Delhi

regarding the demolition of religious places

will also heat up the politics. The Lieutenant

Governor's Secretariat has revealed that on

February 8, 2023, the then Chief Minister

Kejriwal had recommended the demolition

of 9 temples. Similar recommendations were

also made by the then Deputy Chief Minister

of Delhi Manish Sisodia and Home Minister

Satyendra Jain. During 2016-23, the then

'AAP' government had recommended the

demolition of 24 temples and religious places.

There is no reference to a single mosque in

these religious places. However, the

Lieutenant Governor had rejected all those

recommendations. These are the quotes of

communal division, tension and conflict,

which can sow turmoil in the condition of

the country. In these conditions, Prime

Minister Modi on Friday laid the foundation

stone and inaugurated projects worth about

Rs 4500 crore. A college has been built in

Delhi in the name of Veer Savarkar. The

letter that Kejriwal had recently written to

Sarsanghchalak Bhagwat also mentioned

the issues of vote-cutting and buying. Apart

from this, the movements of bandh, hunger

strike, chakka jam, rail roko etc. being

carried out in Punjab and Bihar can also

disturb the peace and stability of the

country.
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Demand for new politics in the new year, need for

meaningful discussions to make democracy better
Today our democracy is dominated by criminals and the wealthy. On seeing the affidavits of candidates on the Election Commission's

website, one is surprised to see the social profile of the people claiming to be the representatives of the public. Is it not surprising that 95

percent of the MPs in the current Lok Sabha are crorepatis and criminal cases are pending against 251 members? The Indian Republic is

celebrating its 75th anniversary. This republican maturity expects that our democracy should also show maturity in accordance with it. A

contradiction is seen in our democracy. Contrary to the doubts of Western scholars, the democratic beliefs of the people remain strong, but

the political parties and leaders who are the carriers of democracy are yet to be in harmony with those democratic beliefs. As a result,

democracy has been gripped by many inconsistencies. In the new year, we take individual resolutions to improve ourselves, but we have to

take a collective resolution to improve our democracy further. We have to move towards new politics. In his last speech in the Constituent

Assembly on November 25, 1949, Dr. Ambedkar, the chairman of the Constitution Drafting Committee, pointed out this contradiction and

warned that for social harmony and brotherhood, democracy should not be run with a feudal mindset, but political parties and leaders have

not been able to come out of the feudal mindset. They find only their own relatives reliable as successors. There is a place for diversity and

opposition in democracy, but not for animosity. Democracy recognizes parties and leaders who do politics on the basis of diverse ideologies.

We got independence under the leadership of Gandhiji, but the contribution of Subhash Chandra Bose and those who fought under his

leadership and other martyrs cannot be underestimated. The Congress ideology benefited in the initial political competition. Leftist and

rightist ideologies were neglected, but that did not reduce their importance. Due to the leftist inclination of the first Prime Minister Jawaharlal

Nehru, the Congress inclined towards the left, but then the country sidelined both the Congress and the left and handed over power to the

right wing. We will have to accept it. This is the demand of mature democratic politics. Today, instead of ideologies, caste identities are

becoming dominant in political competition and are distorting the democratic culture, which also adversely affects social harmony. Since

2014, Prime Minister Narendra Modi, with the mantra of 'Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas', has sidelined the grip of caste identities and oriented

the society from caste politics to class politics. Due to this, Indian democracy has moved towards inclusive politics. He got the benefit of this

and created history by forming the government for the third consecutive time. Opposition to anyone from the right-wing ideology of BJP is

completely constitutional, but the Constitution does not recognize animosity towards Modi or BJP. All politicians will have to understand this

essence in the new year. In Indian politics, there is often talk of Hindu-Muslim duality. Parties accuse each other. The parties and leaders who

accuse other parties and their leaders of religious polarization, themselves also seem to be seeking political support on religious grounds.

Congress cannot escape the responsibility of dividing the country on the basis of Hindu-Muslim. At the same time, it cannot be ignored that

instead of allowing Indian Muslims to integrate into Hindu society, it separated them from it as a minority and adopted a policy of appeasement

for political gains. This harmed both Muslims and Congress. Due to this policy of Congress, most Muslims started considering Hindus as

their enemies, whereas there are Hindus in Congress and other such political parties. It should be kept in mind that no party can be

completely satisfied with the policy of appeasement. Its demands keep increasing like the mouth of Surasa, and if they are not fulfilled, the

parties and politicians lose their trust. This situation also gives rise to religious polarization in the society. There was a time when Hindu-

Muslim harmony was a reality. Today, except for exceptions, that social harmony is not visible. Both have become disconnected from each

other. This is a sad truth. It has to be faced and resolved. Today, our democracy has come under the control of criminals and the rich. On

seeing the affidavits of candidates on the Election Commission's website, one is surprised to see the social profile of the people who are

claiming to be the representatives of the people - and that too as the candidates of big political parties. Is it not surprising that 95 percent of

the MPs in the current Lok Sabha are crorepatis and criminal cases are pending against 251 members? Have the political parties forgotten

that there are also clean, poor common people in this country, who may have their own political ambitions. Will they ever get a chance? Will

the political parties take a resolution in the new year that instead of criminals and the rich, common and capable people should be given

priority in politics? Many such questions surround Indian democracy. One reason for this is that there is a complete lack of internal democracy

in political parties and most of the parties are run by feudal culture. It is also a fact that today there is a lack of mutual dialogue and harmony

among the various national and provincial parties. Due to this, there is no mutual discussion among them to make democracy better. Instead

of this, there is only accusation and counter-accusation on each other -  There seems to be a competition to put up a new face and display the

lowest level of thoughts, language and behaviour. Will all political parties as well as the general public take a pledge for a new beginning, a

new politics in the new year? Will we all start a new democracy imbued with a new political culture on the 75th anniversary of the Republic?

School education freed from a major

anomaly, more attention will have to be

paid to the learning process
According to the report of the Yashpal Committee of 1992, the main reason behind children dropping out of school is the burden of school

bags and the burden of teaching a foreign language. Due to the policy of no failure, teachers were becoming more careless towards poor

children. It seemed as if they were not responsible for their passing or failing. It is welcome that the Central Government has removed a

major anomaly in the Right to Education Act, 2009. Now, from the new session, only those students who pass the fifth and eighth class

examinations will be able to go to the next classes. From the year 2010, classes up to eighth in the entire country were freed from the pass-fail

rule. This was done under the guise of the limited logic that failing makes children leave school, their morale falls and they get stressed.

Therefore, they were being promoted to the next class without examination. It is true that education does not mean only exams and students

should be kept free from the stress of exams, but this rule not only harmed school education but also ruined college education. Its worst effect

was on government schools across the country. Most of the children in government schools are from poor families whose economic-social

condition is not good. They have neither the time nor the ability to pay attention to the education of their children. A child left home for

school, but whether he actually went to school or not or what he studied, this information will be known only when he passes or fails after

giving the exam. Due to the policy of not failing till the eighth standard, children were reaching the next class, but many of them did not know

anything. This also started creating many problems for the teachers of the next class. As a result, school education deteriorated further. For

the last decade, surveys of Pratham and other similar organizations were repeatedly highlighting that an eighth class child does not know

fourth class mathematics or a fifth class child cannot read the second class Hindi book. After such reports, some questions are raised on the

education system for a couple of days, but no serious thought is given to improving it. In such a situation, private schools were moving ahead

in comparison to government schools. The advisors who adopted the easy path of not failing the children to prevent them from dropping out

of school, did not give any suggestion that could solve this problem. When these children kept failing in class IX-X despite being given several

opportunities, the state governments were forced to appeal to the Center to immediately end the policy of not failing, because this will further

deteriorate the level of education in government schools. In 2016, the Central Education Advisory Board, taking note of the states, advised

the Central Government to change this policy. In 2019, the Central Government, with the consent of the states, made the amendment that

children will be promoted to the next classes only after the examination, but left it to the states to implement it. Since the Right to Education

is a law of the Concurrent List, this was not possible without the consent of two-thirds of the state governments. 16 states including Delhi,

Assam, Bihar, Gujarat, Himachal changed it, but states and union territories like Karnataka, Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh were following

the policy of not failing in class 5th and 8th. Now, after the decision of the central government, the policy of failing in class 5th and 8th has

been implemented in all the schools of the country from this session itself. The best thing in this reform is that if a child fails, he will be given

another chance after two months. Meanwhile, schools will pay special attention to such weak students. Schools have also been instructed

that they will focus on the overall personality development of the children and will not strike their names. That is, in any case, the children

will have the right to study in the same school. There is definitely a tendency in rural areas to not complete school education and leave it

midway, but only the pass-fail conditions are not responsible for this. Children should have some knowledge of reading and writing. Passing

them in class 8th in statistics will not benefit them in the future, because they will have to appear for exams to get admission in engineering,

medical or for a job. The argument that failing in class 5th and 8th will increase the number of children dropping out of school is not

convincing. According to the report of Yashpal Committee in 1992, the main reason behind children dropping out of school is the burden of

school bags and the burden of foreign languages. Due to the policy of no failure, teachers were becoming more careless towards poor

children. It seemed as if they were not responsible for their passing or failing. After this reform, the responsibility towards studying will

increase in schools, teachers, parents and children. It should be hoped that this will also increase the quality of education in government

schools.
